Can It be possible tbat by sneb refusal C. is sot aeeessoiy to ibe wrong done B. by A.; and if ao, eaa the extension of sneb eonrtê  be otb-erwin tbsa criminal. 
Bat what an tiie eirenmsiancea nnder wbieb a Cbnreb may rigbtfWy lose its claims to tbe christian conrtesies of its sister Cbnebesr Tbe New Testament bong tbe <m]ymle of Wth sad practiê  it follows tbat for a Cbnreb rigbtfnlly to elaiin of its sister Cbnrebes re-sp^ finr its acts, tbat those aets mnst be in aeeordanee wiA its reqnixemeats. Tbe law knows no exceplion, and no oomlnnation of eiresmitanea can jnstify tbe exeentiTe power (the Cbnrdi) in refusing to execnte it. V<irtk*T« ntDIAH IQSSIOHB. 
Tbe "Cresôal Association of United Bap-tist for tbe Sontbem part of tbe Indian Ter̂  ritoiy" eocrened witb ibe 1st Tacl^a pech* ebnr̂  Ang. 31st, and adjonmed Sept. 5tb, 1859. Elder Peter Fulsome, natire CbooUw, presided as Moderator, aad H. F. Bnokner acted as CHerk. Ko husintss of importooe was traasaeted, as tbe meeting was mostly a dteotioHol <me, exoept taat it was rccamm̂ ; ed tbat each nation r̂ reeented ônld oqi ixe a district Assodation in its own geogn̂  eal limits. It was fonnd after an experience of eleren yean, to be impracticable to aeeom modate sneb la^ asaemblies at tbe expraie of a/ne wbo Um eontignons; and that it ia extroaely diffitnit to toaasaet asoeiational bnsineaa when it has to be interpreted and ex-âmed in mora languages than one. We bad a pleasant and barmonions meeting, sito that it raiaed day and nigbt, insomnch that nearly all tbe missonaries, and many natives, took chills aad fierer. 
Tbe old Aasociaticn did not die nnwept; and soch was the intense feeliog exhibited, that I trust the cnnrebes will aoon awake to a aenae of their dnty, ant̂ 'reriTO it, by aialdng annaal collections for its sa^rt btertriba](̂  meetings an attaded witb maeb irnxmreni-enoe, bnt tbey also have their advantages. I think we might at least have triennial meetings of tbe kind. Tbe funeral sermon of sister Murrow which was preached «n Sunday of tbe Association, was ordered to be published in pttmpblet formi by a nsanimous rote. As it was interpreted into Creek and Cboetaw at the came time, ii required fire boors in tbe delivery. It rained all tbe time, yet no one, I believe, left tbe ar-Itpr on that aeoonnt; and in .he midst of the aemon, 8S9 50 was eoUected to defray the pnblie expenses of the meeting. 
Brethren Burns, Hogne, and Murrow were witb us and pnaebed Christ earnestly and futbAUly. B̂ des these missionaries, tbcre wen several Creek and Choctaw native preach-ers, wbo rmdered efficient wd. If the weath-er bad been favorable, I think it would have ai tbe largest relipona assembly that ever ivened in this nation. On the fast day, we gave the parting band to 144 Choctaw dele-gates. It was a solemn and affecting acena

Your insinnation tbat the American Bible Union is getting up a new Bible to snbsnve some sectarian purpose, is without foundation in tmtb; and altogether gratuitous in assump tion; as the purposes, prinaipâ  and practices of tbat Union an as unseetarî n as possible, and tbe rendwî  wbieb yon make the occa-sion of this insiBnation, you admit, invdves <'no difference cf opinion am<)ng Christians," aa regards tiieir distinctive sentimwits.

