Upon the snppoaaon then, Aat ths majori-
ty have refosed to obey tbe law, wbat is the 
doty of the minority T I answer: jast what 
it wonld be, provided the majority occupied a 
different position, or stsod with the minority, 
snppsiing it to be right. The fact that the 
whole world might obey or refuse to obey a 
Divine iajnnction, cannot inSaenca the obltga-
tiocs which rests on a single icdividnsl to o ^ y 
such injnnction. The boondcn dnty of all ia 
to obse^e the law, and whether ten or ten 
thonsand bow to its mandates, has nothiag to 
do with the question. 

Th<^ oocnpying the right ground, then, are 
to receive the sympathy, conctcQance and sup-
port of the brotherhood and chnrebca. Upon 
the supposition that they constituted three-
fourths of the church, the propriety of their 
bong reccgoiied as the church by sister 
chnrebes will be concedcd by all. Then, if 
the question of right is by no mcanj itfln-
eneed by numbers, as we have jmt seen, a 'd 
the party balding to the law cocstjtutsd one-
third, oae-fcurth, or even a smaller minority, 
they would still be entitled to ths christian 
regvd of the brotherh>>od aod churches: and 
if Uicir number was sufficiently large (though 
a meagre minority) to rcprewat the icterou 
of the choreh or kingdom at the place of their 
locxtion. ^ e propriety of their claimiDK to 
constitute and represent the cJiurch in &At 
locality is clsar—for ctberwiso a disorderly 
acJ rsvolutiocary majority mav by their ac-
tion destroy the ciistcsce cf »hc cLurch tay-
wfccre. 

The force of this reas-jcinr will he the more 
evidfet when tho circumstances sarrousdicg 
tho ehurchca in the earlier ages aro cc-n îd-
ered. 

Apsstasies were then nuKcrous,—large ma-
jwities proving recreant to the faith, and go-
ing to the s c a ^ t teontan. If tho miooritiea 
who stood by tho faith are not to be cossMercd 
the ehuTches:, the apostasy of the majorities 
destrojed their eii«lcncie.% aad a Eueeesacn 
of churches through the dark ages is cot to be 
bcliorcd by any one. 

Nor will it do to aasnme that the casei are 
not parallel. They both present the raiae is-
sue,—the right of Christ to mic. The la'̂ r is 
aa unit; and when an indixidual refuses to 
obey one cf its manilates made obligatory en 
him as ajx individnal, be rebels against God, 
acd ii a* guilty as though ho had violated ev-
e r j mandate. And so with t ohuroh that re-
fases to obey a law made binding on i t ; by 
the act it denies the fovereignty of Christ, 
and assumes the right to rule. 

Were the minority so inconsiderable as not 
to possess the n n m b ^ requisite to represent 
the interefts of the Me&Nah's kingdom in its 
nherc, its dnty would be to ncite with the 
the nearest church in doiog tho work assigned 
i t Biii where it maintained all tbe elements 
necessary to accomplish tho intf rests of the 
Idngdom, its recognition as the church would 
be tho bonndca duty of sister churches; 
and the attitude tho majwty sboold sus-
tain to tho sisterhood of churches is no Itss 
dear,—it must acknowledge the supremaey of 
tbe law, and tbat it cm only do by observing 
i t Becactation is tbe only dnty that can re-
store it to the fellowship of ths sisterhood. 

Varions diffienlties aro presented for the 
solntian of those who take this view of the 
snbje^ 

I t is asked, is the majority not a church, 
and are not her bap^snu ' '^id ? Are tbey to 
be received or rejected ? If the rebellion of a 
ehnreb, or its dominant majori^, be wilfnl 
and persistent, no one conld consent to its re-
cognition as a ebureh, nor could its baptisms 
be received as valid baptians. 

Aad tbis wotild be equaily true provided 
tbe cLurch sinned ignorantly or through prejn-
diee aad pe»iated in her wrong after beine 
better in&nted. If igttoraace b ^ t the of-
fence, and tbe same eauae or prejudice pre-
vent^ their seeing and repairioff their wrong, 
to tbe baads of a mereifal God I ooBunecd 
tbem wiib their wrong aad violations of bia 
law. Bat, this much is endeat : tbe £tet de 
termined that tbe law is violated or i^ored, 
those so re^Lrding the case most act with ref-
erenee to die as it exist?. Tbe fact titat 
tito majori^ aoted candidly aad eonseieatioitsly 
ac tbe reverse does not a&et tbe ease to those 
1A0 entectaia no doabt of tbe violation-of 
tbe law,—tbe majori^ aiiist reeaat or lose 
tiie conateisaBee of tbe Rsterbood of.^nrtAes.

