Tor it is olear (as we (hall show after a lit-
tle) that the writer has Bg!m% &Oed to pre-
sent the aigoments of hia oppoamt in their 
proticr % h t ; and by attribnting sigammto to 
Mr. Campbell, that he ranly bwwao alight-
eaed aati-Baptist would hare ased, sai 
fally evades the point ia dispate. 

And to show that there b reason to b^eve 
that tho mtgaaentoof the aaii-Hissioa B ^ 
tist, ather throogh igaoraaee or wilfislni 
will not be furiy aad i m p a r ^ y stated, we 
piopose to review, thk, the fifth dialogoe, aad 
fhow more oieariy that oar fo^oing aHegSr 
tioos are strietiy^trae.

And this maniwr of 
wntmg k partieal^y objeetioBaUe, whea tiie 
writer u highly prvjodieed agaiast the seati-
meats of hk oppoaent, and writes aot ao moeh 
far the pnrpoee of ascertaining the trath of a 
qaesticn, as to iadieate hk pieeonoeived opia-
ions, or, perhaps, to make what might be st^ed 
a literary floarish. Bat we eheerfoDy extm-
eraie Qor Virgick brother from k d a ^ ^ g 
the last meatkaed objeetka. Other objee-
tioas there are to thk saode of writing, bat 
these are sofiaeat to prefMo thk review. Ia 
thk iMogat, H& Campbell k made to salato 
Mr. Shepherd, aad demands of him Seripta-
ralasthority for hk Mtsaiwiaiy pkas," aad 
ehalksgssl^ to^ndoee it. Herek a fine 
tpcmawcf oar i n t objeeti«i._ Mr. Camp-
bell's demand k filled oat in w o ^ exaetly to 
sdt the aasver. The Rqaiaitioa of Mr. C 
when efcarl/stated k thk: Sir, X ehalknge 

nibunMt arywsassfa, v k : " l>oss aot God 
love a ehsstial givarf I k k a o n blened to 
give than to rsoeive.'' Bat he not oely-ae-
eostpl i^ what he ehetatfoUy aadertodc to 
do ( i a ihe masterly maaaer abovenotieed) 
bat foes fartter, sad at last, k his eireomlo-
oatkm Mrikes apon tha ^lestioa of "pkae" 
iaodeatally. Bat I s a ^ s a it matters but 
littto how ho reaohea the point And wo 
oaght rather to ooagratakto oorselvos than to 
eritkise too severely, semg the start oar 
brotter made, that he has toaohed ap<» the 
sabjeetatalL Bataahe hasreaehed it let 
as see how he disposes of i t To prove that 
BIMoBary Plans (we mast here adorn it with 
a capital as it k now going to be proved th^ 
vatioas Missianaiy Plana are Soriptaral) are 
very varioas. Mr. Shepherd qaotea from the 
Board of Domestio Missions— f̂rom the cam-
auaaion, aad from the last Soathera Ooaven-
tioa; aad we lears, says he, that some Mis-
(ioaaries are i^p^ted by the ^ardiea, others 
by dktriet Assoektions, and others still by 
Stat* Misrieo, Djcoartio MioRon aad Foreign 
Mission Boards. 

Now it k easy to provo that aoms cf these 
plaas art oaseriptn^ Things rqoal to the 
same thiBg.are cqoal to each other, aad tcon-
vtrto, things that are not cqaal to t̂ te same 
thing, are not eqaal to each other. The pkn 
of appdntkg Missionaries by the ohnrehes is 
eqoal to Uie Soriptaral plan. The plan of ap-
poktingthm by Boards is not eqaU to the 
Soriptaral plan; therefore, they are not eqoal 
to eaeh other, or viet vma. Will oar broth-
er make ehnooT althoagh he may think oar

Here the wzit«r displays a knoW' 
ledge of Bhetoiio, Logte, Grammar aad the 
aoode of reasoniog by Syllcgiam, that "rarriy 
comes from tiie pen of man." Pity bat what 
t!i'!S writer woald k y ont some of the treasnres 
of his "mkd of learaing" on some point that 
woald bo avwkale. He at last settles the 
pokt, aad cooclades that " Miseionary" ia a 
piop« word. Then closes this mominga 
talk by aasignisig Mr. C. another poeition, that 
id not only absard bat abeclntely ri^iaalcnu.

There may be, aad 
dcubtlesa will be sobm k attendance on that 
oeeasion, who would be kdifficrent, or even 
ipposed to hearing yoa preach, yet muy will 

be hero who would be delighted to hear you 
prcaeh in your owa vtimiUAlt aianasp. 

And, right h<re I moat be permitted to 
give expression to a few thoogrhta, whieh I 
hare long entert^od m n^^ard to that system 
of opposition to you whieh s<̂ ms to o b t ^ m 
varioos plaoes k the minds of many persons. 
And my reotrks are not intended to be special 
k their appUcatioa, but general. I personate 
no one, bat ipeak in general terms. I havo 
been astoniahed beyrad mearare, long before 
the " Nashrille diSsolties," at the extent to 
whic 1 eecmi'if g}od men would snffdr their 
feelkgs to lead them k opposition to you. 
Years ago, I found this opposition, aad I have 
often oon&ontcd them, and put the direet 
qtie»rion to them, " What has J . B. Graves 
done, that he shoald be sacrificed, and that we 
shonld forsake him," and, very goierally, I 
have been told," he quatreU too much; k 
always Ikdirg foolt with something iw some, 
body." And I have pre^d the kquiry fur-
ther, to know if he ever made any matter per 
^ocal until he was pot apon the defoasrre; to 
which I have not, as yet, received a satiafae-
tory answer. Acd now, I want to say a word 
to thoeo good brtUtrtn who ao vklently e^ 

poes onr Bro. Gravea, for aumy of them 
highly eateem. 

Now, we wish to pat thk question to yon, 
and we do it moro k lore' than anger. Have 
yoa ever strioittly and dispassioiutttlf thought 
upon the state of your feelicgs k the matter; 
acd then, aa deliherately compared them with 
;oar profieaiiona as christiaa men f If I mis-
tako not, the blessed Bible teaches us that 
tkrittianiiy is fees,—its um is love, and its 
end is love; love to God, kve to oar. brother, 
love to oar neighbor, and even love to our 
enemy. And yet, notwiihstandkg thk k so, 

atill hate oar brother; say hard things 
about him, yea, evea beooate angry k oar feel-
ings towards him. In vkw of these eonaider-
ationa, I am foreed to the oonclarion that 
there k somethkg wr<»g Mmewhere; aad 
woald it not be well for us all to take thk 
matter under advisement; diipaasionately 
weigh it k all its hearings, aad let us see if 
we cannot eome nearer together in oar diris-
tiaa feelings and tSarta. Soraly, none who 
clum to be christiass would willingly k j a n 
any one k any poamble respect, thoti^ hk 
station k life might be ever so humble. No, 
I think we would rather, whea we come to 
preaa a dykg pUow, when we feel that the 
summoits haa eome to call as from time to 
eternity, evea at that dread moment, when oar 
past life passes k review before im, I re-
peat, we would rather be abk to say, I have 
kjurcd ao one k word or deed. Aad eaa ws 
say that, if we say hard and onseemly things 
of oar brother, w even of onr feUow-mort^ 
here f I leave it for all and every one to 
answer. I nuke these remarks with feelkgs 
of the parest ktestion. I make them k sad 
lamentation over the great eoafasioa k onr 
denonunation, over the distecsnag atato of 
tiikgs aow prevailiag amongst as.
