ARE BAPTISTS PROTESTANTS P
In order to settle this question, it is re-
quisite, first todetermine whata Protestant is.
The Encyclopedia of Religious Knowlege,
(standard suthority) says: **The name of
Protestantsy has now for a long time been ap-
plied generally to the Christisn sccts of
whatever devomination, snd in whatever
country they may be found, which bave sep-
arated from the see of Rome.” Webster
says & Protestant is * one of the reformed
religion.” It follows therefore, that if the
Baptists are ‘‘of the reformed religion"—
* have separated from the see of Rome"—
they are Protestants, otherwise they are not.
This I maintain they bave not dope. Itmay
be true, as stated in the Encyclopedis, Art.
