THE LESSONS TAUGHT BY THE LATE
EXTRAORDINARY POLITICAL EVENTS,
AND THE CATASTROPHES TO WHICH
THEY ARE TENDING.

It sometimes happens that a ship that haa
repeatedly crossed the ocean without acei-
dént, and acqGired a high character for
strength, mansgeableness, and speed, is at
length, when laden with a rich 'cargo, crowded
with passeigers, and advancing on a pros-
perous voysge, suddenly arrested by a fatal
disaster, and after a few hours, or perhaps
mowments, goes down with all her living
freight into the depths of the sea. A fire
kindles spontancously in the cargo, and rap-
idly spreads and smothers the crew and pas-
sengers, and drives thew overboard. A nud-
den gust throws her on her side, and she fills
and sinks.  Or she is dashed against by an-
other ship in rapid motion, and a fatal chasm
opendd in her bow or side, and soon deck
and mast disappear beneath the waves.

Such o sudden transition from safety and
prosperity to ' danger, consterpation, and
death, bears a likeness to the disastrous
change that bas lately befallen our govern-
ment and people, and is rapidly advancing to
no one knows what catastrophe. A few

The com-
merce between the different states was large
and prosperous. The governmentand people
were respected by other nations as amoong

The blessings it
loses it voluntarily casts away : ‘the depriva-
tions, the miseries, the horrors it inours, it
brings on itself by its own deliberative
agency. ‘What then is the great trath which
this self-torturé’ and self-immolation pro-
claims ? What great and reigning miseon-
ception or fulse view is it that it confutes?
It undoubtedly presents a true exemplifica-
tion of what man is when entrusted with the
eminent gifts and privileges that are the
special prerogatives of this nation; and con-
viets the estimate of error, lbcr?n, that is
commoaly here held, of his capabilities and
dispositions to s safe, benign, and wise gov-
ernment of himself. :

The doctriue that reigns generally in the
nation, the ulate on which the common
franchise itself is founded, and all the insti-
tutions that rest om it, is, that' man if of
such intelligence, rectitude, and!good-will,
that if sllowed the prerogative of selecting
his own form of government, making His
own laws, and choosing the magistrates who
shall execute them, he will, on the whole,
make s wise choice, and will rise under his
own free self-direction to a higher measure
of security, prosperity, dignity, and happi-
ness, than he has ever attained or can attain
under any otber form of government.
fecling isso absolute that the franchise isgiven
by the constitutions of theseveral States to all
males who reach s certain age, without any
reference to their intelligence, their moral
and religious principles, or their habits.
And this estimate is, and has been, the boast
of the nation. It has been held, and still is,
that here is, and is to be a practical exem.
plification, in a vast and respiendent form,
of bis capacity and djsposition for a skillful,
virtuous, and dignified self-government, and
confutation of the doctrine that has prevailed
in Europe, that he can only exist and reach
s moderate measure of cuftun, Jprosperity,
aud bappinéss under the fosteting care of
kings. _This estimate, however, of his intel-
ligence and virtue has no foundation in fact,
and po color of support from history. It in
effect, affirma, that all the crimes, demorali-
zation, and_defects of men in other climes,
are owing to the sinister influence of the gov-
ernments under which they are placed; and
implies that when allowed the prerogative of
self-government, their passions lose their
violence, and want, suffering, sorrow, pride,
ambition, envy, revenge, aud other like con-
ditions and affections cease to generate temp-
tations to eyil. And that is to assume that
they are not.in reality hopelessly fallen, and
borne universally and resistlessly in a greater
or less degree to sin. How can they be
so fallen, so perverse, so alien from God, so
provd, so grasping. so insatiable in appetite,
50 bent on courses that plunge them to de-
struction as:the Bible represents; how can
they be so lost to good as to need a redemp-
tion by the blood of Christ, and renovation
by the power of the Spirit to fit them for
acceptance by God, and admission to heaven,
if, as this doctrine assnmes, they, after all,
are so ‘intelligent, so conscientiops, and so
benign in their dispositions, that if only al-
lowed freedom to speak and aet as they
please, take a part in making their laws and
choosing those who shall execute them, they
will emerge at least, in a great degree, out
of the deep demoralization and debasement
to which they have everywhere sunk, and
rise to such'a measure of prudence and ree-
titude, and good will, as at sll events to se-
cure a far greater measure of “well-being
than they have ever reached in- the condi-
tions in which they have been pliced under
other governments ? The theory on which
our free imstitutions rest, and the expecta-

