And this error is of very serious moment. It
detracts from the prerogatires of God. as-
signing to man a work that belongs only to
hie. It misinterprets his word, setting aside
alt the great predictions respecting the
period and the conditions in which the world
is to be brought to submiusion to the gospel.

And finally, it rejects the purposes and
detracts from the glory of Chrigt, as it denies
his persomal reign over the earth, and would
even, if true. intercept bim from that full re-
demption of the racc from sin and its curse,
whieh he is to accomplish , for it comtem-
plates the reign of sin and death in the world
as long as the generations of men last.
