(̂ )n this subject Ernosti, quoting from Morus, 

Hays: "Unless thoro are special and weighty 
reasons for a (ropt'cal, or secondary meaning, wo 
must use tho literal sense of a word." And so, 
also, says Dr. Homo: " The received, (or most 
obvious) signification of a word, is to be, in all 
cases, retained, unless weighty reasons require 
that it should bo abandoned." 

According lo the principles of interprotation 
agreed upon by us in this debate, and my oppo-
nent's concessions us to tho meaning of these 
pir^OBitioDa, we settle the question of baptism ; 
it WAS by immereion, and neither by sprinkling 
nor pouring. Wo have, now, no baptizing with 
water. Tho Holy tJpirlt did not eay with, but in, 
water, jphn baptbed tho people in tenter, he did 
not bapUre the water on the people. Then, also, 
was Christ baptized into tho river of Jordan, all 
which can only bo understood of an immersion. 

My friend's arguments on Jewish purifications 
are all lost, l^o Baptist over dreamed that all 
these were by immersion; and, so far as his 
layer, about wbioh hoBnid so much, is concerned, 
and what ho said of immersion in connection 
with it, I have only to say this : wo presume no 
one over aopposed that tho people jumped 21 
feet Into the air, and thou down into that ^reat 
basin, aod swam ai*ound in 8 or 10 foot water, 
and thea out again and down on to tho solid 
pavemeDi 21 feet. 

Io regard to washings for uncleanuesH under 
the former dispensation, Dr. Kitto lemarks: 
"The l{osai« law r<'cognizes eleven spccios of 
uncleannesB from positive defilement, tho purifi-
catiJa from whicli ceased at the end of a cer-
tain period, provided the unclean person then 
washed his person and his clothes; but in a few 
cases, auoh as leprosy, and tho defilement con-
tracted by touching a dead body, ho remained 
unclean seven days aftor the physical cause of 
pollution bad ceased. This kind of ablution for 
Bubfltantial aDcteannoss answers to tho Moslem 
ghask." (In this the body is wholly immersed, 
not a single hair must bo omittod.) This is 
deemed abnndantly sufficient to ostabliBh our 
position. 

Bid. Ditsler still assumes that Bomans 4, 
"buried with him/' etc., cannot mean water 
baptism, for the ubo of tho present tense, *' are 
buried," would compel as to admit that tibiey are 
still under tho water. But we have diown him 
that the bodbo of the original points to a past 
transaction, and have bo proved by eminent 
authors. He again calls oa us to bring forward 
modern Boh(4arBhip in testimony of oar position. 
To satdsiy hizii 1 will ifitroduoe the eminent and 
iMTded donybearti and ito^son. Th«)r ar« 

itotSorltjrj imd h« witt H^mH Hi Uhey 

thus render this passage of Scripture: "What 
shall we say then ? Shall wo persist in sin that 
tho gitX of grace may be moro abundant? God 
forbid. We, who have died to sin, how can wo 
any longer live in sin; or have you forgotten 
that all of us, when wo wero baptized Into fel-
lowship with Christ Jesus, were baptized into 
fellowship with his death? AVith him, there-
ibro, wo uxre buried by the baptism wherein wo 
shared his death," etc., and in a marginal note 
they add : " This passage cannot bo understood 
unless it bo borne in mind that tho primitive 
baptism was by immersion." 

Moses Stuart declares that " all soholars of 
note are agreed that tho Scripture ' buried with 
him' touches immersion." 

I now call attention to the law of ovidcnco. 
My witnesses aro all disinterested men, in fact, 
they arc denominationally identified with my 
opponent, that is, they are Pedobaptists, and 
cannot, therefore, be prejudiced in my favor at 
all, and yet see how strong they do, as scholars, 
testify in favor of immorsion. 

My viow of " thus it becometh us to fulfill all 
righteousness " ho says is fanciful, although he 
does not tell us what riguteousness Chr st ful-
filled in his baptism. I have maintained that in 
his baptism Christ pointed forward to the great 
facts of tho gospel; ho symbolized his suflTerings, 
his overwhelming sufferings, in his death for 
sinners, just as our baptism points back, and in 
in part, symbolizes the same thing. My oppo-
nent best meets this by saying it is fanciful. 

In confirmation of my exposition of this Scrij). 
ture I submit tho testimony of Macknight: 
"Christ's baptism was not tho baptism of re-
pentance, for ho never committed any Bin ; . . . 
but ho submitted to bo baptized, this is, to be 
buried under water by John, and lo bo raised 
ont of it again, as an emblem of his future death 
and resurrection." And other authors give a 
like testimony. 

Seventh argument—Christ defined the act of 
baptism when he alluded to his fUturo suffering. 
" I have A baptism to be baptized with," said he. 
There could be no force at all in this unless 
baptism was an immersion. It is as If he had 
saidr when moQ are baptieed their bodies are 
plunged into the water, so shall. I, in my death, 
bo overwhelmed, plunged into sufferings. 

Eighth argument—We have the testimony of 
the Holy Spirit that the act of the baptism of 
Christ by John was immersion. . The Spirit said 
baptidzo, the primary meaning of which is im-
merse, and hence we are said to be buried with 
him by baptism, that is, by immersion, into 
death, etc. 

I shall introduce as, witnesses that liomans vi. 
4 alludes to the primitive practice of immersion, 
a few of the ancient fathers, and also some 
modern and eminent Pedobnptist scholars. I 
shall begin with CyriJ, bishop of Jerusalem in 
A. D. 350, who wrote in Greek. He sayB: « For 
as Jesus, assuming tho sins of the world, died,' 
that, having slain sin he might raise thoe np in 
righteosisnesB, so, also, thou going down into the 
mter, and in a mantio' buried in the waters, bb ho 
is in tho rock, art raised walking in new-
nesaofjlift)." Again: " O sttaDgt-md l^oader' 

we truly bariod, nor truly oinioifled 
a g ^ , but the initiation i tai in a^aigitfitade, 
while the ealvation was in tbetratlb'te'-JLgain :
