AVIXG noticed some of the difficulties

eonsequent upon the action of a church
in re-baptizing those whom she has herself
baptized, we would now present a few as
they occur to us, p¥rtsining to fuch action
a3 it proceeds from 4 sister chureh:

Lt is to be distinctly understood that Bap-

tists have always denied the charge of sms-
baptism.

When they proceed to baptizs an individ~
ual he must be. in their estimation, an um~
baptized pe ricn. If they re baptize, it ia be-
cause they regard the first baptism invalid,
that is, null and void This mast be the de-
liberate conclusion of the charch, proceed-
ing solely from s consideration of the
merits of the first baptism.

This conclusion is not affided by smy
consideration of the priaciples of church iu
dependerxe—charch independence has noth-
ing to do with the question of re-baptism-
Baptism administered by any Regular Bap~-
tist Church is as good for all sister churches
as for the charch itself. A charch mimst re-
baptiss in 4 ease of her own baptism as
reddily as in & eass of baptism performed
oh the autherizition of & sister chureb.
Henee the re-baptisea, by one charch of &
periop previously baptised by anether, mtst
invelve the same prindiylsa, and be subject
to subatantially the same difSculiié® thst
beleng ie re-baptism as performed by the
church that adeinistered the fivet baptiam
These diffisuliies, however, dssumme & come-
what difierdat aspect when the re-baptism
takes place in apether ehureh.

We have not now the public scknowledg-
ment by the church itself of the falsity of its
pre¥ious solemn declaration of baptism; but
we have the implied dechration of that
falsity at the hands of a sister church.

We have not now a church pronouncing
her own acts invalid; but the oooclasion is
feached aixd tha decision is rendered by a
sister ehurch. It is not now the church
ittelf laying the ax at the root of confidence
in the validity that proeeeds from hef own
authorization ; but it is a sister chireh that
lays that ax at the roet of cenfidence
repesed in the validity that proceeds frem
the autherizatien of all Regular Baprist
Churehes. That this is really defe by the
Fe=baptisea iR ofe echureh of 4 person pre-
vieusly imersed in another, we are led (6
eonclude from ihe following considerations
As stated in the preceding artide, our
whele praetics i the f-slauaasms et 8ur
ehurehes, must B Baied *A the ssumptien
gt the validity of Baptism administered 68
chare éntherzition.

Thia assumption occupies a position of
paramount importance in our Bsptist
Charch economy. Everything in oar inter
charch fellowship is dependent apon it; and
withoat it we can scarcely make a move ia
out intercourse.

It must be remembered that oar Jend-
mark theory rejeets the ¥alidity of all baip-
tiscoa that have aot proceeded from the
sathorization of a goipel churoh, or at the
handa of ita authorized . ministers, snd
that ouf striet eommunion practice admits
to the Lord's sapper only those who sre
the eubjects of & Seriptural or vilid bep-
tiaea.

And henoe, as re-baptism asserts the posi-
tive certainly of invalidity in spesific in-
stances, and therein the ancertainty of val-
ility in any instanes in whieh it is aesaised,
we are shut up to the conduiish that fe
baptism eafnmhot be administered wilhew't
throwing a deep distrust oa ehureh au-
thotization as a souree of validity.

As this appears to reach the very foundie-
tion of our landmark and atrict communion
practice, we may be piidoned for puriuing
the argumment a fitile furiber.

From the acts of rebaptism it sppears
that the officisl authoy itiivak of baptise, is-
sulng with due formality ia 4 Regulat Bap-
tist chuvreh, May be and sometimes is in-
valid From this it follows that efficial
character and due fermality are 0e proper
guarantee of the validity of baptism. And
from thia, again it fellows that all eenfi-
denoe plaged in them as speh is witheul
proper feandatien. From sneh éoncliion
we miist Fecail with dlaFm.

To say that church authorization gives
validity when in striet conformity to the
Scriptures does not help s in the lesst 1a-
deed on ¢dimse examinaiion ifnch sseertion
servea only to set forth most diatinetly that
eharch authorization e4n be A6 guariiites of
vilidity 1n baptissd. Striet eonfermity te
tha Seripture is made essential to validily;
but chureh authorization is clearly sdmitted,
both frem the acknowledgment of the ifm-
petfestion of the chareh, and the defidenecy
rdeogriszd in the baptisth believed to bBe ik~
vilid, to be no proper gaardates of coafor:
ity to the requirements of the Ssriptared.
While the very ferm of the expressien
shows that the judgmeat and the aet of (he
duthoizing ehureh are net to be relied apen
to establish the fast of sueh eonformiiy;
bat the QHGEHEB of esnfermity is te B8 6t
it in the judgment of the sisier chareh,
of the individual before the questien of vals
idity esa ba sstiied.

As this question of conformity pertains to
the coaditioa of the iadividnal at the time
of baptiatn, we are logleslly boaad, secsrd-
ing to the priadiples idvolved in the expres-
sioh, to go baik of eharch authowizatioa to
that condition and find in its conformity to
the Seripiakes, the esseatial element of val-
idity | and we muat find it for ourielves.

The principles of the expreasion forbid
@ to allow the act of authorization to settle
the qaestion for ms.

From this it not only sppears that church
sathorization and adaunistration are no
gaarantee of vididity in baptism, bat also
that the easential element of validity really
lies in the indiviilaal and not in ebarch
authorization and sdministration.

This is identically the theory of those who
recogn’'zs the validity of alien immersions;
and we see not how it can be avoided if the
invalidity of baptisma as satbarized by a
Regiilar Baptist ehareh be admitted in any
paft-ealar.

Thus according to our reasoning the prac-
tice of re-baptism involves principles and
furnishes arguments by which ouf whule
theory of the necessity of church suthori-
idtion and ehareh relationship eéan be effsed-
tially demolished.

That thia practice necessitates the com-
tinupd]l sacrifice of the principle of striet

68 | communion, in the present condition of our

church membetship, needs only to be meén-
tioaned.
