80 
great were hl« trials, ao sore were his afllletioiH, 
K> WTere'ljii niKfertngi tha t his life became a 
burden toMlii w d Wii f r iends. Still he was a 
tMloTed 

T h e h U t t ^ tofAbraham, Jacob, Joseph, and of 
a l l t h e i w i e l w t e d f c h U d r o u o l G o d known to us 
through hUtory, atbred or profane, fully establish 
the same gre«t t ru th . The present is replete with 
e»idencMOf the sama. We do not look for marked 
piety among t h e rich and prosperous, but among 
the poor and afflicted.

In our earthly relatU.lit the prudent, loving te-
ther chastisCM hi« children, not tor hi.t pleasure, 
but for tholr good, in like manner "Whom the 
I^ r i l loveth be . liaHteiietb, 8rour»{e'h every son 
whom he roceivetli " (.Heb. xii. 0.) 

These Bfllictions are BOiit upon nn for our own 
good. We are so liable to bo pullml up with pride. 
Prosperity really more trying to the Christ ian 
than adversity. Solomon, the man of all men 
noted for his windoni, failed to ondnro the trials of 
prosijcrily. Tne reason is plain In proHOonty 
we are incliiied to rely upon ourselves, and to 
say, "Wi th my wi«loin and mine nnderstandinif, 
I h U o gotto.i these riches, an.i t>ek(;otl.iu goUl and 
silver in niy treaHure." (K/.okiel xx.v. 1 ; 

But when (lod lays bis cbaHtening band upon 
us, wa realize onr own noibintfhoss. Then indeed 
conscious of own woakne<», we are strontf in our 
reliance upon (iod. 1 recollect talking with a 
c h i l d of God, who was gteatly sllliclod. Uofore 
his atlliction be was notoriously Immoral. Ho 
nei ther feared (iod nor regarded man. The hand 
of Ood was laid upon him. For mon'.hs hu was 
c o n f i n e d to his bed, sulferinK from the most ex-
crus'.atlng pain, as surgical operation after opera-
tion was performed upon him. In these circum-
i tances , he turned to Jesus for mercy, and found 
h im a|?raclou8 Savior. Months after wo hadl l tecon-
Tcrsallon above referred to. I asked him if he had 
the powur to be restored to health, and at the same 
t ime to be returned to the same sinfnl condition In 
which ho formerly lived, would ho accept health 
on such terms. 116 replied: "No, not for the 
wor ld ." On another occasion, I asked him, how 
hi8 anjoyment on his l)ed of suirerlng, which ho 
know must terminate In death, would compare 
wi th the sinful pleasures of Uis past life. His re-
ply was) "There is no comparison."

Kuirering. Martyr 's Ikes have kept the gospel 
pure, inttrtvr's tears have purifled tho spiritual at-
mosphere of the world. Who can tell tho influeneo 
of the patient sutlering of tho humblest child of 
God. Wo C l i n but pity the sullering Christian, 
but we must not forget tha t ho is bonelUting us by 
his snflering. 

These mysteries shall bo -solved. Many in this 
11(0. Job was HO greatly allllcted that ho desired 
the relief of death. Hnl we are assured tha t his 
last days were bis best days. J acob refused to be 
ramforted for tho absence of Joseph, and declared 
he would go down sorrowing to tho grave. Yet 
he lived to see Josenh placed by this very ftllUctiou 
In the second seat in tho kingdom ol Egypt. 

Mary and Martha each exclaimed In the deepest 
sorrow, "ly.rd. If thou shouldst have been here 
n.v brother had not died." But who can Imagine, 
much less depict, their joy when Lazarus came 
forth from tho tomb, So with ChrisliaMS of tho 
present day. Often the dark cloud, which has for 
so long a time, cast a gloom over tholr lives, ia 
polled, and the blessed light of tho Sou of God U 
revealed, impart ing life, strength and happiness.

diamonds of heaven, rellocting tho glorious light 
of thai upper and brighter, and bettor world. 
There basking in the glorious prosenoeof our Lord 
we can look bark, and bless his holy name, tha t 
we wore counted worthy to sull'jr for hl n, and re-
joice that wo are among those "Which come out of 
great t r ibulat ion, and have washed tholr rolws,and 
made them white in tho blood of the Lamb." 

