There are three large general class-
es of publications available for the
general advertiser in the -South; the
daily papers, the weekly secular pa-
bers, and the weekly religious papers.
1st. The daily paper is the best me.
dium for immediate returns on a local
business. Your ad is put immediate-
1y before the public, and you hear
from it at once. The price is general-
1y but three to twelva cents per inch
per thousand of circulation, and is
therefore as cheap, measured numeri-
cally, as anything to be found. The
daily has the advantage of being read
by the masses immediately surround-
ing the. local business. This is im-
portant to the loecal advertiser,
2d. The secular weekly, usually a
county paper, has small circulation,
but is very valuable to the local mer-
chant, because it is the only means of
communication with the population
within his restricted trade area. The
rate is usually a high one, circulation
considered, say something like ten to
twenty-five cents per inch per thous-
and of circulation, with’ some excep-
Hons, where the local pblisher takes
what he can get. For the general ad-
vertiser the cost of electros is so
great in proportion to circulation that
it hardly pays to use these media.
However, many of them are- partly
printed in co-operative, or ready print
houses, in which case tiie patent out-
side space is sold at rates of some-
thing like four to eight cents per inch
per thousand of circulation.  Unfor-

They average
perhaps thirty-five or forty years in
age. They are all printed on first-
class book paper, at a cost double that
of news, and usually of heavy weight,

They are edited by able writers, and
command respect. The advertiser
gains in standing—secures caste, so to
speak, when he uses. these media.
They exclude whiskey, tobaceco, .and
“weak men” ads, They cre very care-
ful not to advertise frauds it they can
help it.

As they have no local ads to carry,
and depend upon the gersral advertis-
er altogether, they have a smaller list
of advertising customers, so that there
is less competition for the attention of
the reader, and the ad is much more
likely to secure attention, ;

THE ENGLISH EDUCATIONAL CRISIS.

o B\' L‘NSING BURROWSy DD,

It is remarkable that educational agitation in En-
gland and in France at the present day should be
proceeding from diverse conceptions. The policy

(:f‘ ) pursued by England is apparently diametrically op-

posed to that of France. It is the old story of the

struggle for supremacy between the purely secular

_and the religions training of youth. The efforts of

‘the French Republic have been directed towards the
emancipation of education from the clericals. The

tendency of the English monarchy has been back to-

’ wards it. This condition hLas been prevailing for
abont the same length of time, say from the year
1903. In one case the chief factor has been the
Anglican church, and in the other the Roman
church. The Anglican seeks to regain its prestige
and the Roman seeks to prevent its spoliation. The
most noticeable thing to the superficial student ap-
pears in the fact that the leaders in the English agi-
{ "’ tation upon the clerical side have :becn compromis-
: ers, even to the extent of awakening protests from
ultra-Anglican sources, while in France the men
“who have turned upon the church are graduates of
" Jesuit, Marist and Dominican schools. Premier

The American student of the educational problem
in England finds a diffionlty in his want of appreci-
ation of the potential effect of precedent. No such
obstacle confronts him in his contemplation of. pop-

der. From the days of King John the education of
youth has been the especial charge of the clergy.

80 intense that the benevolent founder of that excel-
lent system was practically exiled to America, with
a stigma upon him for vanity and untractableness
beoanse he would not be shaken from his purpose.

Beneath this dominating influence of ecolesiasti-
cism the polioy governing education continued until
the year 1870. Possibly the influence of Horace
Mann, who had developed the existing conditions of
bopnlnn education in America, extended across the

~dividing seas to challenge the attention of students
abroad. Prior to 1870 education of almost all kinds
was practically afforded through denominational in-
stitutions; known in the peculiar nomenclatare of
the English as ‘‘voluntary schools.’’ There were in
1870 but a million and a quarter in average attend-
ADCe on elementury inntitntions, which were mainly
under the control of the Establishment, Ten years
after, when the so-called ‘‘board schools’’' provided
for in 1870, established and maintained by the State

under elective local control, had stood the test; the'

attendance upon the voluntnry or ecclesiastic schools
“had lost 25 per cent. of the child population. In
the sncceeding decade this loss increased to nearly
40 per cent., and in 1900 it was nearer 50 per cent.
The dissenting denominations had not neglected
their opportunity for the founding of schools for el-
ementary training under their own control. In 1900
it was discovered that only 1,927,000 children were
in the strictly managed schools of the Establishment
out of a grand total of 4,915,000.average of child
school popilation. In addition to the Establish-
ment schools, there were as many as 270,000 in Ro-
man Oatholic, 180,000 in Wesleyan Methodist and
218,000 in other denominational ‘voluntary institn-
tions. For every child under denominational con-
trol there was another in an atmosphere free from
sectarian inflnences. g
It was this condition that brought about the agi-
tation which has convulsed the English people.
2he Establishment seemed impatient at the rapid
growth of the common school, which they were
pleased to designate as godless, or at least deistio.
In the meanwhile it was observable that tbere had
been developing a strong inclination towards reli-
gious non-conformity among the people generally.
It wonld be interesting to note, if we had the power
intelligently to ascertain, how much the infiuence
of the board of common schools had to do with this.
Thirty years is a generation. The men of to-day
 were in the schools in 1870, and this ‘‘brain out-
_put’’ has been increasing oonutancly At all evente,
it is evident that the’ ‘growth of non- -conformity has
been pari passu with the growth of the board
school. . In 1870, at the institution of the common
school, the proportion of Anglican to Dissenter in
the Kingdom was about 1 to 8; and the most relia-
ble statistics of to-day put the proportion at abont
1to 1. At least the growth of non-conformity has
‘been tremendons. No wonder that it was a sitn-
ation well worth looking at,

has said was an aim to simplify is.

