."But He that is spiritual Jjudgeth a1
things, yet He Himself is judged of no
man.’'—I Cor, 2:15.

The phrase, ‘‘the things which God
hath prepared for them that love Him”
in verse 10 of the context is commonly re.’
ferred to the coming felicities of the re-
deemed in glory. But the next verse says,
“*Buf God hath revealed them unto us by
His Spirit : Paul in this
chapter is discussing not things as yet un-
revealed, but things already unfolded,
The record of this revelation is the Word
of God.

On the basis of their ability to grasp
the revealed truth of God, Paul classifies
men in a three-fold way.

1. The Natural Man. This is the un-
regenerate man, and he “‘receiveth not
the things of the Spirit of God: for they
are foolishness unto him: neither can he
know them, because they are spiritually
discerned’’ (verse 14). The humblest be-
liever, perusing an open Bible, knows
more of God’s truth than the profoundest
scholar who has not been born again.

2. The Carnal Man. Though they
were saved, Paul said of the Corinthians,
““ve are yet carnal’’ (I Cor. 3:1-3). This
related, not to their essential, regenerate
nature, but to their inferior development
and quality of life. Old enough religious-
ly to be otherwise, they culpably remain-
ed ‘““babes in Christ’’, had to be fed on
the simplest truths of the Word, the
“milk”’, being unable to stand the
“meat™’; fussed and divided among-them-
selves, and ‘‘walked as men’’, that is,
lived on a plane and in a way that be-
fitted only the unregenerate.,

3. The Spiritual Man. ‘‘But He that
is spiritual judgeth alls things, yvet He
Himself is judged of no man.”’” The word
‘“Judgeth’’ signifies examination. dis-
crimination, and right decision. In the
preceding verse the word is rendered ““dis-
cerned’’,
progressive action ‘‘He that is spiritual”’
is the renewed man who. adjusted to the
Spirit, grows in grace and progressively
enters into the ‘“all things’’ of the Di-
vine Word, both the ‘‘milk’’ and the
“meat’’,

““Oh for the return of spiritnality!’’ is
a justifiable wish. But some who voice
this plea would remain silent, if they
knew what spirituality is.

Beauti-
ful brick homes are being built
with every convenience. The
streets are laid off in a circle.
Many millions of dollars and
thousands of men have built a
lovely city in a very short time
in the woods.

It is a model in many ways,
but they propose to leave God out
except as He can be presented in
a community church. Many bar-
racks are there now housing hun-
dreds of workers, yet no one is
allowed to hold religious service
for them. Our State Board has
placed Bro. Nicholson in the field
near by where he is ministering
in every way possible to these
people.  He is pastor of Ander-
sonville and Bethel _churches
which are in this section.

Only God knows the real prob-
lem that has arisen because of
this sudden influx of workers.
