Approves Baptist Center refurbishing elects Rickman

Board heeds appeal from RFG, Education Committee

BRENTWOOD — Members 
of the Tennessee Baptist Con­
vention Executive Board lis­
tened to an appeal May 12 
from the Relationship Focus 
Group (RFG) and approved 
without dissent a motion pre­
sented by the board’s Educa­
tion Committee to not take 
any action against Carson- 
Newman College at this time.

Board members also ap­
proved a major refurbishing 
plan for the Baptist Center 
and elected Gary Rickman as 
the new Ministry Coordinator 
for the Executive Board (see 
separate story on page 3).

Carson-Newman College 
trustees voted April 17 to 
change the way their trustees 
are elected, taking the process 

Baptist and Reflector, and 
Southern Baptist Convention en­
tities.

“The TBC Web site has been 
designed as a user friendly tool 
to access a wealth of information 
about and for Tennessee Bap­
tists,” said Denise Scott. Scott is 
a ministry specialist in the Com­
munication Services Group and 
worked closely with the compa­
ny which designed the Web site.

The site also will allow quick 
access to timely information on 
services, resources, and min­
istries of the Executive Board, 
Scott added. Special features in­

Southern Baptist families in 
Indonesia May 15 were prayer­
fully watching developments 
during a fourth day of doting 
in the capital city here.

“They have the option to 
leave, and members of two or 
three families were to have left 
May 15,” the spokesman said.

Advice offered for interaction with Mormons

SALT LAKE CITY — Inside 
the Salt Palace Convention 
Center, this year’s Southern 
Baptist Convention annual 
meeting will be familiar to 
most local church messengers. 
But outside, in a city rooted in 
the Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter-day Saints, the clash of 
belief and culture is almost in­
evitable.

How should Southern Bap­
tists approach and interact 
with their Salt Lake City 
hosts, many of whom may be 
Mormons? A courteous and re­
spectful attitude is essential, of 
course, according to several 
leaders in reaching Mormons 
with the biblical Gospel. The 
most important points to get 
across in a short conversation, 
however, are the critical beliefs 
that set Mormonism apart 
from historic Christianity and 
a saving relationship with the 
historic Christ. Among those 
are the doctrines of God, Jesus, 
and salvation.

A different god
“If you’re talking to a Mor­

mon, the most important thing 
is to show that we as Chris­
tians worship eternal God who 
never was a man,” said Rauni 
Higley, a former Mormon who 
with her husband, Dennis, now 
operates a Christian ministry 
to Mormons in Salt Lake City. 
“It is something that the Mor­
mons really do not get.”

Mormons teach that God 
was once a man, and Jesus was 
merely the first-born of billions 
of spirit-sons of God on earth. 
They teach Mormons can even­
tually achieve that same god­
hood, with responsibilities for 
entire worlds of their own if 
they are faithful to the LDS 
Church. Many Mormons, how­
ever, are not clear on the dis­
tinctive differences and think 
their beliefs are not substan­

and if events reach a certain 
level we will tell them to leave.

“At this point everybody un­
derstands they are free to do 
what they believe is best. Most 
of the families have not decid­
ed to take the option yet.”

Telephone lines have re­
mained open, and Southern 
Baptist workers based in Sin­
gapore have been able to keep 
in touch with families in In­
donesia.

“All of the people we relate 
to in Indonesia are accounted 
for and OK,” the spokesperson 
said.

At least 250 people were re­
ported dead in riots protesting 

tially different from those of 
historic Christianity.

Higley said a conventional 
presentation of the Gospel of­
ten is not effective unless the 
differences are stressed.

“I look back when I was told 
as a Mormon that I needed 
Christ. I would say, ‘Hey, I al­
ready have him. But my church 
is superior to yours because we 
have a living prophet,’ ” Higley 
said. “You witness to a Mor­
mon about Christ and they just 
look at you and say, ‘What do 
you mean?’ ... You have to tell 
them, ‘The Christ I am telling 
you about is different from the 
Christ you are talking about.’ ”

She cited several key verses 
that are especially helpful in 
pointing out what the Bible 
says about God, including Isa­
iah 43:10, which states in part, 
"... before me there was no God 
formed, nor was there any God 
after.”

