Congregation gives to missions for first time

BEAN STATION — When 
Randy Morgan, 26, was called 
as pastor of Rock Haven Mis­
sionary Church here three 
years ago, he began serving as 
a pastor for the first time.

Since then he’s learned a 
lot, he said. He’s learned about 
challenges. The church’s five 
members called him as pastor.

And he’s learned about mis­
sions. For the first time in its 
history, as much as it is 
known, Rock Haven is giving 
to the Cooperative Program 
and Grainger Association.

Morgan also has learned 
about the support of fellow 
Baptists. Because of that sup­
port, the congregation is build­
ing additional space which will 
include its first classrooms and 
bathrooms with indoor plumb­
ing.

One of the results of all of 
the changes at Rock Haven is a 
growing congregation, said 
Morgan, a bivocational pastor 
who farms and does full-time 
maintenance work for a nurs­
ing home. He reported on a re­
cent Sunday morning the 
church drew 30 to Sunday 
School and about 50 to worship.

All of this is unusual when 
one considers the church was 
closed for five years before First 
Church, Bean Station, reintro­
duced activities in 1995. Rock 
Haven is located several miles 
outside of rural Bearr Station.

The developments also are 
unusual when considering the 

church’s traditions. It was a 
member of the Mulberry Gap 
Association prior to its reopen­
ing. Neither its members nor 
Morgan knew about the assis­
tance offered to churches by 
Baptist agencies.

They learned about such 
help from David Tydings, direc­
tor of missions, Grainger Asso­
ciation. When he became aware 
of the church’s need to build, 
he referred Morgan to Bill 
George of Tennessee Baptist 
Convention Executive Board 
Ministries. George met with 
Morgan and several members.

George learned the church 
had raised $4,500 to build an 
addition. Members had raised 
the money through efforts like 
benefit music programs and 
bake sales, but also by going to 
businesses and collecting dona­
tions.

Members were glad to learn 
about building grants available 
from the Golden State Mission 
Offering. And they were 
pleased to meet the require­
ments for a grant by giving to 
the Cooperative Program and 
associational missions.

The members understood 
they would be helping other 
congregations needing assis­
tance, said George.

The congregation began giv­
ing 7 percent of its total offer­
ings to the Cooperative Pro­
gram. It already was giving to 
the association, said Morgan, 
and increased those gifts to 3 
percent.

Several weeks after the 
meeting with George, Morgan

prepared to announce at an 
evening service the grant 
check for $8,000 had arrived. 
He was so solemn many mem­
bers thought he was going to 
report he had been called to 
another church. “After it was 
all over with, we all had a good 
laugh,” he said.

Since then, the members 
“have really worked," said 
Morgan. When they discovered 
an area couldn’t be dug me­
chanically, members dug it by 
hand. Men and women dug an 
area 12 feet by 24 feet and 
about three feet deep in a 
week, he said proudly. Even 
children have worked on the 
addition.

“When we do something, 
most of the time they (the 
members) come together,” said 
Morgan, “giving it their very 
best, and that’s what it takes.”

The members did just that 
recently to hold a Vacation 
Bible School, reported Morgan, 
which he introduced to the 
congregation along with using 
educational literature.

An average of 35 children 
and youth attended, including 
many from “this poor valley 
community," said Morgan.

To respond to the poverty, 
the children are given gifts 
each year like WWJD brace­
lets. However, the youth give 
offerings too and they give sac- 
rificially, said Morgan. “Here 
in the valley $2 is like $30 to 
some somewhere else.”

All of the church’s accom­
plishments are due to God’s 
blessings, said Morgan. God 
has been directing fellow Bap­
tists, including many local 
Baptists, to help them, he ex­
plained. B&R

Inglewood youth in Capitol building when shooting occurs

Nashville pastor opens House of Representatives in prayer

NASHVILLE — Events un­
folded last week which likely 
will never be forgotten by 
members of Inglewood Church 
here.

Pastor Kevin Shrum had “a 
once in a lifetime experience” 
July 21 when he opened the 
United States House of Repre­
sentatives in prayer.

Three days later a youth 
group from Inglewood Church 
also had an “unforgettable ex­
perience” at the nation’s Capi­
tol. They were in the building 
when a gunman opened fire, 

killing two police officers and 
injuring a tourist.

Shrum’s op- 
portunity 
came about 
through the ef­
forts of Con­
gressman Bob 
Clement. One 
of Clement’s 
staff members, 
Dottie Moore, 
is a member 
Church where 
tor.

Getting the opportunity to 
lead prayer for the congress­
men is rare, Shrum noted.

He learned there are be­

tween 5,000-6,000 requests 
each year. Approximately 150 
people are selected to open the 
House of Representatives in 
prayer, he said.

