N’ OUBLIEZ PAS

T was not easy to decide as to the title for this articl^— 
whether it should be the French imperative as given above, 
meaning “Do not forget” or whether it should be the Latin 
affirmative “uno animo” which means “of one mind” or 
“unanimously”. The preference was given to the French, in 
the hope that it would be true to its mother-tongue in polite 
but persuasive entreaty. However, attention is called to the 
Latin phrase for unless Union members are “of one mind” 
the memory will count Jor little in the undertakings men­

tioned in the article. Twofold they are: (1) October as VV.M.U. Enlistment 
Month* (2) Twentieth Anniversary of W.M.U. Training School.

The word enlistment naturally recalls to the Christian mind the Golden Rule 
of Jesus a member of a missionary society readily agreeing that if she did not be­
long she’would most assuredly want some one to enlist her as a member. “As ye 
wo^d . . . unto you . . . even so do ye also unto them!” There are two Latin 
proverbs which may well be recalled just here. One is to the effect that people 
are known by their companions. Surely in this age-long saying there is wise 
counsel urging the unenlisted to heed the gracious invitation but all the more 
beseeching Christians not to be selfish in their religious experiences but to manifest 
their missionary zeal by enlisting those immediately around them. Jhe other Latin 
proverb—alter ipse amicus—declares that “a friend is a second seller Who of the 
missionary heart who does not long to do two days’ work in one, to double—aye 
quadruple—one’s usefulness? The answer to this longing is found in the enlist­
ment of one—then another and another—in a missionary society.

The query comes: “Must women enlist only women \?nd must young people 
p-Jist only the young?” The answer is obvious, as one remembers how the “grown- 
W’ counselors win young people—thus insuring “a second self” for many years 
beyond their span of life—and of how the Scripture promise Is still verified: “a 
little child shall lead them” as one sees a Sunbeam enticing her mother into the 
Woman’s Missionary Society. However, it is easier to believe that most of the 
women members will be won by women, the circle being the most effective unit of 
iqiproach. “N’ oubliez pas” that while enlistment is a W.M.U. fundamental it is 
especially emphazised during this month of October. Please also bear in mind tMt 
enlistment is one of the major interests of the Ruby Anniversary, the effort being 
to win 40,000 new members and to make a gain of 40% in Women’s Missionary 
Societies and also 40% in the total of W.M.U. organizations among the young 
people. Please turn to pages 24-25 of the Union’s Year Book and plan to have 
those two songs sung very enthusiastically at every circle and society meeting in 
the month and afterwards. The words fit well into the music once “the swing » 
caught”. Therefore, it is suggested that a quartet be trained in advance to lead 
the circle or society in the singing thereof.

As stated above, there are two outstanding undertakings in October, me 
gecoTid of these is the Twentieth Anniversary of W.M.U. Training School. It wm 
in the fall of 1907 that the school, as the newly acquired property of WomMS 
hflssionary Union, opened its doors to the small but heroic band of mission vol^ 
teers. Year by year the group increased until the debts on the Boards detwred 
some from entering upon the great adventure. All the more opportune, therefore,

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STORY of SERVICE FLAG of W. M. U. TRAINING SCHOOL
1HIS beautiful Service Flag, a gift to the school, was presented for the first 

time by Mrs. Maud R. McLure at the annual meeting of Woman’s Mis- 
— sionary Union, S. B. C., May, 1923, in Kansas City, Mo. The following 

facts were impresMvely explained. A picture of the flag is shown on the front 
cover page of this magazine.

The six large white stars at the top of the flag to the right represent the dif- 
ferent departments of W. M. U. work into which our studento have gone. One 
large white star represents the group of W. M. U. corresponding secretaries; an­
other, the W. M. U. young people’s leaders; another, .the W. M. U. educational 
secretaries; another, the W. M. U. field workers; another, the W. M. U. associa- 
tional and district workers. Thus six large stars represent the women who are 
giving their service to W. M. U.

The group of eight large white stars at the top of the flag to the left stands 
for the hundreds of women who have gone out from the school as follows: Home 
Mission Board workers, Sunday School Board and B. Y. P. U. workers, church 
missionaries, nurses, mission and mountain school teachers, Bible teachers in 
schools and colleges, pastors’ wives, workers in orphanages. One hundred and 
forty-seven young women have represented our school in foreign lands, and for 
each of these there appears a separate star on our flag—a star of white or a star of 
gold. They have gone to China, to Japan^ j^o Africa, South America and Mexico. 
One has gone to Burmah and one to Palestine.