And "some interpreters," iajrs Gesenins, Sdittltens, an not folly satisfied that the sense of enrdng bdones to tilts verb " Indeed Henstenberg, one of tbe best Btblieal eritios of Germany, ecamtesting on 1 Kings xxL .lO, tbe very passge citel by yen,to]Hrorethat tbe word 'means eune, ̂ ys, *To earn is a sgnifioation forced npon itni^ by those wbo bad taken only a superficial view of tbis passage, without at all peredving its reference to tbe Pentateocb. 
If it loses ita support ben, no one w31 tbink of applying it to Job u. 5; aad Psdras X. 3, when it is not at all suitable." And Adam Cbrke, a eritic of no mean repnta-timi, in bis commentary on Job iL' 9, take*, tbis rerb in its nsnal sense of bleedng, and atys is not dear tbat it baa tibe-aeanicg of enraing ia any part of Ae Sacred Writbgs." Gtiswt, in his exedlntt Hebnw Lexioon of 1702, takes titis reri) in Job iL 9, in ita usual «nse, to bless. And Geaemns, tho most cde-brated Hebraist of Germany, in his Hebnw Lex-ioon, trandated by Dr. Robinson, of New York, says, "Job iL 9, iareih El̂ xm rmutk, blê  God aad die, i e., bless and praise God as tbon wilt, yet thou must now die; thy piety toward God is in vdn." Dr. Gill, in bU «de-brated ecmmentary at Job ii. 9, says, " The HcnsoisvWess Chdi" Dr. Bootlroyd; in bis English version, a work of great learning, ren-ders tbe pbrafe, "bless God " In tho author-ized version, as published at London in 184S, with 20,000 emendations, made by several learned men, it is rendered •^gss God." In the English version, made by leaned pro-fessors of the Catholie College at Dauay, 1610, it reads -dless God." Olvetan, in bis FrentA veraion, made about 15oo, renders it "itoi 

God" (Setiis Dieu,) whidi veraioa afier bdng revised first by Calvin, then by a eoll̂  of pastors and Professors at Genera, (embracing Begu Cmlart, Jaqscmat Bertram, LaFoye and Rotan,) and at last by Martin, is now ad-opted and pnbllsbed by American Bible Soekty, wii the original rendering cf Olve-tan in ̂ ts passage nnehanged. 
Tbe same rendering is found also in the French version of DiodaH. In Portuguese, the excellent vcraon of Almeida, made about I6S1, and now published by the American Bible Society, renders it '•dltss God" (bnidize a I>e38."( In spanfab, tbe rersion of Valera mide about 1002, raiders it, "biiss God" (boidize ol Dios;) that of Sdo, aa published by tho American Bills Sodety in 1823, rea-ders it in the same sense "ilest God" (bcnediea a Dios;) and that made at Ferrara, in 1552, by learned Jews, wbo may be presnmed to bave understood the true meaning of Hebrew words, nnders ifWess God"(bendized DIo.) The Danish versbn of 1644, as now published by the American Bible Societv, renders it God" (vebign Gad) The Swedish version cf 1541, now patronized by the Ameri-Bible Soeiety, renders it "Wess God" (wal-dstia Gud.) Tiie Datcb version, made about 1632, by some of the best scholars in Europe, and now patronized by tbe American Bible Sodety, renders it "iless God" (z^n God.) The admirable German version made by Lu-ther, Mcianetbon aad other learned men, abont 15S0, and now patronized by all the Bible Socictira in the world, renders it "idess God" (segn Gott.) In Italian, the version of Mar-tini, made about 1779, and patronized by the British and Foreign Bible Society, reoden it"6/«sGod" (benedid Dis;) aad tiiat of DiodaH. which the author of "tbe Bible in erety Land," pronounces "otie of tbe most im̂ rtant translations of modern times," and wbieb is now patronized by tbe Amsriean Bible Society, renders it "bless the Lord" (beoedid Iddio.) In Latin, Castalio renders it "tbank God for sooth" (age sace Deo grati-M;) Datbe, '•praise God" (landa Denm;) Jan-ins and Tremcllns, Coccdns and Bnnghton, "bleE!iDg(Jod"(b«edieendo Deo;) MoBtann<t, Piscator, Schmidt, Michaelis, Pagtunuf, and Le Clerc, in modem time?, and Jerome, of the fourth century, )who$e revision has been tbe autborized rersicn of tbe Latin Chnrcb in all ages,) rmder it all alike, ' bless God" (besedie Deo.) In Greek, tbe vcrdon made alwnt 2S5 years before Christ, by learned Jews, wbo at that time especially must hare been well versed in tbe meanicg of Hebrew words, reads, as translated by tbe Hon. C Tbempson, in his En-glish version of the Septuagint, ".•ay sjme-thing for tbe Lord," and one made, U ia pre-sumed, by tbe Jews, soon after the Christian era, renders it "Mess God." 
Snob an the fsets in this ease. Many mon of the same kind might be adduced, but the limits to wbicb tbia artide most be restricted will not admit of tbeir addition, and these are abundantly snScicst to satisfy erery candid mind tbat Dr. Consnt'snnderlng, as published by tbe American Bible Uuiot, is not, as al-leged by you, an "obvious alteration of the sacred text," nor a "new phase" given to the language and sentiment of Job's wife," an in-novation upon "tbe nnifcrm sentiment of the Church ia all ages and dimes;" tbey an sufficient to show tbat one who bas "no great knowledge of tbe andent Seriptura" tmder-