Aad tbis ia all of 
it. If tbe Asaooatioo from |nqadiee or im-
proper bias trampk the right nnder its feet, it 
mnst ccenpy tbe same tuenviable position in 
tbe eyes of sister Avooations, ibat tbe ebnreh 
eompoeed of that majntty wbieb rejeeted the 
r i ^ t , aad refosed tbe bdMSts cf tbe law, oc-
atpus, J .

Mcssas Edttoes: l a reading the narrative 

of Theodoeia Ernest's baptism, I was very 
tnndi interested. Her invincible eoei^es and 
strong fu tb in Christ seemed indoS para-
mount Last Sabbath we Imd an oealar de-
monstration of tbe same wonderful power of 
God, through the person of a yoang Udy, yet 
in her teens. At onr protracted meeting at 
Frimdsbip ebnreh, one month ago, a yorcag 
lady eame aad joiaed the dmreb; she had 
been initiated into tbe Methodist dinrcb, some 
years ago, by immersion. But opon refiection, 
bad become dissatisfied, and stated that she 
wished to join the church of Christ aod be 
properly baptixed. Her &tber, a rigid Meth-
o d i ^ on seoiw this, wassoezaspeiately piqued, 
that soma of bis aetiona were veryobnoxiaBs; 
he demanded a delay of ber baptism, wbieb 
she, with fiHal Section, snbmittM to for one 
month. Daring tbis time, be nsed every 
means in bb power, to keep her from beiog 
baptized; telling ber if ^ e wis baptized 
it wotdd be a sin, and that that sin 
would rest upon him for suffering W . Also, 
some of her Methodist fnends and ministers 
visited her, and used similar arguments; t ey 
finally told her that if the Baptists would re-
ceive ber without baptizing ber again, it would 
not be so ertminaL Bnt she applied Ute two-
edjred sword eo dextrously that their inoon-
griient shield, eotild not withstand the vigilant 
strikes, and they so from far gaining; a victory, 
were quite willing to retire, without e i tW 
boc'ty or bon^r. The time had now came tbat 
ahe had to take some decisive measure. 

Never have I witnessed such parental love 
and affection, and love and daty to (Taiist be-
fore; while her corporcal lips expostnlated 
with her &tber, ber soul waa in sweet commu-
nion with tbat eternal God, who supported 
her in this trying bonr, before whom she bow-
ed with contrition of heart, aad rerigned her 
all to his protection. Accordingly, upon Sab-
bath momisg, she came forward and demanded 
baptism; though ber father refused- to accom-
pany her thither. The people were congregat-
ed at the water, where, after a short lecture, I 
had the pleasure of baptizing her. Cominx

She coatinnedbefore the audience near fifteen 
minutes, during wbieb timo she so eloquently 
display^ the power of God, that impenitent 
sinners bowed upon all sides and cried bitterly 
for meroy, while tho djristian's hearts were 
so saturated witb the love of God, that they 
Qoold bnt rejoieo and }Haise Bis holy name 
for the saenfioe aad atonement of His only 
begotten Son, aad tbe manifestations of Hi> 
wosdcrfnl power tbrongh this young sister. I 
most oocfess tbat I Mver, in all of my life, 
have seen as largo a congregation so sinsnlu-
ncoasly alive widt tho love and power of Ood-

In eoaelusion, I would say if all those 
Pedobaptists ministers who prneb that im-
mersion is indecent, &0., had been pre-
sent on tbat occa^n, and seen tbis young 
sister wrapt in her baptismal elothing, and the 
smiles of heaven bcatning ia ber coantenanee, 
and heard the wonders and truths of God, so 
volnbly come from tho lips of ayoon^ female, 
and to have seen that largo congregation, part 
sboating, and eryicg and praying at tbe altar 

mercy, would have surely repmted of ibat 
(£10 and sought, from the Bible on ibdr 
kneee, the correction of ntaay others.

I t was onr profit and pleassre, last Sabbath, 
to b<ar the pastor of a metropolitan church 
discourse npon the resurreciionof Laztrus. He 
remarked of Mary, that when it was told ber, 
" The Master is come, and calleth fiar thee," 
^ wient forth to meet Him whose fact she 
had anmnied and washed than irith ber tears, 
and wiped tbem with tbe hairs of her head. 

We have collated the leading passages from 
the ETasgT>lists in erder to pcrat 'out two 
seemicg errors, in the preceding statemoit 
They are not very important, bat if errors, 
they are such as an accurate reader or teacher 
would desire to avoid. 