threaten if attempts are made by the national
zovernment to exceute the revenue or other
federsl laws in their limits, to resist with
arms and waintain thejr assumed independ-
cuce at all bazards. All efforta at a peace-
ful adjustment have thus far proved unsuc-
cessful, and the indications are that not im-
probably it may be determined, not by legis-
lation or negotiation, but by an appeal to
force. Should the administration lately in-
augurated, in egnformity with the Constitu-
tion, the statutes of the Unioo, and their
naths of office, treat secessign as a violatioo
of law, domand a return to allegiance, and if
refused and resisted, meet that resistance by
foree, in the hope sooner or’later to induce
the revolting States to seek a readmission to
the Union, a bloady war will be the result,
the issue of which no one can-foresee. That
the revolt of the dissatisfed States will
prove a portentous disaster, even if termi-
nated in the mildest form that can be deemed
probable,  or possible; that it must weaken
and imperil in a weasure the-general go~vrn-
ment for a long time, and that it inflicts a
deep stizma on the nation and its free insti-
tations in the eyes of the world, none can
fail to seo. But infinitely greater evils than
those may spring from it.. It may lead to
long and exacerbated feuds, to bloody con-
flicts, the conflagration of cities, the devas-
tation of wide districts, the division of the
States into s half dogen confederacies, and
the overthrow of liberty. Without, how-
ever, attompting to look into the futare, and
cherishing still a strong hope that those
dreadfal catastrophes may be avoided, we
<hall contemplate the pecession of the South-
ern States, and the effects to which it has
given birth, mainly in their present aspect,
an exemplifications of what man is, and en-
deavor to indicate and enforce the great les-
sons they teach.

The Scriptures announce to us in the most
distinct and emphatio form, that the great
ealamities with which the Most High smites
the -nations are inflicted in punishment of
their national sins; and that they often take
such shapes that they carry a direct gonfuta-
tion of J;c false doctrines or principles on
which the offences they are designed to re-
buke and correct, are’ based. Thus'all the
terrible judgments with which the Israelites
were stricken, from their'first revolt after
their gatablishment fn Canaan to their final
dispersion by the Romans, were in retribu-
tion of their national sins. Buch was the
ofice also of the overthrow of Ninevah,
Babylom, Egﬂpt, Tyre, Persia, Greece, Rome,
and of all the other evils with which the
nations have from time to time been scourged.
The sword, famine, pestilénce, and bo

to enemtes, are exhibited by God as the great
instruments by which he réanjfests his anger
at nations and communitiea who reyolt from
his sway and pervert hisgifts, and divests
them of thoir power, confounds their pride,
and shows them their suljordination and re-
sponsibility to him,  The vast ‘and n-
tous complication of eyils in which this
sion is now involved, must, accordingly, be
regarded as filling sn offico of that kind. - It
iw permifted in retribution of national
sins; sud it probably ca
ture, & confutation a8 well as a punishment

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tions that have been and are eptertained of
the rnrt man will act under them, most cer-
tainly contemplate bim as a widely different
being from man as he is depicted in the
Seriptures, and exhibited in Chrigt's work
for his salvation. + They un uutio&;bly in-
volve in a degree a denial lllt he¢ is such a
fallen being as he is, and are virtually an
impeachment of the work of redemption,
which exhibits hint as hopelessly enthralled
in the bondage of evil, however he may be
woulded by education, restraived by laws
from gross shapes of vice, and raised by the
softening and refining influence of culture,
the force of virtuous example, and the
prowptings of conscience nnd taste tg a high
measure of amiableness, dignity, social worth
and happioess. This false estimate of him,
moreover, is not a dead abstraction, but a
living principle that pervades and gives‘form
and character in a measure to all our politi-
cal and social institutions ; and is presented
in that attitude also to the millions of Eu-
rope, who are groaning under the rule of
governments on which they have no check.
The conspicnousness, anthority, and weight
that are thus given to it in the eye of the
whole world, invests its antagomism to the
trath with high significance, and creates s
necessity that in order ‘to the vindication of
God in the teachings of his word, and the
work of redemption—which he has founded
on the great faets of man's folly, blindness,
and wickedness affirmed in those téachings—
it should receive a confutation, snd in the
conduct of the nation itself, as public and
as emphatic as the error is great and inju-
rious. - We might ascordingly have dxpected,
as some indeed have, and we may now ex-
pect, that such a refutation of the error,and
sach exemplifications of man’s genuine char-
actor as & fallen being, will, under the all-
disposing ordination of Providence, take
place; and in the ‘scts themselyes of the
nation in which it in effect assumes a higher
wisdom than God, and asserts, virtaally at
least, an'independence of his laws, or at-
te to sccure safety and advance to higher
degrees of power, wealth,; and' happiness, by
measures that precipitate it into danger, and
can issue only in' suffering, disbenor, and
ruin. One of the great ends of the provi-
dential administration God exercises over
the nations is, t® confute the errors on which
they proceed in their rebellion against him,
by dn:'ing those errors to vor{ out"their
patural fruits; or the fruits of the false
principles and evil passions trom which they
spring, and thereby vindicate him from the
aspersions they cast on him aod his laws,