But, let US see the practical Inll'uenco of this sub-
j o o t u p o n n s . Being assured tha t we are tho ohll-
a ren of God, wo should nol only bo contented with 
o u r lot, but always rejoice because, "All things 
work together for good to those who lovo God.

Tho disconsolate and tho joyful, soveially, scemod 
to have been elevated beyond muaHuro by a «woet 
communion with tho Holy Spirit.

1 know that tho brothreu and alstera who oontrlb-
uto for State missions ara anxiouato learn to what 
extent their contribution la advancing tijeMaator'a 
cause. Tim reason of my delay in writing has 
l)cen that I might havo something encouraging, or 
of interest to write, butevun at this late day I have 
nothing to write that would indicate a "b<iom" at 
Somerville. 

The church Is weak m uumber, (twenty-six), 
and v«ry weak flnauciaily, aud unfavorably 
sttuatod lo carry on au active church work iu their 
weakness T wo of the leading membera aro broth-
reu who aro so intirm with age and amiciion that 
they cannot take an active part in church work. 
Others of the most otiicieut material of our mem-
l)ership are ladies who live iu tho wuutry atlsuch a 
distance, aud situatod so that thoy cannot ,glvo 
regalar attendauco. Thus our wi«kno«s bocomcs 
forcibly apparent, when we consider our surround-
ings. Tho congregation is small. The town | is 
already prw-oe^-upied by i'resbyieriaus, .Melho<ll»ts 
and Kpisoopaliaus, all of whom are very much 
prejudiced against B a p i i ^ , and so far 1 havo not 
Ijeen able to get a hearing. 

The work of the church has not Iwon, and Is not, 
suoh as 1 would have it iw iu all rcspects After an 
uiliaustive ellort upon my part I have failed to 
liave a Sunday-school o f any degree ot interest, 
riio surrounding., arw such that perhaps I could 
not attach blame to the church as a body, however 
«-mo havo not done as they ought to. Tho attend-
ance of tho church on regular service of .preaching 
on .Sunday, and weekly prayer-meetings is good, 
in the linauce department of our work I can make 
uo complaint. The church has promptly, in 
n)onthly iastallmenti, met her obligation to mo as 
pastor, and has already contributed a dollar {>er 
member for missions, and I think they will make 
it a dollar and a half before the meeting of the 
A',s<jciation. 

The outlook for immediate prosiMjrity or tho 
building up the church is by no means enoourag-
ii.g. hoivevor, I have been oii>octing and sUil hope 
U) havo «„n,o four or live additions soon. Tho euc-
cu-»8 lor establishing a permanent work here will 
involve long and persistent eflarU Tho question Is, 
can tho church hero secure sutUeient aid to enabio 
her to make aud carry on this struggle? If so 
then they will become a strong and commanding' 
church at Somerville. 

The church will sadly teel the loss of Uro. 
Windos and family, who havo gone to Winohostor. 
Hro. Windes having been callo<l to the charge of tho 
church at that important place. 

For reasons satisfactory to myself I havo ro-
signed tho work hero, to take eflfoct October ttrst. 
But the church has pressed mo to continue until 
the flrst of November, at which time tho present 
arrangement with the Stato Board will expire. 
This I havo agreed lo do. Ana now if it will not 
make this article so long as to annoy tho eilitor 
aud woary tho reader, I would iu this conneclioa 
say something in the interest of Itho future work 
of Somerville. In order to sucoeod, tho church 
must receive aid from more favored flolds to carry 
on her work. And I would appeal esiHsclally to 
tho brethren of Big Ilatchlo Association who havo 
contributed so liberally In tho past lo ho work 
bote, to continue your contributions, j u u r prayers, 
and Bvmpatliy that thoy may havo such aid as will 
enable them to carry on sunli a work for the Ma«-
tor hero as will meet tho demands of thoir situa-
tion. 

As I have said in this article the prospecta of im-
mediate success' aro not encouraging. But the 
promise is sure to us upon faithful, poraeveriiig 
effort, and tho r e ^ n a which I would preaeut in

And laat, but not least, the llttt« church has boon 
established, and cultivated upon tho broadest prin-
ciples ef Scriptural liberality, otten giving that 
which, in thoir poverty, is a burden to them in tho 
support of their pastor. Thoy havo given nearly 
one dollar and a half por meaibur for missions, and 
money invested hare upon a man who will build 
npon and continuo such training will bring rich 
returns.