' What is attempted by the act? Its friends say ‘‘a
single authority for eduoation of all grades below
the university.’’ But Mr. Bryce says there are
four anthorities, and it wounld seem he was correot.
The National Board, a part of the system of gen-
eral .administration of affairs at the seat of goveru-
ment, has general authority; the councils of cities
or boroughs has provincial or municipal authority;
committees appointed by these councils have re-
stricted authority in matters of finance; and local
managers appointed by these committees with the
direct supervision of the sohools, Each of these
bears a responsible relation to the authority above
it. All the common or board schools are wlped ont
and the authority, under the National Board of Ed-
ucation, is fixed in the council of the borough,
which is charged with the maintenance of education
within  ita bounds. The details are entrusted to
committees from themselves and these committees
are chargeable with the appointment of local man-
agers, four of whom in the case of denominational
~sochools must be of the prevailing denomination and
two from the general community. This is, at least,
the interpretation of the diplomatic statéments of
the act as given by one who is friendly to it and set
for ita defense..

 PRACTICAL PROBLEMS AMONG BAPTISTS

' PROBLEMS OF THE EDITOR.

Y 7. T. BATON, D D, EDITOR WESTERN RE(‘ORDER.

It is fortunate for me that the request was to write
about editor’s problems, rather than to solve them.
My task is easy.

The editor himself is a problem, md often one
which it is diffionlt for the brethren to solve. How
came he to be editor, anyhow ? Who selected him?
What fitness has he exhibited for the position?
How oan he be managed? How can pressure be
brought to bear on him that will keep him in line?
How oan he be eliminated? And so on.

One of the editor’s problems is to get the brethren
to helieve he is the right man in the right place.
Nothing more conclusively proves the topoy-snrvl-
ness of the world than the patent faot that the
wrong persons occupy the positions. People with-
out money would do so much better with wealth,
if only they had it, than the rich people do. ' If
only the poor man had the money, no deserving
person would be ‘allowed to be in want, and no good
cause would be allowed to suffer for lack of means.
Who oan listen to poor people talk without being
convinced that the wrong ones have the money ?

_Then, the wrong pecple are_parents. It is no-
toriouns that those who have no ohlldren know
vastly more about how to rear children than do
fathers and mothers. Hence the wrong people are
parents, : -~ -

We see this principle illutnted in all dlx‘ectlona,
but we find its most pointed and most pungent illus-
tration in the case of editors. OCharles Dudley
Warner said that.in his travels over the United
States he found many people unable to take a paper,
but he never found anybody unable to edit one.

Another problem of the editor is to accommodate
some friends without giving offense to others. A
friend asks that a certain sort of article be published,
or that his houbY bu advocated. Others have made
the identioal request, and have been refused. Now,
to refuse this friend is to alienate him, while’ to
grant the request is to offend all to whom similar
requests have been denied. A railroad president
can give a free pass to one friend and refuse many
others, for they will never know, in all probability,
of the pass he has given. But the editor cannot
grant a favor to one which he declines to another
without telling on himself, since his columns are
open to all,

8till another problem is to adjust the compli-
ments, If the editor compliments all the brethren
alike, none of them . are pleased, . because no one
feels that he ison a par with the rest. Each one
must have special compliments. When the editor
thinks he has paid a speécially handsome compli-
mment he is liable to find that the subject feels he
deserved a much finer “complimént,  while-others are
disgusted that the editor should “‘ praise that fellow
so extravagantly,’’ and overlook many greatly
superior to him. - It has been well said that editors

_‘are men who make other people’s repntutlom at the

expense of their own.

He called them . ‘‘long-haired,”
compared them to ‘‘jackasses,”’ told a smutty
joke, the application of which was that “‘the
matter with preachers is. not religion, but.
worms.”” A prominent Representative called
.the speech sacrilegious. :Such attacks do the
preachers no harm, but we doubt if they do
those who make them any good. At any rate
we are sure that the utterances of their Repre.
sentative are not endorsed by the good people
of Washington County, among whom are some
of the best preachers in the State, all of whom,
beyond question, favored the anti-gambling bill,
and if here would have been glad to do what they
could to seocure its passage, despite misrepre-
gentation and ridicule and vulgar slurs. When

-within his restricted trade area. The
rate is usually a high one, circulation
considered, say something like ten to
twenty-five cents per inch per thous-
and of circulation, with some excep-

- tions, wyhere the local publisher takes
what he can get. For the general ad-

* vertiser the cost of electros is so
great in proportion to circulation that
it hardly pays to use these media.

However, many of them are partly
printed in co-operative, or ready print
houses, in which case the patent out-
side space is sold at rates of some-
thing like four to eight cents per inch
per thousand of circulation, Unfor-
tunately, the more intelligent readers
of the local weeklies never look at
the patent side, and hence advertising
in ready prints, except on the home
side, frequently brings but poor re-
turns, despite the cheap price.

- 8d. The_ religious weeklies afford
the most select advertising, in every
particular, to be found in the South.

' We have no great literary magazines
published in the south, and magazine
advertising would be worthless to the
general advertiser desiring to exploit
his goods in the South only. To him
the religious papers supply the best
media. Jhey all have general circu-
lations covering from one to ten or
more States, usually restricted to one
State, but thoroughly covering that
territory within the denomination rep-
resented. The religious paper . has
many strong points.