Other helpful verses in the 
same section include Isaiah 
44:6 and 45:5-6, and 46:9-10. 
Most Mormons, even trained 
missionaries, do not have a 
ready explanation for the bla­
tant contradiction of these 
verses with their teachings, 
she said. Other helpful verses 
include Numbers 23:19, Colos- 
sians 1:15, John 1:1,14 and 
Ephesians 2:8-10.

Salvation by grace
Phil Roberts of the North 

American Mission Board also 
advised stressing the nature of 
God and Jesus Christ in pre­
senting the Gospel, as well as 
the centrality of faith in salva­
tion.

“For a Mormon, everybody is 
going to have a better life, even 
Adolph Hitler. But did he have 
faith? No. The Word of God 
says ‘By grace through faith we 
are saved.’ We have to empha­
size to the Mormon we are un­
der condemnation, all have 
sinned, and we must by faith 
have expectation of a better life 

austerity measures imposed by 
the government of President 
Suharton, according to Associ­
ated Press.

“The Book of Mormon rede­
fines grace,” Roberts said. “It’s 
what God does for you after all 
that you can do. And who’s 
ever done everything that 
could be done to save oneself? 
... In defining grace that way, 
they rob grace of its meaning. 
Grace is being totally depen­
dent on God’s grace.”
Baptists in Temple Square

The close presence of Tem­
ple Square — a tourist attrac­
tion and focus of Mormon pros- 
elytization efforts — raises a 
different set of opportunities 
for interaction. The worldwide 
headquarters of the LDS 
Church is just around the cor­
ner from the convention cen­
ter.

One of the guided tours, con­
ducted by young missionaries 
from around the world, in­
cludes the square and its build­
ings — including the Mormon 
Temple and Tabernacle and 
the North Visitor’s Center 
which is open to the public.

Throughout the tours, mis­
sionaries often ask guests prob­
ing questions.

Southern Baptists should 
remember they are guests of 
the LDS Church while inside 
Temple Square, Roberts said. 
Security guards, in fact, have 
been known to remove Chris­
tians who spoke out too fre­
quently about their beliefs or 
against the LDS Church. But 
there are opportunities for gra­
ciously sharing beliefs about 
Scripture.

“At the end of the tour you 
can graciously share with the 
tour guide something of your 
testimony of Christ alone, ex­
clusive of any church testimo­
ny,” Roberts said, noting Mor­
mons respect a personal testi­
mony. “Then you can leave 
them a Gospel tract and go.” ■

Newcomb had to leave be­
fore the board meeting to con­
duct a funeral, so the Educa­
tion Committee report was pre­
sented by vice chairman 
Joseph Rosas of Memphis.

Rosas noted the consensus 
of the RFG was that a sub­
group of the RFG meet with a 
subcommittee of the Education 
Committee and that discus­
sions regarding trustee selec­
tion proceed with all three col­
lege presidents.

Those two subgroups met 
with the college presidents on 
April 30, Rosas reported. An 
agreement was reached on 
“talking points” such as formal 
and informal restrictions on 
the trustee selection process 
and presentation of a consen­
sus slate to the TBC, Rosas 
said.

The Education Committee’s 
motion read: “We concur with 
the Relationship Focus Group 
request that no action be taken 
regarding Carson-Newman 
College at this time and that 
negotiations with the three col­
leges continue with a final re­
port and recommendations due 
by Sept.l, 1998.”

Refurbishing project
With minor opposition, 

board members approved a 
major refurbishing project of 
the Baptist Center.

The project was first recom­
mended by the feasibility sub­
committee of the Executive 
Committee last year. The com­
mittee, in its final report in 
1997, recommended that the 
Baptist Center remain in 
Brentwood and that monies re­
ceived from the sale of the 
easement property be used for 
the refurbishing and remodel­
ing of the present Baptist Cen­
ter.

The refurbishing plan will 
improve the appearance and 
effectiveness of office space, ac­
cording to a report given to the 
Executive Board.

Walls that currently sepa­
rate groups and teams will lit­
erally be removed in an effort 
to improve coordination and 
the sense of “One Servant 
Family” at the Baptist Center, 
the report noted. Ministry as­
sistants will have modern, er­
gonomic workstations.