Shrum said he was only the 
second person Clement has 
recommended who was chosen.

“It was a real honor and a 
humbling trip,” Shrum noted.

“In spite of all our warts as 
a country, we are still the 
greatest nation on earth. Our 
representative form of govern­
ment is the envy of the world,” 
he observed.

Not only was Shrum and his 
wife in Washington, but so was 
a group of youth from Ingle­

wood who were in the D. C. 
area on a mission trip.

The Inglewood team, after a 
week of inner-city mission 
work, was visiting the Capitol 
July 24 when the gunman 
opened fire. The 42-member 
group had divided up and 
about seven or eight along 
with minister to students Mar­
garet Johnson were touring 
the Capitol when the shooting 
occurred, Shrum reported.

The Inglewood group report­
edly had passed by the hallway 
where the gunman came in 
just minutes before he began 
shooting, Shrum said.

30 years of my professional life 
to the growth and development 
of Baptist, and I look forward 
to working with Erie and the 
board to build upon our suc­
cesses,” he said.

Chapman, 54, has served as

He most recently was presi­
dent and chief executive officer 
of Chapman Health Interna­
tional, based in Fort Laud­
erdale, Fla. In that role, he 
served as a national health 
care consultant.

“It is both a terrific honor 
and great opportunity to be se­
lected by the Baptist Hospital 
board of trustees to be presi­
dent and CEO of an organiza­
tion as distinguished as Bap­
tist Hospital,” said Chapman, 
who is an active member of 
First Presbyterian Church of 
Fort Lauderdale.

Chapman has been de­
scribed as “a committed Chris­
tian with strong faith and an 
active prayer life,” according to

The youth said they heard 
some gunshots, Shrum report­
ed, noting they were escorted 
out of the Capitol by armed 
guards.

“It was chaos for a mo­
ment,” Shrum said. He noted 
the youth were detained for a 
couple of hours before they 
were reunited with the others 
in their party.

The youth were interviewed 
by CNN and other media, the 
pastor said.

After reuniting with the en­
tire group they thanked God 
for keeping them safe, Shrum 
said.

Despite the trauma of the 
day, the Inglewood group went 
about with their tour on Satur­
day and even went to the 
White House, Shrum said. 
“They did not let fear drive 
them away. They are a great 
group of kids.”

Nashville media talked to 
the youth upon thpir return. A 
local television station was at 
their services on July 26.

Text of Nashville pastor’s prayer to house members
For Baptist and Reflector

NASHVILLE — Following is the text of the 
prayer delivered by Kevin Shrum, pastor of In­
glewood Church, to members of the House of 
Representatives on July 21. The prayer will be 
printed in the congressional record.

“Gracious Father, I humbly approach you 
today in the name of the one and only true 
God, the unique Savior and Lord, Jesus 
Christ. In his name and with the aid of the 
Holy Spirit, I earnestly ask for your bountiful 
blessings and Godly wisdom to anoint this 
law-making body in their daily tasks.

“For Lord, great is their task in leading this 
nation to honor its noble heritage and secure 
the possibilities of a future as ‘One Nation Un­
der God.’ May we understand, as did President 
George Washington, that ‘...Of all the disposi­
tions and habits which lead to political pros­
perity, religion, and morality are indispens­
able supports’ (Washington’s Farewell Ad­
dress, delivered in 1796).

“Assist this esteemed assembly and our 
beloved nation as a whole to honor your jus­
tice, mercy, and righteousness in all that we 
do and say. If Godly righteousness exalts a na­
tion, then let us be that nation that leads the 
nations in seeking your righteous standards.

“When we err, forgive us. If we succeed, let 
our successes honor you and humbly lead us to 
further successes. And may every action of this 
law-making body reflect the absolute charac­
ter and gracious benevolence of your biblical 
law and love.

“Ultimately, may all that we do and say as 
a unified people bring honor and glory to you, 
O God, ‘who is able to keep us from falling 
(and failing) and to present us before his glori­
ous presence without fault and with a great 
joy — to the only God and Savior, be glory, 
majesty, power, and authority, through Jesus 
Christ our Lord, before all ages, now and 
forevermore.’

“In the name of Jesus Christ I pray. 
Amen.” ■

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New heart gives Calvin Metcalf new lease on life

KNOXVILLE — Last De­
cember Calvin Metcalf was re­
signed to the fact he probably 
was going to spend his last 
Christmas with his family.

He was in a Knoxville hospi­
tal with serious heart prob­
lems. He had explored the pos­
sibilities of a heart transplant, 
but with no results.

“I had reached the point 
where I actually celebrated the 
gift of death,” Metcalf recalled.

Yet, as was the case about 
five years before, God indicat­
ed he was not through with the 
retired pastor of Central 
Church, Fountain City, here.