The golden stars represent the five young women, who on foreign shores laid 
down their lives in the Master’s service. Mrs. Louthan of South Carolina, Miss 
Eula Hensley of Kentucky and Miss Grace McBride of Tennessee ^>;>'ed in China; 
Mrs. J. H. Rowe and Miss Leita Hill of Georgia served in Japan.—/ome Cree Bose

BUSINESS WOMEN’S CIRCLES

IMPORTANCE of MISSION STUDY for B. W. C’s.
proving her marvelous ability in professions, trades and every 

VjU other phase of the business of the world. When she first entered the 
VV field of wage-earner, she was looked upon as a necessary evil. But the 

business woman has startled the world as quietly and efficiently she has taken 
pQ^ssion of many important positions. Her vision , is keen, her sacrifices a pride, 
wfuleHiet. business training makes her an organizer and promoter, thus assuring 
success in the field of operation she chooses.

Therefore, these business women who throng our church membership are a 
force to be depended upon: a force that will do a great service in the missionary 
ranks if they can be enlisted. To enlist them we must show, them that we have a 
work worthy of their interest and their labor.

The history of the woman’s missionary work shows that, when the needs of 
the world were known, a great army of mother-hearted women rose to meet the 
cries of the needy, whether in our own land or in foreign fields. Nothing has been 
quite so helpful as our mission study courses in presenting faithfully the condi­
tions of the people of the earth who do not know Christ. Thbe books have been 
taught in local societies, in institutes and assemblies, but the business woman is 
seldom found in any of these classes. It has been a problem, and until lately in 
most places a neglected problem, as to how mission study books could be gotten 
before the business women of the W. M. S. so as to enlist their interest in missions.

One church has used the following plan: Two classes are taught a year for a 
period of one month each, on Wednesdays from twelve until one o’clock. Luncheon 
is served the Business Women’s Circle, the pastor teaching the selected mission 
study while the women are enjoying their lunch. At the end of the month an 
examination is given and seals are awarded. Books used are borrowed from the 
women of the church who have been in other classes. This plan has accomplished 
great results in some instances but is not always feasible, as in some places the 
business women do not have the same lunch hour.

Another plan that has proven a great success in sotne churches is this: On a 
certain night of each month, the business women are invited 'to a supper that is 
also served the junior missionary organizations at 6:30 o’clock; A private room is 
prepared for them and during the hour set aside for supper business and other re­
ports of the circles are completed. Twice a year the program of the W. M. S. 
mission study chairman calls for a three months’ study period. A mission study 
teacher will teach a book in lecture style following the supper hour of the Business 
Circle. At the end of three months, the women will have their examinations. 
After an interval of three months the teacher will then begin another book. These 
books are easily secured from the groups of W. M. S. members who have studied 
in their classes.' This plan of exchanging or passing on the mission study books is 
of economic value to the business woman and appreciated by them as “good busi­
ness”.

The three months’ course gives the women sufficient time to study. Especially 
can interest be advanced if the teacher will call attention each week to the progress 
of the class work. This can be done easily and effectively through the church 
calendar.

The one great object is to inform our valuable business women of the condi­
tion and needs found on our mission fields and of our plans to give Christ through
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the mission of preaching, teaching and healing. One devoted mission study twcher 
formed a club of the business women of her church. The wle object of the bi- 
Lnthly meeting held in her own home was to study and discuM mission study 
^ks on countries chosen by the club members, ci^peratmg under the teacher’s 
euidance with the home, state and foreign programs in our week of prayer seasons.

Information is inspiration and an added stressing of the pride of our si^eUes 
in obtaining a high place on the record of seals will be an incentive to the effiaent 
business woman to do her best to reach a goal. What is planned for her ^tnic- 
tion must be along the very best lines. She is trained m efficiency and speed and 
irunwilling to give time and energy to a mediocre program of mission study.-

“Punty is^ 
iwhite linen of the Lord’s choristers, righteousness is the comely gannent of ^ 
priests, holiness is the royal apparel of His servants”. Penitence, obedience, w 
loving heart, the consecrated and godly life—these are the Aings which ^ngman 
His worshipers: these are acceptable to God. He is great in His sovereignty ov» 
all pretended deities, I Cor. 8:4. In His immediate presence, angels cover their 
faces as unable to bear His dazzling glory. ^

IV. The Reign of Righteousness: Ps. 96:10-13. The Lord Christ reigns, ^ 
King whom God determined to set upon His holy hill of Zion. This is the gladdest 
news which can be carried to the heathen. The Lord Jehovah in the person^

■w tO doubt we have heard it said 
1^ many times that other religion 
1 ^ are as good as our own belief in 
Christ the Son of God. It is true that 

ay of these creeds and cults teach a 
ligh grade of morality and have really 
hne and beautiful ideals; in some of 
them at least there is a longing for some 
form of a God and a thirst for the 
truth. But they are all without Christ 
—except as they place Him side by 
side with Mohammed, Buddha and 
other acknowledged teachers. We could 
not say that a religion which teaches 
the worship of evil spirits, revengeful 
gods and idols of wood and stone is 
comparable with the religion of the 
Son of God or that the Koran and 
Vedas are true guides to salvation and 
eternal life, as is our Bible, the very 
Word of God. And yet these false re­
ligions, ^‘wells without water”, are call­
ing thousands to drink from their empty 
cups. Even in our own land their 
“great swelling words of vanity” are lur­