Having fixed the origiu, we will now, fora while, 
can them the c ^ ^ e n t t of Oaltin'sjKf^ govm-
mtnt ao as to be diatinctly ondentood. 

We know ourselves that during two ceoinriea past 
at least, theto have been such oppocents in abaud-
anae and coosisting of auch as ware organised 
CalviaHiway. As tha nuae causes e^stad all ateog 
it would be aa tntAeani of aa* it there were not 
such 0i90Dei.ts from the very Ugmimg ot levin's 
bame-work regnlationa. 

Ihiring the first forty years, we truly have no •«-
totmlM of any seceaaicD OT difiknnt aasM. All of 
them, to UMf, were called iVoiytertBas. 

At 1581 some of them aecoded aad were aystema-
tiied—not reOTsaciied under Bobert Brown in Eng-
lacd. They did sot alter their orgaaixaUon at all. 
All tbey did was to tbraw ofT thU popish goverc-
ment. Brownists and Independents were the two 
names then asimned cr dealt over to tbent. Tbere is 
uo eridenca that tbeir aryomi'raii* wax diflereot in 
the least thing from what it had bees. Their frae-
tie* might have been the eztreDBe of democracy in 
some Utinna—a oatsral reeult of locg choishcd 
aversion to tyianoic govenments in r^gioo. 

In 1619 Joba Bobinson, pastor of a Sod^y of 
Brownists removed with them to Leydao ia Holland, 
and smaewhat amended their ai&ira and syatema-
ti«ed them mora perfeeOy, bnt never changed thaor-
gasiutioa. He afterwarda removed with his Church 
to America. There is do evideooe that the prindplei 
of thair organintian were ever altered at alL Prom 
about ]M0 to IMO IcdsdiDg Cromwdl'a antics and 
administraUon; aad eapeciany daring his advances 
tnrard the deatreeyoa of the Ue> of CharinI, the 
Iteabyterian r^igion bdsg aatabBabed aa the 
traoalreBgion, CramweB himseli; as a matter of 
l«3icT, took astand with the opponoDtsof that Prte-
byteriaa govenawnt. This led thootaads of Pro-
bytarians also to discard that govenmmit. B n t t h ^ 
sdU itpt the name of Presbyterians. This body 
was associated with tbo pcl&ieal patty that behead-
ed Charles I. The Xptsccj^aliaci asd others {ram 
this bs t evay where called the PRabytoiteaaS^ 
tidti; and made them extremely odioos with this 
name after Ihe death e( CromwtO.