We think the passages quoted, though by 
many considared parallel passages, do not aU 
refer to the same drcnms^oe. For thiw 
reasons. The order of tbe narrative, the oc-
casion and -minner of the transaotuBi, and the 
character of the woman, in the serenth chapter 
of Ltik?, strongly indicate tbat a difierat oe-
cnrrecco from t i ^ mentioned by the other 
Evaogelists, is there described. 

The time in Luke, is in the first year of onr 
Savior's tninistry, soon after tho utterance of 
the senssn on the monct. Tbe^;faoe, is pro-
bably Capernaum, or an adjacent c i^ . Tbe 
ironiaii, is described as " a woman in the dty, 
which was a sinner." The occasion and auatiur 
are tho«e of the deepest humiliation end repent-
ance. And the words cf our Savior are not the 
words which he would have addressed to one 
who had " chosen tbe good part, which should 
not be taken from her,"—for hs saii, "Thy 
sins arc foi^givec—thy faith lath saved thee, 
JO in peaac." 

On the other part, tbe quotations from Mat-
thew, Mark aad John, evidently refer to tho 
period of our Savior's last visit to Jerusalem, 
immediately after the raising of Lazarus, and 
shortly before his cruciSxion. The placi is 
Bethany, which is not usually oalled a dty. 
The tcomart is Mary, the sister of Lazuus, as 
is distinctly to be inferred from John's state-
ment ; aad is determined to be tbe same " wo-
man" mentioned by Matthew and Mark, by 
both the time and pecnliar cireamstanees agree-
ing with thcM stated by John. Fcr it was on 
this occasion, and net on that mentioned by 
Luke, that complaint was made of the waste 
of the ointment,—a oomplaiat which would 
never have been uttered, if a straiig* woman 
had brought the ointment, and not Mary, whom 
they all knew, and whofe act they might have 
anticipated, or criticL-ned or controlled Last, 
the occtjston is one of fecial gladness, and' the 
iROTJjw that of jay aad gratitude. Thsre is 
CO reference to weeping norpcnitentid humili-
ation; but " the house was filled with the 
odor of tho ointro«it V 

Differing thus, as tbe relation of Luke dif-
fers from that of tho others in all these par-
ticular?, there seems no ground to believe that 
the occasion was the same. The drcamstinoe 
of tbe alabaster box, aad the ocenixecea cf 
the name of Simon in both instances, are not 
important; the former being a common casket 
for tho preoious nard, and the latter a common 
name among the Jews. 

I t is almost superfittons to add, that the 
anointiBg by Mary, waa after the reeame&on 
of ber brother and not before. Tbe error is 
a superSeial acd hasty oce, and has been made 
because of the parenthetical statement in tbe 
second verse of the l l ih chapter of John. 
" Now a certain man was tick, named Lazams, 
of Bethany; tbe town of M a ^ aad her sister 
Martha. ( I t was that Mary wUdt anmnted 
the Lord witb ointment, and w ^ d bis feet 
witb her hair, whose brother Laxairu was sick.} 
"nie sacrcd narrator here obviously intcrpo-
laiM—writing after the oecuroiee, u identi-
fication of Maxy, as connected with a dreum-
staaee p«aliarl} graiely to ibe sjmpathies of 
the dimples, b ^ u s e especially approved aad 
blessed by their Master. lostanses of this 
natnral reference to snbseqaoit events, krown 
io the relator, itre not nnfreqaent in tbe Bible, 
as tbey are not ia otber books. 

" Thero they made Him a siqiper,'' at the 
bouse of oae Simon wbsre tbe fomily of 
Martba aad Mary were invited, sad both p«r-
tidpated and asrasted. Ia the course of-that 
pure festreity, Mary broagbt ber costly free 
win offering aad witb joyfidlofe aad gratis 
tade, poored it out f w Him to whom ^ e y 
owed 60 much. Our Eonls—thaw eentaries 
after—oniteia ibe (^laiioal 9 o t t » tiie bs-
ters ef Bethany only, waa miaisiry of love, 
wb«> He wept wi& tbem, aad t a i ^ tbeir 
dead. To as—to as—to all who have been 
drawn into tbe sympstby of His tears, is tbat 
kve predotu! And Mbiy made tbe oString 
for onr bearl^ as wdl as for ber owa, aad 
vsily, " wheresoever ibis gospel d a l l be 
preaebed in tbe lAole world, t b m shall ako 
tiiis, tbat titia woman batb done, be told &r a 
memorial of be r T" PBUXAOSOS.