CENl 'KAL ASSOCIATION.

' t )UU correspondsnt had the very great pleasurs 

of attending the forty-ninth annual session ol 
tiie Central Association, which n e t with Uumboldt 
church last Saturday, the nineteenth instant, at 
eight-thirty. The Assoeiatian met promptly at the 
hour appointed, and organized by re-electing the 
retiring ofllcors, Eld. W. G. luman, moderator. 
Prof. H. C. I rhy .c lark , and the former treasurer, 
whose name I did not learn. 

Atfer disposing of some minor buaiaets which 
came up in the afternoon seition in a very felicitous 
and iaiisfaotory manner, and iu a way very com-
mendable to tho body, the committeo on minis-
terial education reporte*! through lha chairman, 
Eld. J . L. Vass. Tho rejjort was well arrangetl 
and pointed, and was well discussed by Elds. .1. L. 
Vaas, F. Howard and others. The discussion was 
closed by Eld. R. 8. Fleming, who rejoices iu the 
fact that he is a citizen of Lexington, ths capital of 
the State of Henderson county, in his inimitably 
pleasant and happy manner, which brought down 
a handsome cash and promisory contribution of 
about two hnndred and farty-seven dollars. One 
thing about this contribution worthy ol note is ino 
fact that the largest contributor was Bro. R. S. 
Fleming, the missionary in charge of the mission 
station at Ijexington. 

The afternoon session adjourned at live o'clock 
until sevon-thirty p. m., when a crowded congre-
gation assembled to bear the annual sermon by 
Bro. J . P. Weaver of Milan. The text was, " Ite-
member the words of the I»rd Jesus, how that he 
said, it is more blessed to give than to receive." 
Tho sermon was a well-planned discourse upon the 
icaportanco of Cnristians cultivating tho spirit of 
giving, and had for its special oi<ject tho enforcing 
of the duty of sustaining mission work. 

Nine o'clock Sunday moning was the hour ap-
pointed for a Sunday-school mass-meoting, which 
was conducted by Bro. J . M. Senter of Trenton in 
a way that did credit to himself and tho occasion. 
The questions presented in the line of Sunday-
school work and interest by tke president wore 
responded to In short speeches, which were well 
dlrootod and timely. The questions were discussed 
by Breth. Vass, Fleming, MoFarlan and others. 

At eleven o'clock Sunday morning Bro. J. 1̂ . 
Vass preached a good sermon to a large congre-
gation from the text, " I am debtor both lo the 
Greeks and lo the Barbarians, both to the wise 
and to the unwise." The effort of tho brother was 
to show that It was the duty of all of Christ's fol-
lowers to preach the good news In all the earth by 
the liberal use of their material, mental and moral 
feroee.

The first report was from the com-
mittee on ferolgn missions (hrough the chairman, 
Bro. J , M. Senter. Tho report In Itself was a gootl 
paper, aud was well discussed, and unanlnioasly 
adopted by the Association. 

The noxt report came from tho committee on 
State missions through the chairman, Bro. M. 
Hillsman. Tho report was well arranged, and 
well covorod tho scope aud politv of Ihe mission 
entorprlso in tho Stato. Tho principal speech on 
this report was made by Rro. E. C. Gates, the 
Stato mission secretary. It Is enough to say of the 
speech that it was just tho proper thing. Notiiing 
bottar was ueeticid if it could havo boou produced. 
I could not roniain until the Association disposed 
of this groat question, but 1 am dlsjxjscd to 
think, from tho way the messengers of tho churches 
were responding to the proposition ot Bro. Gates, 
that ho must have secured six or eight hundred 
dollars, in prospective, for next year* operations.

Wo answer, it is " C h r i s t i a n 
perloctlon." Perfection admits of degrees. A i>er-
foct square circle cannot bo ina<(e more jwr-
fect. "Christ ian perfection" is the fulfl l lmeut of 
Rll our moral oMigations to « o d and to man. It 
i' love tho Ix)rd our (iod with all our heart, 
with all our mind, with all our soul, with all our 
strength, and our noighlwrs as ourselves. That is 
ChrlHtian perfect ion; that Is Adamic perfection 
that is angelic perfection, and moral perfection. I 
know that Cliristlan perfectionists disclaim angelic 
perfection and moral iwrfectien. They shotild also 
disclaim "Christian porfoctlon." But, c^n a Chris-
tian be perfect and at the saine timo morally im-
perfect? How can there bo Christian perfection 
whon there is moral imperfect ion? They do not 
'•lalm to have reached tho high al t i tude of tho 
moral law. But does Chris t claim loss than love 
with ill tho heart, mind, soul and strength ? Can 
God requlro loss than moral perfection ? If so ho 
re<iulr88 moral imperfection I Can »ve render 'loss 
and bo porfecl ChrisllauB ? 