Total cost of the refurbish­
ing plan is $898,414 and will 
be completed in two phases. 
Phase 1 of the refurbishing 
which includes all construction 
costs (except first floor) and 
new furnishings for ministry 
assistants, is set at $585,652.

The refurbishing will be 
done in two phases. The rec­
ommendations adopted by the 
board last week call for an ex­
penditure of $523,991 which 
currently is on hand and an ex­
penditure of $61,661 from the 
general fund to complete phase 
1. That expenditure will be re­
paid with funds the board ex­
pects to receive from the city of 
Brentwood for property they 
took to widen Maryland Way 
in front of the Baptist Center.

Funds to be used come from 
the city of Brentwood and un­
used budget money, along with 
interest.

Some board members ques­
tioned doing away with offices 
for the ministry assistants in 
favor of open workstations.

Bill Northcott, chairman of 
the Executive Committee, 
which brought the recommen­
dation, said there was a 
“strong opinion that this will 
enlarge communication and 
contribute to team spirit.”

TBC Executive Board acts wisely
recommendation from its Education Com­
mittee, affirmed an appeal from the Rela­
tionship Focus Group to “not take any ac­
tion against Carson-Newman College at 
this time and to allow the Education Com­
mittee time to work on this problem.”

There were some who were not looking 
forward to this Executive Board meeting 
because rumor was flying that there 
would be an attempt to “punish” Carson- 
Newman for the action their trustees took 
in April. An ugly scene was forecast by 
some.

Wiser heads prevailed. Many felt it im­
portant to work through the processes al­
ready in place. Numerous prayers were 
raised to God asking for wisdom and guid­
ance. As a result, a motion was approved 
with little discussion. There was no “blood 
bath.” Board members acted in a Christ- 
like manner with respect for each other’s 
views. That’s the way it should be.

The Relationship Focus Group and the 
Education Committee are comprised of a 
variety of committed, Christian men and 
women who reflect the diversity and 
uniqueness of Tennessee Baptists (see 
names on page 1).

They apparently felt more time was 
needed to dialogue not only with Carson- 
Newman College but our other schools as 
well. There are those who feel that some 
changes may be needed in the trustee se­
lection processes for the colleges. Belmont

University in March had expressed a de­
sire for the Education Committee to look., 
at that issue.

The Education Committee has worked 
hard under trying circumstances. As some­
one said they did not create the problem 
that has arisen, but they are trying to work 
through it to find an amenable solution.

The Education Committee affirmed the 
Relationship Focus Group’s appeal. They 
took it a step farther, however, by putting 
a deadline on the negotiations.

Talks can last forever. There has to be 
a timetable so all involved will strive to 
bring this matter to a conclusion. Carson- 
Newman College trustees have expressed 
a desire to continue discussions.

The stage is now set. It is time for lead­
ers from both sides to sit down, roll up 
their sleeves, and come up with a solution. 
It can be done under God’s leadership.

There will be some who feel the discus­
sions will be a waste of time and that the 
action taken by the Executive Board is 
weak. Instead, it is a courageous move 
taken by men and women who believe in 
the processes our convention has in place. 
If negotiations fail, at least these leaders 
can say with conviction, “We did our best.”

I don’t think the talks will fail. Leaders 
from both the convention and colleges are 
sincere in their desire to seek an amenable 
resolution. Pray for these discussions in 
the days ahead and for those involved. B&R

When disaster strikes, Tennessee Baptists are ready

The Tennessee Baptist Convention Ex­
ecutive Board met last week and made 
several important decisions. Two in par­
ticular stand out.

First, the Executive Board unanimous­
ly elected Gary Rickman as ministry coor­
dinator. He succeeds Bill Wilson who held 
that position before retiring last year. The 
ministry coordinator is responsible for co­
ordinating the work of the four Executive 
Board ministry groups through supervi­
sion and leadership of group leaders.

It was announced that the Executive 
Committee search committee processed 19 
applications before settling on Rickman.