In 1993 Metcalf was diag­
nosed with a serious heart 
problem where the left side of 
his heart was functioning at 

only 15 percent, compared to 
55-60 for a normal heart.

“Some people then thought I 
would never leave the hospital; 
others thought I would never 
preach again,” Metcalf said.

Yet, he slowly began to re­
cover and started preaching 
again. He would continue as 
pastor at Central, Fountain 
City, until July 1997 when he 
decided to retire at the age of 
63.

“I was not able to do every­
thing the church needed and I 
wanted more time with my 
wife,” Metcalf said.

Shortly after retirement he 
and his wife were on a trip 
when he ended up in a Her­
shey, Pa., hospital with con­
gestive heart failure.

He returned to Knoxville 
and again began to recover. He 
even began teaching a course 
at Carson-Newman College. 
By mid-October, however, he 
had gotten weaker and he had 
to give up the course.

During this time he heard 
what he had dreaded hearing. 
“I was told the only thing that 
would help would be a trans­
plant.”

Trips to two major medical 
centers failed to yield results. 
One would not accept him be­
cause of his age; the other 
wanted him to have a mechan­
ical device inserted into his 
heart to keep him alive.

After returning to Knoxville 
in December, a friend of his 
son who is now a cardiologist 
in the city, convinced Metcalf 
to go to Cleveland (Ohio)

Health Clinic.
In January Metcalf flew to 

Cleveland and was put in in­
tensive care.

“The doctor there talked me 
into accepting the medical de­
vice. He explained it was the 
only way I could stay alive,” 
Metcalf said.

“At that point my family 
wanted me to live so strongly 
that I decided to do everything 
I could for their sake.

“I was ready to die. I had 
said my goodbyes. I had a good 
life with a lot of opportunities,” 
said Metcalf, a former presi­
dent of the Tennessee Baptist 
Convention.

On Jan. 16 Metcalf agreed 
to have the mechanical device 
and surgery was scheduled on 
Monday.

The following day a miracle 
occurred. Nurses came and 
told him someone in Michigan 
had died and was a match. The 
person ahead of Metcalf on the 
transplant list was not able to 
have the surgery because he 

had the mechanical device im­
planted the day before. When 
the implant is done it takes 
several weeks to heal before 
the transplant can occur, Met­
calf explained.

Metcalf received his new 
heart on a Sunday. “It was a 
miracle,” he affirmed.

The retired pastor is becom­
ing active once more. He re­
cently played 18 holes of golf 
for the first time after the 
transplant. He has served as a 
supply pastor in several 
churches and has done some 
work for Carson-Newman, 
where he is a trustee. “It’s good 
to feel there’s something out 
there I can still do,” he said.

“It feels good to be alive. I 
give God the glory,” he said.

Metcalf is very appreciative 
of the prayers he received from 
people all over Tennessee, 
some of whom have disagreed 
with Metcalf on various issues 
over the years. “We can pray 
for each other across our dif­
ferences,” he affirmed.

“The whole healing process 
has been a testimony of God’s 
grace and goodness,” he noted. 
“It was nothing I deserved.”

Metcalf noted that before 
his transplant he had not 
signed an organ donor card. “I 
understand the importance of 
doing that now,” he said.

The retired Knoxville pastor 
acknowledged God has given 
him a new lease on life.

“I want to find God’s pur­
pose for the rest of it and do it 
to the best of my ability,” he 
said. B&R

“If it bleeds, it leads.”
That’s the botto,m-line credo of many a 

local TV news director looking for a “grab­
ber” to open the newscast. Murder and 
mayhem. Robberies, shootouts, hostage 
situations. Killer crashes. Deadly fires or 
storms. Bodies.

Proximity helps, but a “local angle” is 
no longer required. Graphic pictures are. If 
bloody video is floating on the satellite, TV 
stations searching for sensation converge 
on it like sharks — regardless of its origin 
or relevance to viewers. If it’s live, so much 
the better. It’s almost irresistible. Many of 
us watch in morbid fascination, like rub­
bernecking drivers inching past a fatal 
wreck. Cut to commercial.

Violent crime has actually declined in 
the United States, but you wouldn’t know 
it by watching your local news. National 
newscasts, “magazine” shows, and newspa­
pers aren’t much better. They’re competing 
with blood-drenched TV dramas, movies 
and books for an audience, after all. Vio­
lence sells — along with sex, celebrity, and 
tear-jerking emotion.

There’s nothing new about violence and 
death as spectator events. Gladiator duels 
and lions tearing Christians apart for the 
amusement of raucous crowds in Roman 
arenas come to mind. At least the Romans 
didn’t have serious-faced “anchor persons”

God can use the things of this world for 

his purposes, however — even the media. 
Sensational world news coverage offers 
mission prayer warriors a strategic oppor­
tunity to change the world.