ing souls by promising 
when they themselvw a
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them liberty 
are “servants of

corruption”.
According to the constitution of the 

United States, which gives liberty of 
conscience to all, they have a right to 
teach idolatry and false doctrines in any 
place within our borders. Therefore 
the army with which we must meet this 
heathen invasion of .America must be a 
spiritual one. Let us inform ourselves 
of the nature and strength of this in­
vasion and advance against it under 
the leadership of Christ. He calls to us 
through their advent and His program 
for this spiritual warfare will be found 
in Ephesians 6:10-18. If every true 
follower of Jesus Christ were to put on 
this armor the doors of every heathen 
temple and mosque in the United States 
would close of themselves because re­
sources and growth would cease.

Statistics Imve been called the measur­
ing rod of expansion or shrinkage, of 
conquest or defeat. Statistics show that 
in the various religions in America we

may find about 12,000 Mohammedans 
and perhaps 6,000 Buddhists. The 
Hindus, except the larger group in San 
Francisco, California, are scattered In 
smaller groups from Vancouver, Canada 
{near ottr borders), to southern Cali­
fornia. these groups are small but 
conspicuous, especially in their anti> 
Christian attitude. Their exact num­
ber has not been given in the latest 
Statistical tables. The progress of 
heathenism in the United States has not 
been rapid but of sufficient importance 
to encourage its missionaries.

For a full century and a quarter, 
ever since the days of Carey, Martyn, 
Morrison and Ju^n, the cdl to evan­
gelize the Moslem, Buddhist and Hindu 
has come to us from over the seas; now 
comes a nearer call. Is not their very 
presence in our land the voice of 
Christ saying: “Lift up your eyes and 
look on the fidds, that they are white 
already to the harvest”?—and so near 
us! Let us “put on the whole armor 
of God . . . praying alwa}rs with all 
prayer and supplication in the Spirit 
... to make known the mystery of the 
Gospel” that the heathen at our door 
may turn to the true God and become 
a blessing rather than a curse to the 
United States.

When Sarah Judson was leaving In­
dia she wrote a farewell poem to her 
husband, litUe thinking it was her dying 
message to him. We may find in these 
lines an inspiration to serve the sons of 
Burmah in our own land. They read:
niHEN gird thine armor on, love.

Nor faint thou by the way, 
rill Boodh shall fall and Burmah’s sons

Shall own Messiah’s sway.
WHO IS MOHAMMED? 

pOR thirteen centuries millions of peo­
ple have been living and dying un- 

teaching of Mohammed, 
w^o is Mohammed ■ that he should so 
blind the minds of these millions to the 
knowledge of God’s love as i^ealed in 
Jesus Christ? We r^ that about the 
year 570 A.D. a merchant of Mecca, 
Ar^ia, went on a trading trip to Medina 
and died there. A few months later his 
wife, i^ho had remained in Mecca, gave
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birth to a son whomi she named Mo­
hammed. Since both Jews and early 
Christians had settled in Arabia the 
youthful Mohammed came in contact 
with both Judaism and Christianity, a 
fact that may have colored some of his 
later writinp. When six years old 
Mohammed lost his nmther. After her 
death he was trained to mercantile serv­
ice by relatives. When twelve years 
old he was sent with a trading party to 
Syria where he met a so-called Chris­
tian monk who seemed to have influ­
enced his religious attitude. Later be 
returned to Arabia and, like other native* 
boys, herded sheep. At twenty-five 
years of age he entered the service of a 
rich mdow of Mecca whom he married, 
showing he was a rather practical 
dreamer. Some ten years later he de­
clared himself a “prophet”, having re­
ceived this call in a “vision”. Periods 
of mental disturt^ce followed with 
other visions. About this time many 
Arabians, rejecting their early idolatry 
and unwilling to accept either Judaism 
or Christianity, seemed to be ready for 
a new belief and leadership. Mohammed . 
began to preach against Idol worship 
and while he gained converts he also 
aroused peat hostility. When persecu­
tion continued he fled to Medina. This 
flight is called the “Hegira” and oc­
curred in 622 A.D. This is the year 
one of the Mohammedan era, their 
present year being 1345.

We now see the “prophet” as a 
preacher, warrior, legislator, a builder 
of mosques and houses. After the death 
of his wife he contracted polygamous 
marriages, including' one with the wife 
of an adopted son, Islam {meaning 
resignation) became the name of his 
religion and in its name be collected an 
army of ten thousand Moslems who at­
tacked various strongholds and finally 
recaptured Mecca, to which city Mo­
hammed returned {631 A.D.) in peat 
state and toon afterward dito. ^me 
historians think h^ was at first sincere 
and upright, believing his mental dis­
turbances to be real visions, but that 
his later successes made him use his 
]X)wer for selfish ends mid the ipdul- 
pnce of his passions.