W o kare keard it iatimated that tko Board 

of tke S. B. Sabbatb Sdiool Caioa desired to 
moaopolisa tho work of preparing books for 
Sontkem Baptist Sabbath Spools aad kare 
beoi told that if tkey shoold be'able to do ao 
they woald be likdy to exert an iaSnenee î k 
oa tke rising g«aeratton anfororable to the 
caase Itbtral Christianity. 
In r^ard to tke aumopoly, we are aore 

tkat we express tke desires of the Board as we 
do oar owa, whea we say, that wasineerely 
wish for the cirealatioa of good Sabbatb school 
books, let tbem eome from what aooroe they 
may. W e ate glad whea any one aapplies 
saĉ  a book. Wo wished for sack books 
whea we bad ao extstenoe as a Board. The 
Soathem Bî tist Pablieatioa Society promis 
ed year after year to {iuttisk tkem, bat in tea 
years it had aot snpfdied tea works saitable 
for this parpose. W e saw that if anything 
was to be done, aome other plan mast be adopt-
ed to do it We orgaaised the S. B. S. Union 
for this espeeial parpose. It has done rastly 
m:re ia tea moaths thaa tke other Society did 
ia as maay years. It is at work all the tiate. 
It expects to do more next year than it has 
this. Widi the bleising of God aad the £k 
ror of tke brethren, we expect ia a few years 
to bare sereral haadrod rolomM ia our libra-
res, and fifty tbonsand sabscribers to oar pre-
cious little " Fkixxs." Bat if any one else 
desires to make and publish Sabbath Sehool 
books let him do so, we wiU not east a stra 
ia kis way. On the eontrary, if permitted, 
we will gladly help kim, by giring to his 
works the largest ciranlation. The world is 
wide; there is room enoagk for all; we will 
try to do all we ean, let others go and do 
likewise. If they do not Bke our books let 
them make better ones aad we will adopt theirs. 

In regard to the other idea; vix., that oar 
works will be opposed to a libtral cbristiani' 
ty, we tmst they will not be more so than the 
Bible is, aad we will emlearor not to hare 
them less so. We deure and intend so £ur as 
we ean procure them, to poblisb soch books 
as will explain and enforce the daties and the 
doctrines of the Bible, just as they stand in 
the Holy Word, we dare not add to or teke 
from it If IT teaches a liberal Christianity 
our works shall teaoh it also. If IT teaches 
that baptism is not essential to church mem' 
bership, or that sprinkling and pouring are 
baptism, we will so instraot the children. Bat 
if IT teaches that immersion only is baptism 
and that only of a professed believer ia Christ, 
and consequently ̂ at none are baptried at all 
who have not been thus immersed, and that no 
one can be a member of a troe church of Christ 
withoat bapdsm, thai we expect to teach 
these things to the children, l^y notf If 
it is important to teach soch thiogs to any 
body, it is to them. If Baptists &</wrfsach 
things they ought to know were to find the 
proof of them in the Word of God. If they 
do not believe such things they ought to dis-
band their churches as without authority from 
the Lord, and thus far heal the divisions of 
professing christians. But while we speak 
thus we know that love is more than baptism 
faith is mors than baptism; and a life of sin-
cere and consistent obedience to God, is more 
than baptism. The Bible has in it many 
things besides baptism and we desire that our 
books, so far as possible, shall be its coanter-
part Those we have published have treated 
more of other things than they have of bap-
tism, but when there was occasioa to speak of 
this or any other ohristian daty, we have not 
ventured to comprvmist with error. W e have 
not feared to tell plainly what God requires or 
rather we have feared to eonoeal or dirgiuse 
God's truth even in the smallest particular, 
in order to avoid giving oSeace to men who 
disagree with us ia our onderstanding of the 
Word. For oar owa part we woold prefier a 
more freqoent meatioa of the sobjeots con 
eeming wluob we differ from other denomina-
Uons than it has pleased our authors to make 
We hold these differences to be of rery great 
importance. If they are not in the Bible we 
ought to hare no existenee as a denomination. 
Oar separate organiiatioa is a sdusm in the 
body of Christ aad a most grerioos rin, of 
which we shoiJd at once repent And if by 
liberal diristianity is meant one that is wil^g 
to leave withoot ntaition or defense oS that 
b essential, or any thing that is esseatial to os 
as Baptists, we do hope and trost aad wOl 
labor and pray that oar books may be most 
decidedly and eSdently on&vorable to a lib-
eral cbrbtianity. Bat if by this is meant on-
ly a Christianity so foil of love that it is on 
; willing to give aeedlesa offeace eren to the 
most bitter of̂ oser, that is de^nsto graat 
the utmost freedom of oonseieaee, aad fn^om 
of discossioa ia a sjmt wbidi hopes all thii^ 
and endure all things for tke sake of the peace 
and plmty of C%riat*a diardies, ihtn tet trust 

oar injhtnet will be dtddtdlg in favor of a