I recently heard a man say in n public congro-
gallon, "I love the I » r d my God with all my heart 
with all my mind, wi th all my strength, and I 
love my neighbor as I do myself." No saint, nor 
angel lu heaven could say morol Rut most advo-
cates of Christ ian perfection "do not profess moral 
perfect ion." Then they should not profess "Chris-
Man perfection." They have no r ight to use the 
term "Christian porfoctlon," unless they moan 
what ti.e term signifies. If a Christian is already 
perfect he cannot become any more porfect. If a 
Christian professes "ent i re sanctlllcation" can he 
b e a n y more ent i re ly sanctiflod? If ho has "at-
tained Iho blessing of Chr is t , " can ho be any more 
holy than holiuoss Itself? Holiness means wholo-
nosH, comploteiiesB. Can a man be tnoro than 
whole, or more oomplelo? I t moans moral pur i ty 
Can a man become more than morally pure ? If 
not, then he can be no more porfeot in heaven than 
on earth, nor oan be be more entirely sanotlflod 
there than hero. N o r will he ever be inoro holy 
than he is now I '

Thegratiflcationof ap|M)titu and pro|>on8ity 
is the ultimate i-eturn of tho golden hiurs, and tho 
energy and thought and oH'ort of tho Go<i-given, 
returnid** day. llow shall that day have any 
voice to sj>eak blessings to the worlu, to cheer any 
troubleii soul, to inspire any noble apirit, to help 
any human l>ciug who struggles and aspires to 
come nearer CJod, by comiuK nearer to |)erfect 
iuanhoo«i? Now if all tlio days l>e so wasted, 
what i* to lie shown aju th<̂  not product, the per-
manent result, o( living? Al^olutaly nothing 
gtKid. That life i» a llg-tree which, at the season 
of figii, offers tho huugry traveller nothing but 
leaves. And instead of for sensual indulgence tho 
soul forces and endowments bo expuudiHl for 
wealth, or position, or powor, or lame; if for all 
our longings and tliiukings and toils and waitings 
and yean , we have only these, have we used life 
wisely ? Will any voice of hope or aspiration sur-
vive us and help another onwartl ? 

Do not infer from what I say that I lightly e*-
teeiu wealth or tame, or position or power. Ail 
these am great opportuxi tie* (or groat souls to do 
great things, but as ends of life they are to IH) heli^ 
in utter contempt as unworthy a great spiilt. AH 
worthy liros are spriugs whose sources are In Go<l, 
and whose outgoings are rffrcshmentii and bcno-
dictions *.o the world. Seltiah lives are like the 
l>ead t ea ; they have no outlet of noble action; and 
though rivers of I blessings continually flow into 
them, they remain only alagnant reservoirs of bit-
ternet* and desolation. 

2. Life is made a permanent force when it ia de-
voted to increaso of knowledge. Whoever dis-
coven to iLte wurid a iaw wf nature hitheito un-
known, or reveals to It a beauty or harmony it had 
not seen, or gives It more clearly i taowa turround-
ingi, acqulrea thereby a result of life that tball en-
dure forever. Hence it Ii that MientUta, philoa-
ophers artiala, poets, invettlgaton, diROoverer*, In-
veatora, all t e ^ e n of truth boooma Immortal.

Thenoe forward he speaks 
with a voice that never shall ho ailenL T h e n are 
[toems that become hymns in desolate bomes, giv-
ing songs in the night. There are word j of resig-
nation and trust which enable patience to triumph 
over long-endured agony. There Are of 
kindnoaa « hicb star into holy beauty tbe blackest 
night. And they who sing and speak and toil to 
make lighter tho burdens of the "heavily ladened," 
shall never cease to be heard. 

Grace Darling braves a rough and dangerotts 
Ma to «ave a dosen shipwreidted httmau creatures;