Rickman is a good choice. Though born 
in Arkansas, he is a Tennessean through 
and through. His dad, Barney, was a long­
time Tennessee Baptist pastor before re­
tiring. Rickman has served three churches 
in the state as pastor and has been on the 
TBC Executive Board staff since 1991. 
One of his duties has been serving as the 
state annuity representative. This role 
has brought him into contact with many 
ministers throughout the state. Rickman 
has developed relationships that will be 
helpful in his new role and he has earned 
the respect of many people across the con­
vention.

Second, the Executive Board, acting on a

Words cannot express the way I feel as 
I look back at my partnership missions 
trip and especially as I look toward the fu­
ture.

I am changed forever by taking a volun­
teer missions trip!

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Students from Union University serve in Costa Rita
For The Macedonian Call

A total of 28 students and leaders 
from Union University, Jackson, led by 
campus minister Todd Brady, minis­
tered April 3-11 in two regions of Costa 
Rica during their Spring Break.

The Union team split into two 
groups to minister. Seventeen members 
worked in the northern area of Gua­
nacaste while 12 others spent the week 
in the Valley of the Saints, south of San 
Jose. The team was made up of stu­
dents who are studying business, edu­
cation, language, Christian studies, 
pre-medicine, and other disciplines.

“It was the diversity of the Union 
team that allowed us to be involved in 
a wide variety of ministries throughout 
the week in Costa Rica,” said Brady. 
The team was actively sharing the 
Gospel and encouraging local church 
ministries in the various towns where 
they worked. In addition to the local in­
terpreters, the team also included stu­
dents who spoke Spanish.

“Having so many on the team who 
spoke the language helped us to build 
relationships with people more quick­
ly,” said Brad White, a sophomore 
Spanish major from Paducah, Ky.

White shared the Gospel with a 
young man named Joani who lived on 
Deer Island in the Gulf of Nicoya. Al­
though the young man did not accept 
Christ, it was the first time that Joani 

understood the good news. Joani told 
White that he would go home and “talk 
to God about it.”

Students also were involved in door- 
to-door visitation, Backyard Bible 
Clubs, evangelistic services, prayer 
walking, and personal evangelism.

Andy Pettigrew, a sophomore Span­
ish major from Jackson learned some­
thing new while on the trijp. He and 
Tony Rengifo, IMB missionary, were 
overlooking a community in a small 
valley. Rengifo commented that the 
people living there didn’t have access to 
the Christian message.

“As I looked out over the valley, God 
really burdened my heart for the people 
of Costa Rica,” said Pettigrew. This 
burden drew him to work with Rengifo 
and his wife, Renee.

The team in the Valley of the Saints 
showed the film, “Jesus,” to over 100 
people who gathered in a local theater. 
Several trusted Christ as a result of the 
students’ witness and the film.

The group also experienced a mir­
acle. On the first evening, group 
members gathered in the hotel where 
they were staying to pray. A Costa 
Rican man stopped to listen to the 
English prayer. Although he was not 
able to understand, God peaked his 
interest.

“We talked with the man, and he ac­
cepted Christ,” said Jon Putt, a senior 
marketing major from Tupelo, Miss.

fective methods of team sharing was a 
creative wordless drama set to music, 
which portrayed God’s creative and re­
demptive work.

“It was great when the people 
stopped to watch every time we per­
formed the drama,” said Carrie Teague, 
a sophomore pre-medicine/chemistry 
major from Jackson. “We did the drama 
in soccer fields, on street corners, in 
worship services, and even on the 
beach. It was a conversation starter for 
many people.”

“Everyone came back to the United 

States with a greater passion and de­
sire to see God’s name spread through­
out the world,” said Brady.

“Our awareness was increased; our 
burden for the people of Costa Rica was 
made greater; and our sensitivity to the 
Lord’s leadership was heightened dur­
ing our experience.

“Our worldview was molded and 
shaped by being a part of what God is 
doing among other nations.”

Whether we were 
on the street at Car­

I had a hard 
time stepping over 
children who were 
sleeping in the 
streets at night.

One sweet face 
that I will never for­
get belonged to a lit­
tle boy who died less 
than 24 hours after I 
painted his hand. I 
also told him of God’s 
love for him, and I 
am so glad that I did.