Many places plagued by violence and 
disaster are also places where peo­
ple are dying without the 
Gospel. Algeria, where the 
killing of innocents by 
Muslim militants goes on

Though farming was not prof­
itable then it provided the 
means to feed his family.

His own father thought he 
was crazy to leave this security 
for the uncertainty of going to 
school to prepare for the min­
istry. Following seminary days 
he went to a small Tennessee 
River town to pastor a half­
time church, two quarter-time 
churches across the river, and 
one little church that would 
have services only four times a 
year, on the fifth Sunday. All 
of these churches were strug­
gling and could only afford the 
services of a minister due to 
the fact his salary was supple­

mented by the Home Mission 
Board (now North American 
Mission Board). Not far from 
that fifth Sunday church was a 
small congregation that asked 
him to preach on Sunday after­
noon. The entire offering 
would be given to him.

Years later my father spoke 
at a pastor’s conference to pro­
mote participation in the 
church annuity plan. He told 
the following true story:

He returned one Sunday 
from the church that had ser­
vices on the fifth Sunday after­
noon. My brother asked him 
about the offering and my fa­
ther pulled out a 50-cent coin 
which was the offering. My 
brother asked how much he 
had put in the offering plate. 
His answer was “50 cents.”

My brother’s reply: “If you 
had put in more, you would 
have had a bigger offering.”

Not only was my father suc­
cessful in getting many young 
ministers to start contributing 
to a plan for retirement, there 
is a sermon in that story.

Whenever I hear church 
members who are only partial­
ly committed and are constant­
ly griping about something in 
the church that doesn’t suit 
them, I can hear my father’s 
voice saying, “If I had put more 
into it, I would have gotten 
more out of it ”

Asks questions
To better understand the re­

cent action of Carson-Newman 
College trustees, Tennessee

Baptists need to know that of 
the current 33 trustees from 
Tennessee, at least 14 are from 
churches that financially sup­
port the Cooperative Baptist 
Fellowship either by budget or 
by allowing members to desig­
nate offerings to CBF. Both 
the chairman and vice chair­
man are among the 14. This 
information was gathered by 
telephone interview with the 
offices of these churches. Not 
all 33 churches were inter­
viewed, so there may be more.

According to a CBF employ­
ee there are only about 70 
churches in Tennessee that fi­
nancially support CBF. This 
means that 14 or more 
trustees come from 70 church­
es, while 19 or less come from 
the other approximately 2,900 
TBC churches. The fact is, 
about 2 percent of the church­
es in Tennessee supply 42 per­
cent or more of the current C-N 
trustees. C-N wants more than 
one trustee per church. Is that 
to raise more money or to 
maintain strong CBF influ­
ence, since they have only 70 
churches to draw from?

Does C-N want a self-per­
petuating board so that C-N 
can be de-politicized, or so that 
their strong CBF influence can 
be perpetuated? Can a board of 
42 percent CBF supporters 
ever be considered non-politi- 
cal? Given an already-stacked 
C-N board, can Tennessee 
Baptists agree to a compro­
mise unless it guarantees to 
lessen CBF representation?

Foundation sends team to build church in Rio de Janeiro

When a Michigan church honors Ten­
nessee partnership/volunteer missions 
construction teams on its website, it’s a 
new way of saying “Thank You.”

If “the media is still the message,” then 
Faith Church in Durand, Michigan, is 
telling the Tennessee partnership/volun­
teer missions story on its website. The Du­
rand church recently honored a construc­
tion team made up of members from First 
Church, Tullahoma, Central Church, Hen­
dersonville, and a member of First 
Church, Woodbury.

The TBC Partnership/Volunteer Mis­
sions office assembled the 16-member 
team. The team worked June 21-27 on the 
new church facility for Faith Church in 
Durand.

“The information on the Tennessee team 
went up on the website June 23 while we 
were still up there,” said Mel Homan, team 
leader from First Church, Tullahoma. “It’s 
updated weekly and the photos of the 
church and team members change.

“The building was constructed with 
wood framing and trusses,” Homan added. 
“The team started from a slab on Monday 
morning and by Friday had the entire ex­
ternal walls and some internal walls 
erected. The trusses were in place and 
some of the roof decked.”

Meals for the team members were pro­
vided by Faith Church members and also 
by the women from Hendersonville.

Also included in the First Church, Tul­
lahoma, team were: Winfred Johnson, 
Mark LeMay, Billy Thompson, Drew Par­
son, Craig Russell, Larry and Seth Camp­
bell. Central Church, Hendersonville, 
team members were: Lee Campbell, Har­
ry, Debbie and Jason Conley, Don and 
Carol Kemper and Dono Moore. A member 
of First Church, Woodbury, Bob Jones, 
tagged up with the group by calling the 
Partnership/Volunteer Missions team.