MOHAMMED’S BIBLE 
ISLAM is the only one of the great 
^ religions to come into being after 
Christianity; the only one that, in sev­
eral parts of the world, is today fore­
stalling and gaining on Christianity.— 
Canon Gairdner. The Koran, the Mos­
lem Bible, is a declaration of war 
against Christianity and a stubborn foe 
to civilization, liberty and truth. It 
TOnfnins one hundred and fourteen chap­
ters and is a little smaller than the New 
Testament. It is not arranged in order 

.but is a mbcture of adoration, prayers, 
desires of calamities against enemies, 
legends, facts and fancies; it teaches 
slavery, polygamy, divorce, intolerance 
to those outside of Islam, degradation 
of women and girls and cruel blood­
shed;- it imposes fasting, prayer (the 
repetition of short passages from the 
Koran called the "Key to Paradise"), 
alms and the annual pilgrimage to 
Mecca. Other religious practices in­
clude circumcision, sacred feasts and 
taking part in religious wars against un­
believers of Islam.

These bare facts have many interest­
ing details for those who would pursue 
the study of Mohammedanism. Never­
theless as given above they are sufficient 

^9 show the great danger that threatens 
pe United States through the invasion 

this type of heathenism.
Have we an “upper room” in our 

missionary gathering where a circle of 
praying women may meet in intimate 
communion with the Father? Not a 
room with visible walls but one en­
closed in an atmosphere of prayer. 
Here we will win for our God and our 
Bible a victory against their foes as in 
no otha: way.

MOHAMMEDANISM TURNS 
WESTWARD

*TH£ Islamic World, a Mohanunedan 
journal, thus comments; “Among 

the ^ires and crosses of Christian 
churches will soon rise the crescent of 
Islam”. In England, France, Germany 
and the United States this is coming 
true in a larger way than many of us 
su^)ect.

From the minaret of a mosque,
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erected in London and dedicated last 
year, can be heard five times each day 
the muezzin call to prayer. The leader 
of this sect, Mirza Ehulam, claims to 
be the Messiah whose advent has ^en 
foretold in certain Islamic books as 
well as in the New Testament. He 
teaches that Christ was taken from the 
cross alive and afterwards lived and died 
in India, hence not being the true Mes­
siah.

Students of Islam are familiar with 
the activities of the Moslem group at 
Woking, a section of London, where an­
other mosque, school and mission are 
located, and where it is claimed t^t 
converts have been made from the bet­
ter classes including titled persons. Re­
cently an Islamic journal. The Minaret, 
suited to western readers, has been 
started at Woking with an English Mos­
lem editor who saj^ a large per cent, of 
letters from enquirers come from the 
United-States. It is reported that a 
third mosque is soon to be erected in 
Dulwich, another section of London.

In July 1926 the first Fren^mosque 
was dedicated in Paris in the^resence 
of the President, the British Ambas­
sador, whose attendance was a token 
of re^)ect to Moslem subjects of the 
British government, knd the Sultan of 
Morocco. Thousands of Mohammedans 
from Tunis, the capital dty of Morocco, 
and from Algeria crowd^ the streets 
leading to the mosque. The ceremonies 
presented all the pomp of the Moham­
medan world and as a spectacle was 
brilliant and interesting. Veiled women 
from the east added to the picturesque 
effect. The French government has re­
cently made a loan of 500,000 francs to 
a newly aeated Moslem Institute, the 
ground for which was given by the city 
of Paris. The Moslems of Africa and 
the French R^ublic subscribed more 
than enough to complete the mosque, 
the minaret, the school building and the 
beautiful siurounding gardens.

Two mosques in Berlin have also re­
ceived government assistance. They 
are reported as slowly gaining an ac­
knowledged place among the religions 
of Germany,

A WOLF in SHEEP’S CLOTHING 
ISLAM is a missionary religion and 
* was ^read by force of arms; its 
fanatical followers have confronted the 
world with the Koran in one hand and 
the sword in the other, offering life to 
all who would accept it and death to all 
who refused it. Vast regions in Asia 
and Africa submitted to the power of 
the Moslem conqueror. In the wake of 
this victory came the missionary priests 
to teach the doctrines of the Koran as 
set forth by Mohammed. These con­
quered thousands learned to hear and 
obey the muezzin, the call to prayer 
from the minarets of the mosque. Five 
times each day, in the Arabic language, 
is heard this call to the faithful: “God 
is most great! God is most great! G^ 
is most great! God is most great! I 
testify that there is no god but God!
I testify that Mohammed is the Apostle 
of God! Come to prayer! Come to 
prayer! Come to proH>erity! Come 
to prosperity! God is most great! God 
is most great! There is no god but 
God!” In the call to early morning 
prayer the words, “Prayer is better than 
sleep” are added twice after the call to 
prosperity.