Dyersburg evangelist leads revival in Canada

“The Lord’s timing is always perfect 
when we know that we are doing the 
Lord’s will,” according to a Dyersburg 
evangelist who recently returned from a 
partnership/volunteer missions trip to 
Worsley, Alberta, Canada.

William “Bill” Oakley learned of a re­
quest for an evangelist from Terry Sharp, 
Partnership/Volunteers Missions special­
ist during the State Evangelism Confer­
ence in January. The request was to con­
duct a revival for Worsley Church in 
Worsley, which is about 700 kilometers 
north of Edmonton, Alberta.

“Being a full-time evangelist, the Lord 
made it very clear to me that I was the 
one he had chosen to take this assign­
ment,” Oakley said. “I was already sched­
uled to be in Michigan in revivals the 
weeks of April 5 and 19.

After some phone conversations with 
Dick Hale, pastor of Worsley Church, the 
date of April 12-16 was set for the re­
vival.”

Oakley arrived amid snow and wind. 
Oakley stayed with Hale and his wife 
Shirlee and their six children.

Worsley is located in North Alberta, 
Oakley added. It is a community that con­
sists of farmers, ranchers, loggers, and oil 
producers.

Hale’s father started Worlsey Church 
30 years ago where father and son both 
have served 15 years consecutively as

pastor. The church has 100 res­
ident members.

“I wondered how many people 
would show up for the 8 a.m. 
Easter service, which was the 
only service scheduled for the 
morning,” Oakley said. “To my 
amazement the house was filled 
with 150 people who had come to 
worship, and many had driven 
from 20 to 25 miles over gravel 
roads to attend the service.”

That morning two people 
were baptized who made profes­
sions of faith. After the service, 
the ladies of the church pre­
pared brunch for everyone. From 
Sunday evening through Friday 
evening, the revival averaged 
over 50 per service.

Oakley and the pastor visited 
several of the ranchers and 
farmers in the area. Most live 20

miles or more from each other.
One of the added attractions

His formal training is from a 
Bible college in Canada started by Henry 
Blackaby. Blackaby served as one of 
Hale’s professors.

Oakley was impressed by the congrega­

America. “My heart leaped when Hale an­
nounced to the church that their Annie

“Worsley Church is a strong witness for 
our Lord both in Worsley and around the 
world.

For the Macedonian Call

Mosquito bites, smashed 
fingers, cracked ribs and collar 
bone, and bruised ankles and 
shins don’t sound much like a 
wonderful experience for 10 
construction volunteers from 
First Church, Nashville, in 
Costa Rica. However, Ron and 
Daisy Hamlin, team members, 
would disagree.

The First Church team left 
on April 13 and worked 
through April 27 to construct 
a church. Some of the time 
only nine worked because one 
of the members had to return

home early due to injuries.
They worked with a church 

in Siguirres, where a tradi­
tionally English speaking con­
gregation is dying because 
younger people are speaking 
Spanish.

Keith and Pam Travis, IMB 
missionaries, are starting a 
Spanish-speaking service and 
hope the church will have two 
services soon, one in English 
and the other in Spanish.

On the first day at Siguir­
res, the team removed the 
rusted tin roof and the ter­
mite-eaten rafters. For the 
next three days, they replaced

the wood, installed a new tin 
roof, and put a fresh coat of 
paint on the church.

Then the team went to 
Shalom Church in Los Guidos, 
a district in San Jose. The con­
gregation of 50-60 are meeting 
in a temporary building in the 
pastor’s backyard. For two 
years, the women of the 
church have baked tamales 
and other goods to raise mon­
ey to remodel the house.

On April 15, while the team 
was in Costa Rica, the church 
voted to start the project. 
Clive and Nancy Buttemere, 
IMB missionaries and mem­

bers of Shalom 
Church, contacted 
Sue Smith, IMB 
volunteer coordina­
tor, to see if any as­
sistance was avail­
able.

“We still had a 
few days work to 
complete the pro­
ject in Siguirres,” 
Daisy Hamlin noted. 
“But Keith Travis 
said he could put the 
finishing touches on 
the church.”

In four days, the 
Shalom Church had 
the supplies on 
site, the work plan 
completed, and peo­
ple in place to as­
sist the team.