Jones, a CPA and the 
son of retired IMB mis­
sionaries Dan and Helen 
Jones, said he saw the 
project in the Macedonian 
Call. He knew he would 
be close to the area on 
business during the proj­
ect week so he decided to 
join the team.

Currently running on 
the Faith Church website 
are “thank yous” and pho­
tos of 70 Tennessee vol­
unteers from Cumberland 
Plateau and Sequatchie 
Valley Associations, and 
Dixie Lee Church of Le- 
nior City. These teams 
worked July 12-18 and

Volunteers’ families, friends, 
and churches had been gather­
ing materials for Brazil and 
praying for the travelers for 
months since the Tennessee 
Baptist Foundation announced 
their intention in 1997 to be 
the TBC institution to build 
the first church.

The 26 excited Tennessee 
volunteers, who had come to 
build a Rio church, met at the 
Atlanta airport from Knoxville, 
Nashville, and Chattanooga

for the flight to Rio de Janeiro, 
Brazil. The Foundation had 
supplied the money for the 
building materials and spon­
sored the trip to Rio.

“We had planned the trip 
for months,” Foundation presi­
dent-treasurer W.L “Bo” 
Childs said. “Supplies and 
tools had been packed.

“Several of the churches had 
held a commissioning service as 
they sent out part of the spiri­
tual body to do mission work. 
Everything had been done to 
make this trip a success.”

The flight to Rio left Atlanta 
on Sunday, June 21 and after 
a brief stop in San Paulo, 
Brazil, the team arrived in Rio 
on Monday, June 22. During 
the stop in San Paulo, a repre­
sentative of the Brazilian tour 
company boarded the flight to 
take the group through the 
customs procedures.

“We gathered our luggage, 
which was a variety of suitcas­
es, footlockers, Rubbermaid 
containers, and cardboard box­
es. We must have been a
strange site as we lined up for 

the inspec­
tion,” Childs 
said.

Passing 
the Brazil­
ian Federal 
Police In­
spection of 
documents, 
the team 
moved on to 
customs. 
Inspections 
are random. 
When the 
traveler 

presses a button on a post and 
either a red or green light comes 
on to dictate the inspection.

“Most of our group got the 
green light, but I got the red 
light. The inspector who was 
very polite had me open all my 
luggage including my Rubber­
maid trunk.”

Passing customs the team 
found Elizabeth Oates, an IMB 
missionary in Brazil for 40 
years and serves as the Ten- 
nessee/Rio volunteer partner­
ship coordinator.

“Our project was to build a 
mission church for a small con­
gregation of the Rio das Pedras 
church of Jacarepagua, a ‘sub­
urb’ of Rio. This turned out to 
be a challenge since the lot 
was surrounded on three sides 
with buildings whose walls 
were on the property line. Our 
church walls were to be built 
touching the other buildings,” 
Childs added.

Some team members laid 
blocks and others built forms 
for pouring concrete support 
columns for the roof. The team

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Millions in Rio de Janeiro miss 'goal,' says DOM
For The Macedonian Call

The city of Rio de Janeiro in Brazil 
practically shuts down during the 
World Cup Tournament when the 
Brazilian team plays its soccer match­
es, but the lost millions in Rio are still 
missing the goal, according to a Ten­
nessee Baptist director of missions who 
recently returned from a partnership 
trip to Rio.

“Now that I’m back home in 
Cookeville, the Brazilian World Cup 
sportscaster’s scream still rings in my 
ear—Go-o-o-o-1,” said Mike Prowse, 
who serves in Stone Association. He 
also serves as a volunteer hospital 
chaplain.

“When the World Cup match be­
tween Brazil and Morocco was televised 
locally in Brazil, hospital patients were 
allowed to have TV sets brought from 
home for the game.

“I’m sad thinking about the mil­
lions in Rio who are missing the main 
goal for living which is being saved 
from sin. Yet, I’m glad that Ten­
nessee Baptists are currently working 
to impact the masses in Rio at least 

one soul at a time.”
Prowse served June 12-22 in Rio as 

a hospital chaplain’s trainer and also 
led a seminar with Carioca Convention 
chaplains, coordinators, volunteers, 
and other denominational chaplains 
and volunteers.

Upon his arrival in Rio, Prowse 
learned from IMB missionary Elizabeth 
Oates, who serves as the Tennessee/Rio 
partnership coordinator that the Cario­
ca Convention chaplains’ staff had been 
cut from five to two. In addition to the 
hospitals’ economic problems, the doc­
tors, nurses, and other workers in the 
state-owned hospitals were on strike.