“But”, says Dr. Zwemer, “today we 
have a new Islam, a reformed Islam, if 
you will. We read of new mandatories, 
of liberty and of promised equality to 
those under Moslem influence. New 
develq)ments, intellectual awakening, 
reforms, constitutions, parliaments and 
promises”. As far as America is con­
cerned this is a more dangerous Talgrn 
because its missiotuuies are explaining 
away the words of Allah in the Koran 
and are reconciling Hs teachings to mod­
em and more civilized conditions. Islam 
is conforming itself to meet the western 
world and to place itself side by side 
with Christianity. Polygamy is still the 
rule but not stressed; prohibition from 
drink is not observed as much as the 
Koran would have us bdieve. One 
notorious drinker, a Moslem official, de­
fended his habit by saying he La*i 
u-Koran, which for­
bids wine, therefore he used only gin 
and whiskey!

The wolf of the 'real Islam is putting 
on the outer garment of the harmless 
sheep, but the heart of the wolf beats 
under the false covering. Once well 
established in our country the nature of 
I^m will be uncovered and America 
wiU have to pay the price—the slow but 
mewtable spread of paganism with its 
barbarous practices coming out more 
and more boldly as it gains power.

The only thing that can overcome 
^ power of Islam is the power of 
Christ. We have the blessed privilege 
of calling upon this power through 
prayer and increased zeal for His cause 
in our United States.
MOSLEMS in the UNITED STATES

IWE Moslem invasion of the United
States is larger than is generally 

known but is not making the inroads in 
Christianity-as hoped for by its high 
priests. Nevertheless its total number 
of converts from Christianity is well 
over two thousand.

New York City seems to be the center 
of Moslem activity in the eastern states, 
the missionary in charge hailing from 
Madagascar. He is working among the 
negroes but without marked success and 
thus far has been unable to open a 
mosque. The New York negro, many 
of whom are from the south, is too much 
of a Baptist or Methodist to be easily 
drawn away to a non-Christian faith. 
But the Moslem missionary perseveres, 
making a strong appeal by preaching 
equality of the races as one of the im­
portant doctrines of .Mohammedanism. 
In Yonkers, however, just a few miles 
north of New York City, there are not 
less than nine hundred Moslems, some 
of them converts and all of them white, 
holding regular services for the worship 
of Mohammed in a building on North - 
Broadway. There is also a newly 
formed “Christian Mohammedan So­
ciety” in Brooklyn, N. Y. This mi^ 
leaffing but carefiflly chosen title is 
meant to disarm the mind of the idea 
that there is any difference between the 
rdigion of Christ and Mohammed—and 
may be a snare to many a soul.
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The Moslem movement in the middle 
west has its central headquarters in

St. Louis, Missouri, is another scene 
of active Islam missionary work but 
with .less show of converts than Chi­
cago. The missionary in charge regrets 
that he has not been able to persuade 
one white man to become a priest or 
mufti, but he boasts of several negro 
priests and also of three or four hun­
dred negro converts in Illinois, Indiana 
and Missouri. ^

California is the western limit of 
Mohammedan missionary activity with 
centers in San Francisco and Los An­
geles. As these missionaries are re- 

^ticent in regard to statistics it is safe to 
ay the numbers of American converts 

kre not veiy great.
Investigations by Dr. Zwemer have 

revealed Moslem groups in Milwaukee,
Pittsburg, Cleveland, Akron, Philadel­
phia, Baltimore, Boston, Worcester,
Sioux City, Fargo and other smaller 
towns. These in addition to those cited 
above bring 'us face to face with the 
heathen invasion of America. And 
what are we going to do about it? We 
send our missionaries to heathen lands 
and expect for them safety and cour­
tesy. Shall we do less for those who 
come to teach their doctrine in our 
land? We cannot compromise with evil, 
we cannot lower our Christian stand­
ards. What then shall we do? Christ, 
our leader, tell us in words that are as 
true as when they were uttered: “And 
I, if I be lifted up will draw all men 
unto Me”. The uplifted Christ in our

have given up wealth, portion, wife 
and child and became a beggar that' 
through solitude and self-denial he 
might seek the truth. While resting 
under a tree in an agonizing i^od of 
meditation victory came to him. He 
had attained to “Nirvana” (peace); to 
a clear jiind and had become a Buddha, 
the “Enlightened One”. At his death 
he said to his disciples, “When I have 
passed away do not think that the 
Buddha has left you, I am st^in your 
midst. You have my words, let them 
be your guide. Buddha has not left 
you”. There has been no other Buddha 
since Gautama.

Buddhism covers a large area of In­
dia, east and central Asia and has trav­
eled westward to Europe and America. 
Its collections of sacred writings teach 
what it calls “Noble Truths”. These 
are mostly of a moral nature but with­
out a word concerning God or the soul, 
as we understand that word. Serene 
meditation which leads to higher wis­
dom and to Nirvana are among these 
“Noble Truths” as well as the doctrine 
of a succession of lives after death. Se­
lections from these writings are now 
bound in one volume like the Bible.