“On the first

day, the Ticos, what Costa Ri­
cans call each other, taught us 
how to mix concrete and lay a 
concrete floor,” Ron Hamlin 
said.

The day was spent hauling 
sand, gravel, cement, and wa­
ter for the concrete. The rest of 
the week was spent framing 
and installing wall board for 
eight rooms, enlarging the liv­
ing area of the house for a 
chapel, and filling in dirt for 
the bathrooms.

The Shalom Church 
planned to install doors and 
windows and paint and finish 
the floor so it could hold its 
first sendee in the church May 
10.

“We learned from each oth­
er as we worked, laughed, ate, 
prayed and had devotions side 
by side," Ron Hamlin said.

“The First Church team 
was truly blest to be part of 
God’s work in Costa Rica,” 
Daisy Hamlin said.

“Each of us will treasure 
our experiences and memories 
with the Costa Rica people 
and the missionaries. To go to 
another country and work and 
worship side by side with 
those who speak in another 
language is life changing.”

Other members of the First 
Church team included Cliff 
Abel, Deloris and Bob Foust, 
Frances Jeannette, Diane and 
Russ Mabrey, and Mary Alice 
and Headly McMains. ■

With the extraordinary 
growth in Internet use, this 
technology is quickly changing 
the way our world communi­
cates. As a result, the way 
governments, organizations, 
businesses, and individuals 
worldwide acquire and process 
information has changed.

This technology is also 
opening new doors for missions 
and ministry globally. It is no 
wonder. With a personal com­
puter, a modem, and an Inter­
net Service Provider, anyone 
can access the Internet and a 
wealth of information. Conse­
quently, vast numbers of peo­
ple are discovering each day 
the benefits of being online.

One of the most popular fea­
tures of the Internet is e-mail 
(electronic mail). It offers con­
venience, speed, and direct ac­
cess to anyone with the equip­
ment at a low cost to the 
sender.

The graphically-rich portion 
of the Internet, the World 
Wide Web, combines text with 
images, sound, and even video. 
With the click of a computer 
mouse, a user can move

Individuals with a per­
sonal computer and a modem can access

Additionally, the Baptist and 
Reflector has its own section 
under “Services for Churches.” 
Each week Internet users can 
access some articles from the 
latest issue.

Other features of the “Ser­
vices for Churches” section in­
clude a topical listing of Execu­
tive Board ministries’ services; 
a key-word search engine that 
can locate specific information

Being family
By Mike Rogers

Focal Passage — Ruth 1-4
Several months ago my mother had a very seri­

ous and complicated heart operation. It was the 
first time all of her children were together since our 
father passed away in 1985. Obviously we are not a 
very close family. It took a near tragedy to put us in 
the same room. Yet, when the crisis hit us, we 
pulled together.

Our culture today seems to be hindering the de­
velopment of strong loving families. The daily frag­
mentation of family time together has contributed 
greatly to the disintegration of the close family 
unit. The fact that both mom and dad are working 
outside the home in order to live at a certain stan­
dard of living or just to pay the bills, has created a 
hostile environment for healthy family develop­
ment. Few families sit down around the kitchen 
table to eat supper together and communicate with 
one another. Television, computers, and CDs have 
become our closest companions. Discipline has be­
come a dirty word. Parental authority is being at­
tacked on every side — by the government, psy­
chologists, educational systems, and television talk 
shows.

Of all the families in our nation, Christian fami­
lies ought to really be different. We ought to truly 
and unselfishly love one another. We ought to be 
living examples of what it means to be a close fami­
ly. Many people desperately need to experience the 
way God blesses a family that seeks to serve one 
another out of their love relationship with him. 
Why would the world be drawn to our God if we 
have not allowed him to change our lives and our 
families? God gives us an excellent example of how 
he works in the lives of one family when one mem­
ber stands by her mother-in-law in the midst of dif­
ficult times.