One of the two chaplains remaining 
who worked with Prowse was a young 
lady, named Liege da Silva Lopes, who 
was assigned to a hospital. The other 
chaplain whom Prowse visited was 
Miguel Jacob Mendes. He was ac­
quainted with the work in four or five 
hospitals. Both of these Carioca chap­
lains were graduates of IBER, the In­
stitute of Baptist Religious Education.

Mendes is also the product of South­
ern Baptist presence in Brazil. Mendes, 
the interpreter MK David Fairchild, 

and Prowse visited several hospitals 
and met with many volunteers. 
Fairchild, is the son of IMB missionar­
ies Ray and Sharon Fairchild, and is a 
student at Houston Baptist University.

The Carioca chaplains acted as coor- 
dinators/encouragers for the volun­
teers. Most of the volunteers who came 
to be trained were women. At least 38 
volunteers, chaplains, and chaplain co­
ordinators attended Prowse’s Saturday 
seminar, which dealt with visitation 
and ministry in the hospital setting.

“We were on the go all the time visit­
ing the hospitals,” Prowse said. “We 
brought construction paper, crayons, 
and trinkets for hospitalized children 
which were given by friends in 
Cookeville.

“Since the hospitals we visited had 
fewer patients than usual due to the 
strike, there were others in Rio who 
were recipients of some ‘souvenirs’ from 
America. Other goodwill gestures 
brought from Tennessee were bro­
chures from Cookeville Regional Med­
ical Center and given to two hospitals 
with administrators.

“Hospital officials and personnel 

whom we met were very receptive to 
the Baptists from America who were 
there not only as visitors, but as col­
leagues.

“The Carioca chaplains were very pa­
tient with me and were very hungry to 
learn about Tennessee Baptists’ ap­
proach to ministry in the hospitals. 
From our week’s work together, Mendes 
decided to meet twice a month with his 
volunteers and coworkers as a group.

“I suggested that the 390 Baptist 
churches in the city could work ‘in com­
munity’ with the 350 hospitals in Rio. 
Perhaps each church could be assigned 
to contact a hospital and send its volun­
teers. A relationship could evolve pro­
viding a base for ministry in these in­
stitutions. The chaplains were encour­
aged to set that as a goal so that their 
current efforts can be multiplied as oth­
er churches produce more volunteers in 
the future.

“I am so hopeful that the trickle of 
volunteers now engaged in the Ten­
nessee/Rio partnership will soon broad­
en into a stream of workers celebrating 
real life throughout a modern-day Nin­
eveh.” ■

Healthcare workers treat Costa Ricans, help local workers

A Tennessee Medical Team 
recently returned from Costa 
Rica where they did work in a 
local public hospital, shared 
with healthcare workers, and 
did professional lifestyle wit­
nessing.

This was the second trip 
May 1-10 for Nashville gas­
troenterologist Dewey Dunn 
and his wife Bobbie as they led 
another medical team to the 
South Zone near the Panama 
border. The trip was easier 
this year because the hospital 
was well known to the team 
and the hospital staff had fa­
miliar faces. Missionary Sue 
Smith had also acquired total 
official approval for the team 
to “practice medicine” at the 
hospital.

Included in the medical 
team were: Penny Walden, 
physician and nursing assis­
tant from Nashville; Dickie 
Mobley, urologist from Paris; 
Steve Vaughan, physician as­
sistant from Goodlettsville; 
Shirley Silver, nurse from 
Nashville; Anglea James, 

nurse; and Corey James, 
salesman, both from Puryear.

Mobley went to Costa Rica 
to fulfill a special request for a 
urologist. While at the Costa 
Rica hospital, Mobley and An­
gela James did specialized 
surgery and saw many pa­
tients. Mobley also developed 
a relationship with physican 
Edgar Escobar who coordi­
nates the healthcare projects 
in the hospital and the region­
al satellite clinics.

Dunn and Vaughan per­
formed a large volume of gas­
troenterology work.

There were 72 patients 
treated who were examined in 
almost five days. The GI team 
took stomach biopsies and per­
formed tests for bacteria in the 
stomach.

Medications were brought 
with the team and given to pa­
tients to eradicate the bacte­
ria.

“The endoscopy this year 
was much more satisfactory 
than those procedures per­
formed in 1997,” Dewey Dunn 
said. “Twice as many patients 
were examined and the proce­

dures were done more effi­
ciently.” The results could be 
attributed to two gastroscopes 
from the Veterans Administra­
tion Hospital in Nashville that 
the team took with them.

The Costa Rica hospital 
staff came into the examina­
tion room frequently to get a 
glimpse of a stomach proce­
dure. Hospital staff learned 
from their participation in 
surgery and the techniques for 
cleaning and handling instru­
ments.