Like Mohammedanism and Hindu­
ism, the religion of Buddha cannot an­
swer the questions of the twentieth cen­
tury. Only Christ has given a Gospel 
that can meet the questions of all ages 
and conditions of men. God, who made 
the world, is the only source of power 
that can minister to its needs.
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BUDDBISM on the TREK 
DUDDHISM has not confined itself to 
® the home fields of India, Africa, 
Japan and China. Thirty years ago it 
started its mission in the Hawaiian Is­
lands and today has a large central 
temple at Honolulu with six meeting 
places in that city and thirty-three sta­
tions throughout the Islands. Its 
schools, conducted by Buddhists, have a 
total of more than twenty thousand 
boys and girls.

Two noted Buddhists, Count Otani, 
abbot of an influential Buddhist sect 
of Japan, and Anaharika Dharamopala, 
director of the Buddhist mission in In­
dia, have recently visited the United 
States and while here investigated the 
“spiritual conditions” of New York, 
Boston, Chicago, Salt Lake City, 
Omaha, Reno and Denver, The Budd­
hist from India when interviewed said: 
“.'\merica is at a crisis spiritually. 
Never have I seen a people so thor­
oughly enjo5nlng themselves as the 
Americans. But enjoyment is not hap­
piness, happiness is mental. Buddhism 
would be a peat aid to the United 
States in finding happiness. America 
cannot find peace through Christian­
ity”. He further stated that “the dog­
mas of Christianity were in conflict 
with science; that Buddhism has no 
dogmas and is in conflict with no scien­
tific facts. It simply teaches one how 
to acquire calm by training the eye to 
see and the ear to hear and the mind to 
reason in the realms beyond. I have 
succeeded in establishing small centers 
of Buddhism in the United States and 
will secure recruits later”. We are sure 
he has planted the seed of Buddhism in 
our midst and we are wondering 
whether his influence has anything to 
do with the report that New York City 
has panted permission to erect a statue 
of Buddha iti Central Park.

The Buddhist leader from Japan ex­
pressed like sentiments in an article in 
pie Japanese Advertiser: “Americans 
in their busy life need the peace and 
tranquility offered them by the religious 
philosophy of Buddhism. We have a 
number of mi^onaries in the United

States but their eliforts are confined 
^gely to work among American-born 
Japanese. Plans are being formed to 
send to the United States many mis­
sionaries that we may extend our work 
there to the white people”. He also 
oners to provide quarters and aid in 
paying the expenses of any American 
who will come to Japan to study the 
religion of Buddha. While in this coun­
try Count Otani dedicated at Los An­
geles the largest Japanese Buddhist 
temple outside of Japan. This hand­
some buUding, costing $250,000, has 
an attendance of some two thousand. 
While in Los Angeles Count Otani 
stated that one of the purposes of his 
trip to the United States was to en­
courage the sons of Japanese now in 
this country to return to Japan for 
training, in-order that they might later 
act as Buddhist missionaries to Amer­
ica.

Already five thousand Japanese in 
Idaho, Wyoming, Nevada and Utah 
find their rallying place in the magnif­
icent Buddhist temple in Salt Lake 
City. One who was touring through 
these states last year came upon a 
Buddhist Sunday school where the pu­
pils were lustily singing, “Oh, how I 
love Buddha, oh, how I love Buddha, 
because he first, loved me”. Perhaps I 
these children could have been won to 
Christ and His love had American 
Christians been more vigilant for their 
Lord.

HINDUISM
A NOTED schol^ of eastern people 

tells us that “the religions of the 
masses of people of India is confusion 
worse confounded and that perhaps the 
most confused of all of them is Hindu­
ism. To know something of this faith, 
or want of faith, one must study a vast 
amount of Hindu literature in at least 
a dozen of the languages of India as 
well as English, German, Arabic, 
French, Persian ^d Greek”. In fact 
only a modern Solomon could try to un­
derstand the Hinduism of the past and 
present, for the Hinduism of the past 
has taken unto itself many features 
more Suited to the present ^y. How
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good to know that this hopeless task is 
not ours but that we from the knowledge 
of others may glean a few facts about 
this false religion which is quietly find­
ing a following in our own country. 
“The term Hinduism means neither 
creed nor sace, neither church nor peo­
ple, but a belief in an impersonal being 
or force acting through numerous gods, 
most of whom are vindictive and sen­
sual, but who never question their wor­
shipers too closely if well supplied with 
offerings.” Hinduism includes some 
traces of truth but it also contains the 
horrors of the most degraded idolatry; 
it teaches the transmigration of souls, 
which means that there are 8,400,000 
lives one may live after death, either as 
a cow, a horse, a monkey, a fly, a scor­
pion, a snake or some other creature. 
This seems to be evolution going the 
other way but is about as well sus­
tained by science as is the claim of the 
evolutionist in our midst.