Naomi lost her husband while they were living 
in a foreign country. Shortly after her husband 
died, both of her sons passed away also. The only 
family members left were her two daughters-in-law 
and herself. Naomi heard that the famine in her 
homeland was over and so she decided to return to 
her extended family in Bethlehem. She encouraged 
her daughters-in-law to return to their immediate 
families and she would make the journey alone. 
Ruth would not let her go by herself. She went with 
Naomi and worked in the fields harvesting left-over 
grain so that she and Naomi could eat. People in 
Bethlehem were touched by the way Ruth sacrificed 
to help her mother-in-law. The landowner, Boaz, 
was equally touched by Ruth’s love for Naomi. 
Boaz, according to the custom of his day, purchased 
the land that had belonged to Naomi’s husband and 
took Ruth to be his wife. Together, Boaz and Ruth 
had a son named Obed who later became the father 
of Jesse, who later became the father of David (the 
King). God blessed Ruth and Naomi because of 
their love for one another. God also touched the 
community because Ruth, a foreigner, loved her 
mother-in-law with the love of God.

When people in your community look at your 
family, what do they see? Do they see the love of 
God lived out in the relationships of each member, 
one to another? What hindrances stand in the way 
of others seeing Christ in you? What should you do 
or be to cooperate with God as he seeks to restore 
your family to the way he intended it to be?

On that day, when my family came together to 
listen to the doctors report about our mother, we 
held hands and prayed together for the first time in 
our adult life. This was a divine moment in a family 
where some had refused to believe in the existence 
of God. — Rogers and his wife Debi are the authors 
of “The Kingdom Agenda: Experiencing God in Your 
Workplace" (LifeWay Press, 1997).

True greatness
By Billy Murphy

Focal Passage — Mark 9:33-37; 10:35-45
Nothing shows how far the disciples were from realizing 

the real meaning of Jesus’ Messianic concept as the incident 
in this passage. Repeatedly, he told them of what awaited 
him in Jerusalem yet they were still thinking of his Kingdom 
in terms of an earthly kingdom. Each disciple visualized the 
position of “chief minister of state" as being his personal re­
sponsibility. There is something heart-breaking in the 
thought of Jesus moving towards a cross while his disciples 
argue about whom would be greatest among them. When he 
asked them “What was it that ye disputed among yourselves 
by the way?” they had nothing to say. If we were to take 
everything that is said or done by each of us and consider the 
presence of Jesus, it would make all the difference in the 
world in our lives. There is no “if about it, all deeds are done 
in his presence. Today, many followers of Jesus have a ten­
dency to forget that he is present while we participate in con­
versations and actions unbecoming to the believer.

Jesus dealt with this incident very seriously. He took the 
position of a Rabbi teaching his pupils before he spoke. He sat 
with them and said, “If any man desires to be first, the same 
shall be last of all, and servant of all.” When Jesus spoke of 
the supreme greatness and value of the man whose ambition 
was to be a servant, he laid down one of the greatest practical 
truths of all time.

In verses 36-37, Jesus is still dealing with the worthy and 
unworthy ambition. If a man welcomes the poor, ordinary 
ones who have no influence, no wealth, and no power, the 
people who need things done for them, he is welcoming Jesus. 
More than that, he is welcoming God. In effect Jesus is saying 
here that we should not seek out those who can do things for

Explore the Bible Lesson
By James Growden

Focal Passage — James 1:2-
4, 9-15, 26-27

Jesus’ brother, James wrote 
this short book. It is one of the 
earliest epistles (before AD 
50). He begins his epistle outlining 
some general characteristics of the 
Christian life in the first chapter.

In verses 2-4 (Living Bible), James 
says, “Dear brothers, is your life full 
of difficulties and temptations? Then 
be happy.” In the New International 
version it is “Consider it pure joy, my 
brothers, whenever you face trials of 
many kinds.” I’m not very good at 
that. I’m human. James identified 
with his audience.

He is teaching that trials should be 
faced with an attitude of joy. Trials 
should not be seen as a punishment, a 
curse, or a calamity, but something 
that must prompt rejoicing. James ad­
dressed Christians warmly as “my 
brother” fifteen times in this book. He 
is a very concerned church leader.

The word “temptation” as used 
here refers to trials or testing. It does 
not mean an enticement to do evil or 
sin. While God tests us, he never pro­
vokes us to commit sin.

James doesn’t say “if the way is 
rough, but “when” it is rough. He as­
sumes we will have trials and that it 
is possible to profit from them. He 
tells us to turn our hardships into 
times of learning. Rough times can 
teach us patience. 