The four other volunteers 
went to the mountains with 
missionaries Bill and Linda 
Egbert to serve in the second 
healthcare project among the 
Guayami Indian people. Led 
by partnership assistant Wal­
ter Rodriquez to the area, the 
team examined children and 
did eye examinations. Silver 
examined the children while 
Bobbie Dunn and Walden did 
adult eye exams and Corey 
James helped find the eye­
glasses.

Children were given vita­
mins, worm pills, and health 
packets with tooth brushes,

tooth pastes, soaps, skin lo­
tions, and witnessing tracks.

The Egberts and Costa Ri­
can home missionaries worked 
with the medical team in the 
mountains to show God’s love 
and establish relationships 
with this “unreached” people 
group.

On the last Sunday morn­
ing in Costa Rica, the team 
had a worship service and 
summary of the project. They 

sang in Spanish and recalled 
the blessings of eating in Cos­
ta Rica homes, fellowshiped 
with each other and the mis­
sionaries, attended a mission 
church, and visited with other 
missionaries.

For the team, the effort was 
a spiritual experience that was 
saturated with prayer — at the 
hospital for patients, prayer 
for the mountain Indians, and 
prayer for themselves. ■

hauled sand, cement and blocks, and 
mixed mortar on the ground.

“None of us were accustomed to this 
much hard work in such an intense 
time frame. We had planned to finish 
this building in a week. We had expect­
ed to build a one-floor concrete block 
church. We found out that the lot was 
not suited for one story, and that the 
mission church’s plans were to eventu­
ally have three floors.

“The first floor now had to be built 
much stronger to hold two more floors.

“Since American building materials 
are different, we were unaccustomed to 
Brazilian blocks that are longer and 
thinner. We had to lay more blocks due 
to their size.”

The team worked Tuesday through 
Saturday, completed the walls to 14 
feet, and poured all of the support 
columns, which was done one bucket of 
concrete at a time. Members also had

the pre-fabricated roof beams, win­
dows, and doors delivered to the site.

“Several of our group worked at the 
sponsoring mother church, Rio das Pe- 
dras, where we built the furniture for 
the new church. They built 16 pews, a 
pulpit, and the Lord’s Supper table. 
When the new church is complete, the 
furniture is ready.

Members from the mother church 
worked along side the team daily in the 
construction. The mother church also

fed the group lunches and break food.
“We witnessed and shared biblical 

materials in the streets near the new 
church. The members of the Rio das Pe- 
dras Church will complete the building. 
When it is finished it will be the most 
attractive building in the area.

“Of the 14 churches represented 
team members all agreed that the trip 
was satisfying, frustrating, eye open­
ing, and exhausting. It was a good ex­
perience.” ■

“Some students and profes­
sors have been quoted in vari­
ous media accounts as advocat­
ing the establishment of a gay 
and lesbian support group,” 
Sizemore said. “Those individ­
uals are free to express person­
al opinions, but they do not 
speak for the college.”

The Kansas City Star re­
ported recently a professor at 
the school planned to help stu­
dents request formal recogni­
tion of a gay-lesbian group this 
fall.

Thus far, no formal request 
for recognition has been made 
on behalf of any gay or lesbian 
group,” Sizemore said. ■

Choose life-giving wisdom

Security

Focal Passage — Proverbs 8:1-11, 33-36
When Relationships Suffer is the central theme of the 

last five lessons of this quarter. We do not always act, 
think, respond, relate without flaw or failure. Add to this 
our lack of understanding and/or appreciation of the ac-

God, we have responsi­
bility to choose life-giv­
ing wisdom. The plea is 
for us to “ ... hear ... re­
ceive instruction ... Hear 
instruction and be wise, 
and refuse it not.”

Focal Passage — Jeremiah 1:1-3, 17-19;
2:12-13, 27-28; 5:30-31

When you became a Christian who did you 
make your commitment to ? Did you go before 
the church and through the act of baptism com­
mit to being a faithful follower of the Lord Jesus 
Christ? Did you silently promise God that you 
would trust in him and allow him to be your 
Savior? Was there an individual or a group that 
you wanted to especially share your joy? And 
what about now? Can the world tell of your com­
mitment to Jesus Christ by your lifestyle?

In Jeremiah’s day the followers of God 
boasted about their piety and religious favor. 
They were quick to point out the superiority of 
their prophets and priests. And the prophets 
and priests, the professional clergy, were eager 
to please their benefactors. The sights and 
sounds of religion were everywhere but trust 
in God was lacking. It seemed as if each per­
son wanted every other person to know just 
how pious they were.

Faith had been regulated to ritual in Jere­
miah’s day. Trust had been transformed to 
tradition. While the professional clergy were 
crying “all is well,” Jeremiah was speaking 
God’s warning, “Look out.” Turbulent clouds of 
war and persecution hung over Judah. In the 
midst of this Jeremiah was to find strength 
and security to preach the Word of God.