At the present day Krishna is the 
most popular god of the Hindu, possi­
bly being the Hindu’s idea of Christ, 
as they claim he was sent by God.^his 
“ ctrine is most repulsive to the Chris- 
^ as Krishna is to the Hindu the in- 

-Jraation of sensual desire and his wor­
ship is horribly gross, as is the case in 
all forms of Hindu worship. It is said 
that many Hindus themselves are not 
as immoral and shameless as their gods.

The Vedas are a set of books written 
in Sanskrit, a classical Hindu language, 
containing prayers, hymns and verse. 
The naihe Vedas means to know or to 
see. The prose part of the Vedas is 
the Brahmana, written by Brahma, the 
supreme deity of the Hindu, in which is 
given instruction as how to sing and 
pray. Brahmanism claims the sole 
right to divinity and that even the sins 
of the gods are divine. It is to blame 
for the degradation of woman and for 
the suttee—burning of widows with the 
bodies of their deceased husbands. Eng­
lish rule in India stopped this horror in 
1829.

These are a few points in the Hindu­
ism of India which, in a more modern 
form, is sponsoring Hinduism in Amer­

ica. Shall we win the American Hindus 
to the pure and sinless Jesus or will 
they gain followers to their immoral 
and shameless gods?

The HINDU MISSIONARY IDEA 
THE “Hindu Missionary Society for 
^ the Propagation of Hinduism” was 
formed in Bombay, India, in 1917, with 
centers in three other Indian cities. At 
a recent annual meeting it reported a 
few conversions among Mohammedans 
and Buddhists but a much larger num­
ber among Christians. .\s Hinduism 
moves toward .America it has a ten­
dency to Christianize Hinduism, since 
their mission in the United States is to 
gain a following not only among resi­
dent orientals but also amoiig .Amer­
icans. These Hindu modernists are 
serpent-wise in their choice of what to 
say and what to do among a people who 
have never made worship an orgy of 
sensual practices or self-inflicted cruel­
ties. ^

San Francisco. California, is the 
largest Hindu mission center in the 
United States and has there two dis­
tinct organizations with a tota1||fpilow- 
ing of about five hundred. The largest 
of these organizations holds its meet­
ings in a handsome temple, erected in 
1919. This building has a distinctive 
Indian architecture ana occupies a con­
spicuous place in a quiet neighborhood 
of apartment houses. The second group 
meet each week in one of the lodge halls 
of the city. One who attended the 
Hindu service in the San Francisco 
temple on Christmas day writes of this 
e.xperience in the Missionary Review of 
the World as follows:

“The advertised sermon topic was 
The .Awakening of the Christ-Spirit in 
Man’. The auditorium was fill^ with 
the odor of strong incense and Christ­
mas decorations gave the room a festive 
appearance. Several large pictures of 
Hindu priests hung on the walls, among 
them one bearing Uie title ‘Jesus Christ’. 
This was a picture of a man, clad in a 
white robe, sitting on the ground with 
his legs aossed. His feet were bare 
and about his head was a halo. Two
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doves, one red and the other white, 
hovered above him.

“The audience was composed of about 
sixty people of whom only two appeared 
to be of East Indian blood. During 
the opening exercises a woman sang a 
solo of the birth of the Christ-child, a 
song that might have been sung in any 
evangelical church. A red rob^ priest, 
a native of India, gave a forty-minute 
address in very good English. A few 
of his thoughts were:

“ ‘We come to celebrate the birth of 
one of the greatest messengers of light. 
.All the marvelous visions of the great 
prophets handed down through the ages 
have not been properly understood. We 
are not here to discuss the history of 
Christ or when the Scriptures were 
written. There are two ideas of Christ. 
One that He is the incarnation of God; 
the other that He is the outcome of 
evolution—a perfect man. The first 
has the thought of descending; the sec­
ond of ascending. The first is meta­
physical and beyond our reach; the sec­
ond {evolution) is open to all. Con­
fucius, Mohammed and Buddha were 
other great religious spirits like Christ. 
When we say that the Christ-child is 
bom we mean that the Christ-^irit is 
bom’. In speaking of sin he said: 
‘There is no sin, therefore there is no 
need for atonement. We are broad: we 
take in everything.

“ 'Hinduism, in the matter of time, 
goes back to India into the dim ob- 
^rities of the centuries preceding 
Christ. Centuries later came Buddha 
who is said to be contemporary with 
iMiah, Jeremiah and Confucius of 
China. The Hindu system is built 
around the idea of Brahma, the Abso­
lute One’”. Their highest goal is to 
tMch that divinity is within us and is 
shown in self-control, good works and 
by philosophy.