We can’t really know the depth of 
our character until we see how we re­
act under pressure. It is easy to be 
kind when everything is going well, 
but can we still be kind when others 
are treating us unfairly? These trials 
should be opportunities for growth. 
Thank God for promising to be with 
us during the rough times. God will 
stay close by and help us grow. Verse 
9 refers to a person of humble circum­
stances, without status or wealth. 
Such people are often overlooked, 
even in our churches today, but God 
does not overlook them.

If wealth, power, and status mean 
nothing to God, why do we attribute 
so much importance to them and hon­
or those who possess them? What you 
have in your heart, not your bank ac­
count, matters to God and endures for 
eternity. The world’s idea of happi­
ness cannot provide lasting eternal 
benefits.

Temptation comes from evil desire 
within, not from God. It begins with 
an evil thought. It becomes sin when 
we dwell on the thought and allow it 
to become an action. Like a snowball 
rolling downhill, sin’s destruction 
grows when we let sin have its way. 
The best time to stop a snowball is be­

us, but those for whom we 
can provide direction in 
their lives. “In as much as 
you have done it unto the 
least of these my brother 
ye have done it unto me.”

James and John make their ambitions known in the next 
focal passage. Their request refers back to the incident of po­
sition in chapter 9. The incident tells us that they had com­
pletely failed to understand Jesus. Words were powerless to 
rid them of the idea of a Messiah of earthly power and glory. 
Only the cross would be able to do that. This story tells us 
something about James and John. No matter how bewildered 
they might be, they still believed in Jesus. It is amazing that 
these two could connect any glory at all with a Galilean car­
penter who had incurred the enmity and the bitter opposition 
of the orthodox religious leaders of his day and who was ap­
parently heading inevitably for a cross. There seems to be an 
amazing confidence and loyalty demonstrated here.

Jesus’ response to James and John was to say that with­
out a willingness on the part of a disciple to endure any hard­
ship, there can never be a crown. One standard of greatness 
in the Kingdom is that of the cross toward which Jesus was 
headed. The final assignment of destiny is always the prerog­
ative of God. Jesus demonstrated through his life that in the 
end the will of God was supreme.

When the other 10 disciples learned of the selfish request 
of James and John they were outraged. The previous contro-. 
versy of greatness began again. Now, this could have wrecked 
the fellowship of the apostolic band had Jesus not taken im­
mediate action. In the Kingdom of Jesus, he had indicated 
that greatness would be realized only through service to 
mankind.

The world needs people whose ideal is service. This is a 
principle that is so applicable to every facet of life. Discover 
the needs of people and assist them in satisfying those needs 
and you become a most successful servant of society. This is 
the principle Jesus taught his disciples and the legacy he has 
left for us today. — Murphy is Computer Consultant for West 
Carroll Special School District and a bivocational pastor, 
Howse Church, Atwood.

fore it is too big or moving too 
fast to control.

It is easy to blame others 
and make excuses for evil 
thoughts and wrong actions. 
Excuses include (1) it’s the oth­
er person’s fault; (2) I couldn’t 
help it; (3) everybody’s doing it; 

(4) nobody’s perfect: (5) I was pres­
sured into it; (6) I didn’t know it was 
wrong. A person who makes excuses 
is trying to shift the blame. A Christ­
ian should accept responsibility for 
his/her wrongs, confess them, and ask 
God for forgiveness.

James moves from the general to 
the more specific “not mere worship 
but doing ...” Verse 26 describes some 
of the outcomes of yielding to tempta­
tions related to the use of the tongue, 
self-deception, and empty religion. 
The tongue is controlled by the mind. 
A person who claims to be religious, 
yet fails to control his/her tongue has 
a worthless religion.

The true religion mentioned in 
verse 27 indicates some of the out­
comes of enduring trials and tempta­
tions. Thus, true religion expresses it­
self in loving service and in holy liv­
ing. True religion includes both social 
ethics and personal ethics. The phrase 
“unstained by the world” refers to 
moral purity. This verse indicates 
that we are to be in the world render­
ing service to others, yet we are not to 
yield to the evil of the world. —