What brought security and stability to Jere­
miah’s life? I think the same two things that 
can bring security and stability to our lives.

Jeremiah had a personal relationship with 
God. He knew God and was known by God. To­
day that relationship is found in Jesus Christ. 
To know Jesus means more than just knowing 
his name. It means more than knowing his 
teachings. It means more than knowing about 
him or being affiliated with a church. Our se­
curity comes when we have 
personally met Christ, 
through faith, and have devel­
oped an intimate relationship 
with him through daily com­
munication. Faith in anyone, 
or anything, other than our 
relationship with Jesus is fu­
tile.

Once we have established 
that personal relationship then 
we can seek God’s will in our lives and live in 
the security of being in God’s will. Jeremiah 
knew he had been called of God to speak to the 
people. He knew the message he was to speak 
came from God. His security and strength came 
in listening to and doing God’s will.

The temptation before the Christian today 
is to find security in things that will not last. 
Our culture promotes financial security, mari­
tal security, educational security, job security, 
and on and on. Each of these in and of them­
selves are not sinful, evil, or wrong. Collective­
ly they pose no threat to the Christian, unless 
one or all of these become our wardrobe of se­
curity. Or the quest for all of these become our 
motivation. False security is based on the 
things of this world. The transitory things. 
How can we be secure when that which we 
cling to is fading away? True security comes 
only in Jesus. — Medley is pastor, First 
Church, Jasper.

tions and intentions of others and it appears certain that
our relationships will be tried. What are we to do? When? 
How?

The Scriptures before us this week call out to us, 
“Choose life-giving wisdom.” Wisdom is available. Notice 
the implications of wisdom crying out, putting forth her 
voice. From "... high places, by the way ... at the gates, at 
the entry of the city ...” and other indications in the text 
point to the truth that God does not want us to be in the 
darkness. He does not will us to be in confusion as the 
course we should follow. He comes seeking and rescuing 
us where we are. His wisdom is available.

Family Bible Lesson

Wisdom is available to all men. The plea to choose life­
giving wisdom is made to "... men ... the sons of man ... 
simple. ...” Even “fools” are offered wisdom. These are not 
necessarily those of lesser intellectual capacity. This word 
is used also to refer to people who disregard divine wis­
dom. Wisdom is available to those even who have reject-
ed, who have willfully chosen the wrong course. The grace 
of God is evident throughout the ages.

Though wisdom is available to all as a provision from

There is a cartoon rooster who spends most of his time
trying to convince a very young chicken hawk that he, the 
rooster, is not a chicken. In this attempt, his usual phrase
is “Pay attention, boy!” Pay attention. Have you 
thought about those words together. If we are to re­
ceive wisdom, if instruction is to get through to us, we
must pay attention. There is a cost in­
volved.

Perhaps we need to hear again the 
instruction of our Lord Jesus. He told 
us to ask and we would receive, seek 
and we would find, knock and it would 
be opened. Notice the answers; a way, 
wisdom which we need is available. We 
must avail ourselves of the opportuni­
ties before us.

How stern the warning that closes

our study. One who consciously decides to reject or ne­
glect wisdom is choosing death. Again, the biblical 
principle comes clearly to the fore. To reject God’s way; 
to neglect the gift; to consciously disobey; the wages of 
sin is death. As surely as Moses set before the people 
of Israel the ways of life and death (Deuteronomy 
30:15), as surely as the plea made in our text in 
Proverbs 8:36, so must we realize the responsibility 
that always comes equally with privilege. The call to
us as we order our steps is clear, “Choose Life-Giving 
Wisdom.”

church. With an act of humility Pe­
ter identifies himself as one of 
them. This is the way it ought to be 
— all believers are equal.

Peter acknowledges that he was 
present when Jesus suffered. He is 
also participating in the glory that 
belongs to the resurrected Savior. 
We will share a heavenly glory 
with Christ that is eternal.

After making these qualifying 
statements Peter begins instruc­
tions. As leaders the elders are told 
to shepherd the flock. As the an­
cient Israelite shepherd, church 
leaders are to go before the flock, 
feeding, protecting, and guiding 
them. Shepherds of the flock of God 
need to remember they are tending 
a flock that belongs to God, not to 
them.

As overseers elders are to help 
their sheep live according to the 
will of God. Fulfilling this responsi­
bility should be done with joy not 
motivated by money but as a pas­
sion of the soul.

While Christian leaders are to 
lead they must remember they are 
servants not masters. The best 
method of leading is by example. 
Jesus, himself, led by example.

Jesus, the chief shepherd, re­

wards with an unfading crown of 
glory faithful ministers who serve 
as instructed in verses 2-3.