\Vhat an influoice for Christ would 
radjate throughout India, China and 
AfriM could wfr but win aome of these 
heathen mvaders of America to Him 
and return them to th^ native lands as 

^ cross, preaching the Gos­
pel that saves throu^ the blood of Him

who died upon it for the sins of the 
whole world! Nothing is impossible 
with God and we nrny ask for large 
things. Nothing is tob hard for Him if 
we ask in faith and with a yearning for 
souls. “If ye abide in Me and My 
words abide in you, ye shall ask what 
ye will and it shall be done unto you.” 
Other Hindu centers are located in Bos­
ton and New York but no statistics have 
been gathered as to the numbers in these 
cities. Judging from the following in 
San Francisco, it appears that the main 
Ix^y of believers is composed, not of 
orientals, but of adult white people.

PROBLEMS from the EAST 
gow much less of a problem would be 

the heathen invasion of America if 
it could be dealt with it after the man­
ner with which our government deals 
with those other undesirables from the 
east: the boll-weevil, the Japanese 
beetle, the corn-borer and hosts of other 
insects whiclv are doing untold damage 
to our plant-life. These marauders 
come as stowaways, using every availa­
ble niode of transportation to enter 
America. Scientists tell us that this 
earth is better adapted to insect life 
than to that of the human animal, and 
worms and bugs quite believe it. The* 
earth is theirs and they go where they 
will and, moreover, they seem to have 
heard that the chances for riotous liv­
ing are better in America than else­
where. The United States Agricultural 
Department is spending thousands of 
dollars in experiments to rid the coun­
try of these undesirable immigrants and 
also in sending experts into the Near 
and Far East to study the habits of 
these insects in order to more rapidly 
destroy them. A system of pushing out 
is being tested: this is done by placing a 
number of harmless but hungry insects 
on the plants that they may feed upon 
the grub or larvae of the immigrant 
pest

Just as the insect life of the East is 
eating into the heart of our plant life so 
are the false rdigions of this same East 
sedting to destroy the influence of 
Christ in our national life.

HOME DEPARTMENT
A VISIT to a BUDDHIST TEMPLE

|—iROM “Tidings” published in Van- 
|H couver, Canada, we find the fol- 
1 lowing account of a visit to a 
Buddhist temple in that city. Says the 
writer: “As I passed the building I 
often wondered what was inside. On 
one occasion I saw the door standing 
open so up the steps I went. The build­
ing was full, about three hundred men, 
women and a few children, all. Jap^ese. 
As I stood just inside the room a man 
beckoned to me and I followed him 
along an outside veranda and back into 
the audience-room where he placed me 
on the very front seat.

“There was a platform as in any 
church, on one side a desk or pulpit and 
on the other a large and hand^me gong, 
which I learned was used only on spe­
cial occasions. Back of these, occupy­
ing an alO)ve high in the center, was the 
standing figure of a bronze Buddha, on 
either aide of which were pictures of 
Buddha with dishes of rice before them. 
In front of these were lighted candles, 
electric lights in magnificent candle­
sticks, and flowets in beautiful brass 
v^. There were also tiers of trays 
piled high with aisles, pears, plums and 
cake.

“A priest at the desk gave an 
in Japanese lasting over an hour. I 
aftemrard found that it wm a memorial 
service for the Japanese dead in Canada. 
As Buddhists believe in the transmigra­
tion of souls it would have been inter­
esting to have understood him. But 
when I said at the close of the service 
tMt I wished I could have understood 
the speaker the man who had 
ine in replied, 'Him no speak good, so 
just as weU’.

“When the ^)eaker had finiahi^ he 
turned to the altar, lighted a lot of in­
cense sticks and came down from the 
platform to a table on which was placed

a large incense-burner. He placed the 
lifted sticks in the burner. He then 
slipped both hands into a string of 
beads, which had hung over his wrists, 
touched his forehead three times as he 
bowed three times to the bronze Bud­
dha; between each bow he took a pinch 
of incense from the brass dish and placed 
it on the burner. Then followed the 
men and women doing exactly the same 
thing. After taking the collection in 
wire fruit-baskets a young girl seated 
herself at a small organ on one side of 
the room and the congregation sang the 
wierd Oriental music. How that child 
extracted those wierd notes frcnn an 
American organ was a marvel! During 
the singing the fruit from the altar was 
distributed among the people.

“As I watched the service through my 
heart gr^ sad for, though I could not 
understand what was said or sung, there 
was no mistaking the spirit of the u^or- 
shii^)ers and their earnest, reverent at­
titude as they bowed to the Buddha. In 
the Orient—^in Japan or China or Cey- 
bn—one could have looked at it all and 
accepted it as a part of the country’s 
religion, but over here! To see three 
hundred men and women bowing down 
to Buddha in a Buddhist temple—ah, 
that is different! And those three hun­
dred worshippers of Buddha were only a 
part of the ^ousands in Canada and the 
United States”.

What this Canadian Baptist sister 
witnessed in Vancouver is taking place 
in a number of cities in our own terri­
tory of North America. But shall we 
throw up our hands and say nothing can 
be done? No, not for one moment! ' 
Throughout the ages God has heard and 
answered prayer and He is just the same 
today. He has bidden us to pray for 
the coming of His Kingdom and is deep­
ly concerned that we should do it.
