Scriptore:  “Isaiak 9:6; Luke 1:26-33 Wymn: “There Is No Name So Sweet”

A Word to the Leader: The lines from well known hymns in the fol-
lowing devotional message may be sung as a part of the thought. Let the music
come in at the right time unannounced, without confusion. This plan can be used
effectively only when leader and singer both seek sincerely to give the message.

It is fitting that the Bible study for the month presents a thf.:me rarer than
rare days and roses, more lovely than beauty and brides. Our topic centers in a
Name. And such a Name! ‘“His Name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor,
the Mighty God, the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace”. i

If this glorious picture of Isaiah’s were the only prophecy concerning our
Lord’s coming, we would say, “It is enough”. The whole story of t.he incarnation
and the purpose of God’s gift to the world is presented here. Coming as a baby,
born of a virgin, the manifestation of God in the flesh, the Son of God becomes
the Son of man. What of His government? What of His Name? = Who is this
Prince of Peace? 3 : ;

Fortunately for us there is a unity about Scripture. Did you ever place in
order a puzzle map of the United States? You soon saw that the pieces fitted
perfectly when put in the right place. A little child can see that Maine does
not belong by the side of Texas, or Idaho near Virginia. Would that we might

fit together prophecy and history with the same care we bestowed on puzzle maps

years ago. As a result there would be no contradiction. The message of Old

Testament and New Testament is one and the same. It is all for the purpose of
bringing to us a Name.

“Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other Name under

@ Heaven, given among men, whereby we must be saved”—Acts 4:2. ‘“His Name
¥ shall be called Wonderful”. What Christian does not bear witness today that

this Name is wonderful in its person and in its power? :

“Sift the wisdom of ages. Bring together the learning from the days of
Babylon till now. There yet remains need for the Counsellor. How compre-
hensive is the knowledge of One who was present at creation! ‘‘All things were
made by Him; and without Him was not anythifiig made that was made”—John
1:3. Surely He knows nature. He must know man in ways that man cannot
know himself. He is an infallible Counsellor, a safe Guide: He points the way,
then appears before the Father in behalf of one who loses the way. In Him

“behold “The Light”—*“The Way”—*“The Bread of Life”—*“The Good Shepherd”.

Let Him be these to you. )

“The Mighty God”, prevailing God, He conquers His enemies. He prevails
over our foes.

THERE is probably no subject, presented in any of its aspects, that will

bring on more discussion. than the subject of youth. Scarcely a magazine

that does not carry an article on the young folks of today, and most grown
people are finding themselves more or less often confronted with problems relating
to the younger generation. So busy are we with the “may” and “may not” of
the things immediately affecting them that it is only now and then that we turn
to face with them the very grave subjects they must soon handle alone.

These problems of the near future are brought out in the program material
for the June meeting. The Program Committee will find this material divided
into two distinct parts: the first relating to youth; the second giving an interest-

ing review of the work and growth of our Union in behalf of youth.

“Youth and World Problems” is given under three heads: 1. Youth and
the Race Problem: 2. Youth and War: 3. Youth and the Industrial Problem.
Each of these may be spoken on separately, or one member may unite the three.

As separate talks additional material may be used. In “Youth and the
Race Problem” some of the following sub-heads may be added: 1. The world is
more closely united than ever before by ships, railroads, travel, immigration, lit-
erature, newspapers etc.; 2. Larger knowledge brings better understanding and

“a realization that many nations have the same problems; 3. Larger knowledge

has broken down many old race prejudices; students of different nationalities

meet in great universities and grow in toleration; 4. This is an age of individualism 4

when differences mean little; 5. All of these should tend toward better race under- &

standing, sympathy and helpfulness. ‘

The second topic “Youth and War” may be treated under these heads: 1.
Youth under twenty or twenty-five has almost no first-hand knowledge of war.
Even the World War ended before he. could understand the horrors of it; 2. Give
some of the left-over war conditions that face us today and others that reach into
the future; 3. How shall youth be taught to meet future threats of war: by being
taught its horrors, its uselessness, its evil effects?

“Youth and the Industrial Problem” is no such far off subject as the otheér
two. It already confronts us, and our young people of college age are giving
their attention to it. We used to feel that matters of economic importance must
be left to the men. Women now have the ballot and late statistics show that
they by inheritance and earnings are sharing almost equally with the men in
massed wealth. Women are stockholders and many times have controlling in-
terest in great industrial enterprises. It is important that our girls and young
women study seriously the conditions under which women and children work.

June is the month when our young folks are returning from schools and col-
leges. It is probable that one or two of them may take part in the program.
It would be interesting to the women to have these young people present and to
hear their theories of the solution of these great problems. At the close of the
meeting simple refreshments may be served and special recognition be given the
returned college students.

The second part of the program is in itself a pageant. Certainly there should
be no representation of the Master’s figure. The introductory paragraph will be
sufficient explanation for the speeches that follow.

With the colored races—red, brown,
yellow and black—waking to their pos-
sibilities and claiming their rights, two-
thirds of the human race have set their
feet on the road to independence from
white domination and are steadily mov-
ing out toward a new day. The ques-
tion is whether this independence shall
be won through bitter race-conflict or
the victories of the new day be won in
cooperation and in recognition of the

Eng-
lishman always make big squeeze every-
where, make big squeeze India; make
big squeeze Singapore. For a long time

Chinese coolie-man don’t know. Chi-

nese student he know. Now Chinese
student tell Chinese coolie-man. Now
Chinese coolie say, Englishman no more
make big squeeze; Englishman must
go’ »  The story is incorrect in that
it blames only Englishmen when other
white nations have also been guilty and
“made big squeeze” not only in China
but also among other colored races of
the world. To the student youth of
China belongs the chief credit for arous-
ing the nation, but it must-be remem-
bered however that all Chinese students
are not Christian, though the Christian
vouth of China have had their share
in the awakening and have tried to
serve so that the spirit of Christ might

Mirect this new China.

Just a little more than a year ago life
in Yenping was dangerous to all Chris-
tians, while the presence of a foreigner
would cause a riot. One afternoon two
Chinese girls, just out of college,
boarded a miserable boat in Foochow
for Yenping. They were Christians
going to teach in a Christian school.
When asked why they would take such
a risk they replied, “This new China
is our China. Christians helped to make
it. Christianity now must furnish it
direction. Two teachers are wanted in
our girl’s school and we have no choice
but to go. This, as you Americans say,
is the way Wwe do our bit””. As in China,
so in all the nations, youth is facing
the new day and youth must point the
way to the solution of race problems.
It is our responsibility to see to it that
the youth of every land has the oppor-
tunity to know Christ and have’ Him

*help in the solution.

Youth and War

THL youth of the world is not only face.

. to face with national and race prob-
lems but with the international problem
With the horrors of war still in mind,
and with the evidence still before them
that youth pays the penalty of war, the
duty rests upon them to hold the picture
before their own minds and pass it on
to others who might otherwise picture
war as glorious. It has been estimated
that in the recent war 65,000,000 chil-
dren were left fatherless; orphanages
have been filled with countless thou-
sands of.children and other thousands
wander homeless, untrained, uncared
for—little “wolf children” who are a
frightful menace to the world in the
nearby tomorrow. Think of the count-
less little ones who are today paying the
price of civil war in China. Many were
separated from their parents, carried
away and sold. Literally hundreds were
abandoned, thrown into canals or left
in the fields to starve by their mothers,
who were crazed with fear, as they at-
tempted flight from brutal soldiers.
Think of the children in Mexico who
are suffering because of the revolutions
there.

It is even a more pitiful thing to see

young boys preparing for war, but surely-

the youth of the world will keep faith
with those who lie in “Flanders’ fields,
where poppies grow between the crosses
row on row”. There are many today
who are determined, if they have the
power, never again to agree to war. It
is mtermt\mg to learn that hpm with
all her military power is finding it diffi-
cult to secure enough students for her
naval znd military academies, and still
more interesting is the report that the
young women of Japan are beginning to
boycott mthtary and naval officers as
suitors in marriage. The voung people
of South America are leading in a new
spirit of national brotherhood. The stu-
dents of one of their great universities,
in a farewell to 4,000 new recruits from
various colleges in the North America
Fleet, when it visited their city said:
“We must confess that we students had
a great prejudice against the United

kB

States. But all we needed was to know
you. We now see your real selves and
know your hearts as ours beat only for
the good of all America”. The slogan
of youth today should be: “America
First”—*‘China First”—*"England First”
—*Japan First”: not in power, not over
all but “First in unselfish service to all
mankind”’. Then may we truly “beat
our swords into ploughshares” and know
war no more.

Youth and the Industrial Problem

N THE abuses of the present industrial
system there is a clarion call to
youth to find a solution. It is the re-
sponsibility of the youth of today to dis-
cover whether we are ‘‘putting things
first or men first” in the struggle for
wealth and property. It needs but a
survey of present conditions to find the
answer to that question. The young
people should know such facts as the
following. Picture, if you can, mothers

- with babies on their backs working at

road building in Africa for the Portu-
guese government; think of the children
who are obliged to leave school and work
at home because their fathers have been
sent away for enforced labor, or watch
the little weavers in Persia who become
crippled and deformed as they sit on
boards before great looms and make our
rugs. Can you picture the 1,397,000
child wage-earners in Japan working
from ten to twelve hours, thousands of
whom are little girls in the textile fac-
tories where tuberculosis and other dis-
eases are taking their toll. Turn to the
little children of China scalding their

little hands while stirring the cocoons

in boiling water in the silk factories. We
could see such conditions in first one
country then another. “But who among
us can cast a stone when we remember
that America has more than a million
child workers from ten to fifteen years
inclusive?” It is true that countries
everywhere are earnestly taking up the
problem of child-labor, long hours and
low wages for men, women and children,
the disgraceful housing conditions and
abuses of other kinds with a view to
changing conditions. But there is yet a

1

~long way to go toward the teachings

of Jesus which make men, not things,
the goal of all living. The student should

know the facts and seek to understand , -

the reason and find the remedy for such

conditions.

We have been saying much of what
the students are thinking and doing,
but when we think of them we think
of only a very small proportion of the
youth in many lands. For in most
countries few of the great masses of
people have yet learned to read and
write. Illiteracy is perhaps the greatest
hindrance the nations have in success-
fully coping with the changing times,
but even in this field we find the stu-
dents busy trying to lift the people to
meet the new day. Five nights out of
every week representatives of the stu-
dent organization of a great university
in South America go out to teach from
three to seven hundred workers who
have had no educational advantages.
Students have been most active among
the educational missionaries sent out by
the Mexican government to teach the
illiterate. Free classes have been started
by students all over China for people
too poor to attend schools. The Ox-
ford and Cambridge students of Eng-
land who have gone otit to teach classes
of laborers in the Workers’ Educational
Association have returned, many of
them, with a new idea of the problems

-of the working classes. Many students

of Europe, who are obliged in their self-

help to join with others in manual labor, .

will be likely to work against industrial
tyranny.

It is encouraging when thinking of
the future of the world to think of ‘the
rising tide of youth in many lands ready
to move forward in service for country
and humanity. We must not lose sight
of the fact, however, that of this great
body many are not Christian. Many
are pagan, others are indifferent, some
are frankly. atheistic and great numbers
say they do not know. Tt is our respon-
sibility to pray and work that the spirit
of the “Carpenter Boy of Nazareth”
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may rule ﬁ\their hearts and that they
may be as Katherine Lee Bates dreamed

for America:

“@ OD mend thine ev'ry flaw,
Confirm thy soul in self control,

Thy liberty in law!

May God thy gold refine,
Till all 'success be nobleness,
And ev'ry gain-divine!

i God'. shed His grace on thee

And crown thy good with brotherhood™
Till all in Him agree.

Passing in Review

Leader—In the introduction to “A
Straight Way toward Tomorrow” Mary
Schauffler Platt tells how she slept and
dreamed a dream. And this was the
manner of it: “Behold, I saw in my
dreams One who was so strong and won-
derful and beautiful to look upon that
_ I could not take my eyes from His face,
B until I heard a sound of countless feet
approaching. Thereupon I turned and
saw many people were coming toward
Him from east and west, from north and
south. They came singly and in twos
and threes, then in larger groups and
great processions”. As they came they
seemed to her to be making reports to
the Wonderful One and, according to the
way He received the report and the
questions He asked, they passed on, sad
"and disappointed or left His presence
with joy on their faces and a great pur-
pose in their eyes. Finally a great com-
pany of women of many races, walking

gladly together under a banner on which
was written “The Christian Women of
the World” came to stand humbly be-
fore the Masfer and make their report.
For a little while let us hold that scene
in our minds and imagine that in this
great company of women we can see a
large group made up of the women of
the Woman’s_Missionary Union of the
Southern B;x‘ptist Convention, and
among them our women missionaries

clasping the hands of Christian women

from all the lands where we have sought

to make Christ known. And let us
listen to see if we can hear the reports
they make in answer to questions the

‘Master would surely ask: “And what

have you to tell Me of the task I en-
trusted to you: that of training and
equipping the childhood and youth of
today that they may be equal to the
tasks of tomorrow and in their genera-
tion be able to solve the problems that
shall face them?” The Woman’s Mis-
sionary Union of the Southern Baptist
Convention takes the lead in giving ac-
count of our stewardship. 4

Woman’s Missionary Union, Aux-
iliary to Southern Baptist Conven-
tion—Master, we have tried to tell the
news of Thy Kingdom to those in our
own land who had not learned to know
and serve Fhee. We have helped to send
missionaries with the “glad tidings” to
many lands. We have helped to build
churches and schools and to train teach-
ers so that they might teach the chil-
dren to observe all things whatsoever
Thou hast commanded us. We have
built and support a “House Beautiful”,
the W.M.U. Training School in Louis-
ville, where young women are trained
and equipped to go out, in Thy name,
as teachers and leaders of youth in our
own and many lands. -In 6746 Sunbeam
Bands, 2931 Royal Ambassador Chap-
ters, 5296 Girls’ Auxiliaries and in 3814
Young Women's Auxiliaries we are hold-
ing before our young people ideals that
will surely help them to build strong,
well rounded Christian characters, so
that they may sound out a clear true
note in every relation in life—in home,
in church, in school, in society and in

. the world of affairs. In each organ-

ization the members are taught to abi(}e
in Thee through prayer, to advance In
wisdom by means of Bible study and,
in mission study classes, are taught
about. God’s work in His world. They
studv the lives of missionary heroes,
the stories of need and of mission w?rk
the world around. In each organization
we try to train them to be good stewards
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of the “manifold grace of God”, of per-
sonality, of time, of talents and of
money and to prove their stewardship
in serving and sending. We have tried
to teach them to love Thee, as Thou
hast loved them, and their fellowmen as
themselves.

Leader—But do we not see many
drop their eyes before the Master’s
searching look? For well they know and
well He knows that, in the task assigned,
they have many times lagged and had
not at all times gladly and faithfully
set the example nor given of themselves
to help in training and equipping the
Master’s second line of defense. But
look! The Master turns to others of
the company. “What of these, your
missionaries?” And eagerly the mis-
sionaries make their report.

Missionaries—Master, we have tried
faithfully to tell the “good news” to the

“people in the fields to which Thou didst

call us and to which we have been sent.
We have tried to lead them hither to

Thy feet. We have made Thee known

in the homes on our fields, and the
children have been made healthier and
happier because their parents have
learned to love and follow Thee. We
have taught the children in mission
schools and in Sunday schools and have
tried to lead them into paths of useful-
ness. We have organized these, our sis-
ters, into Women'’s Missionary Societies
and, in cooperation with them, have

worked to train and equip the children -

and young people in societies that have
the same aims and ideals of the W.M.U.

" organizations for young people in the

homeland. But of this work let them
make their own reports and, because
the Brazilian women were the first on
a foreign field to organize a general
Woman’s Missionary Union, let South
American women report first.

South America—We come with glad
hearts to tell of the. work we have been
enabled to do. From the few societies
for women and children scattered here
and there in Brazil, twenty-one years
ago in 1908 when the Brazilian W.M.U.
was organized, Brazil now has about 397

_societies, 32 of which are Y.W.A’s. with

a membership of more than 250, and
127 Sunbeam Bands with nearly 2000

boys and girls in training to serve Thee .

and the world. We are publishing num-
bers of tracts on the. care of children,
thus joining hands with the government
in the attempt to improve the conditions
of women and children in Brazil. We
of Argentina have societies for women
and girls, but we long for the day when
we will be able to have a Woman’s Mis-
sionary Union which will help to organ-
ize and to foster societies for children
and older boys and girls, that they may
be trained in W.M.U. ideals and aims
and go forth'to conquer in Thy name.

We of Chile rejoice in the work of our
Woman’s Missionary Union, which is
less than six years old. We rejoice to.
report that we are trying to do our share
in training the youth of Chile in 17 Sun-

beam Bands and 4 Y.W.A’s. and are
working to increase that number. We
call the R.A’s. of South America Am-

bassadors of the King, for that is bet-

ter in Spanish and our G.A’s. are long-
ing for a G.A. in evéry Baptist church. §§
But our sisters from Mexico must be °

heard.

Mexico—We of Mexico are sorely
tried, with revolution after revolution
taking our strength. But depending upon
Thy strength and Thy forbearance, the
Woman’s Baptist Union of Mexico, with
its 50 societies, is trying to be faithful
to its trust in training the young people
in Sunbeam Bands and other junior or-
ganizations., May the day soon come
when Thy spirit will rule in the hearts
of men in Mexico and we can have
peace! . But we shall rejoice to hear of
Cuba’s work in peace and prosperity.

Cuba—We of Cuba are happy that
we may keep busy in our Father’s work.
When we realize how our own specific
work for young people has grown since
the W.M.U. was organized in 1913, we
are grateful for Thy guiding strength
and wisdom. We began with only 17
Women’s Missionary Societies and no
junior organizations, but today our 25
Women’s Missionary Societies have en-
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listed and are training nearly 200 young

people in Il Sunbeam Bands, 9 G.A’s.,

11 R.A. Chapters and 6 Y.W.A’s., equip-
ping them as best we know how to fight
the battles of the Kingdom of God. But

waking China too has her story to tell. °

China—For a long time after we had
heard the glad tidings, O Master, we
seemed to think our only responsibility
to Thy Kingdom was to attend the serv-
ice and listen to the sermon. But fi-
nally we heard Thy tender voice in-
sistently pleading “If thou lovest Me,
tend My sheep, feed My lambs”. With
the help of Thy missionaries, we began
our woman’s work for women, for chil-
dren and other young people. We began
by organizing Women’s Missionary So-
cieties. At first the work was slow and
‘hard. There were so few of us at all
and, even fewer, who could read. But
the work has grown, and we thank Thee
for the strength Thou hast given. Owing
to the various dialects spoken in the
different parts of China, we cannot have
our big central W.M.U. but have organ-
ized four Unions in North, Central,
Our North
China W.M.U. is the oldest, being or-
ganized in 1910 with Miss Lottie Moon
as the first president. There were then
three Women'’s Missionary Societies and
no W.M.U. junior organizations of any
kind. At first there were no Chinese
women who could lead but, as time has
passed, many fine capable young women
from our mission schools have taken up
the work and our North China W.M.U.
is going on from strength to strength.
Our Central China W.M.U. was organ-
ized in 1912 and, with great thanksgiv-
ing, we now report 5 Y.W.A’s. of 250
members, 10 G.A’s. with 450 girls and
15 Sunbeam Bands in which there are
795 boys and girls getting ready to ad-
vance Thy Kingdom in China and the
world. The W.M.U. in South China
was organized in 1916 and has grown
more than we had faith to believe. The
women of our 22 societies foster 8
Y .W.A’s. and 6 Sunbeam Bands. Many
of our churches have small day-schools
. connected with them, and a G.A. or
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Sunbeam Band is the regular part of the
work of each school. Twenty-five years
ago Thy Name, O Master, had never
been heard in Honan Province in In-
terior China: and not more than one
of every thousand women could read.
But today a beautiful little Sunbeam,
grown into a splendid teacher, writing
from Interior China ‘thanks the Father
for giving to many women the desire
to use their time in telling the Gospel
and training the boys and girls for serv-
ice in Thy Kingdom”. War has hin-
dered our work but not quenched our
hopes, -and we intend to continue to
help in training our boys and irls so
that they may save the New China for
Thee. And we rejoice that also in the
Sunrise Kingdom the women are join-
ing heart and hand in Thy service.

~ Japan—Joyous indeed are we that
Thy light which shines for all people
is shining ‘in Japan. Our hearts are
glad as we report the progress of the
work in getting the youth of Japan
ready for the tasks of our changing age.
It was in 1920 our Woman's Missionary
Union was organized, and many girls
came under our fostering care in the
Y.W.A’s. Our Y.W.A’s, are increasing
in number and efficiency because of
conferences "they have had. We are
keeping two girls in school and, by this
means, hope to add to the number who
shall lead out into the tomorrow. In
the Christian schools and kindergartens,
with their wonderful, transforming ef-
fect in the homes and in the lives of our
young people we are working at the
task of training the children and youth
of Japan. But we see Africa waiting.

Africa—Our dark Africa is on the
road toward a civilization and they tell

.us it depends upon what Christian peo-

ple do now for Africa whether it be a
Christian civilization or not. We of the
Woman’s Missionary Union of Nigeria
are trying to do our part. Organized
in 1920, just five years after the first
missionary society was started, we have
now 85 Women’s Missionary Societies
fostering 67 young people’s organiza-
tions in the aim and ideals of the

W.M.U. organizations. We are trying
to teach the mothers of our land to
make, better homes, to keep their little
ones in small, clean beds covered with
mosquito netting instead of carrying
them about strapped to their backs or
letting them crawl about on dirty ground
floors. We are working and praying
for a strong healthy generation of young
people who, having learned to love Thee
in their youth, will go forth to do their
share in making the civilization of
Africa Christian,

l.eader—As we listen to the women
of Europe make their report, we seem to
hear them say: “Our strength indeed
is small and we have few missionaries
to live among us and guide us in our
work”. But the women of Hungary can
report numerous organizations for the
training of their young people and can
tell of the work of the Sunday school
and the B.Y.P.U. and of the fine Young
People’s Conferences they have in Hun-
gary. Rumanian women are looking
\\nh eagerness to the time when young
women trained in their Tralmng School
in Bucharest can organize and ‘train
their young people. The women of Italy
speak with pride, of the work of the
voung people’s societies whose interests
are carefully looked after by one of their
pastors,

the young people of Spain and Jugo-

Do not our hearts yearn after.

1

“Slavia, for we hear no report from our

women there? Do we hear no report
from the land where the Christ Jesus
grew in wisdom and in stature and in
favor with God and man? Wherever
there are true Christian women we know
some children will be consecrated and
trained for the Master’s service. The
women of Palestine report a Sunday
school in Nazareth and the Baptist work
in Jerusalem.

As the Christian women of the world
stood before their Lord, the author of
“A Straight Way toward Tomorrow”
seemed to see the Lord lift His -hands
in blessing, saying: “My love and pres-
ence and blessing have been with you
through these past years of service. But
now I ask you to lift up your eyes and
see the glorious tasks that remain to
be done. I need you every one, of every
race and clime. I need to have you
work together or the task will be delayed
in its accomplishment. Will you under-
take to do it in My name and for My
sake and with My help? Will you set
before yourselves a very high ideal, an
aim toward which to work unitedly and
unceasingly? First to make sure your
own homes are truly Christian and, at
the same time, work for “a Christian
home for every child as the best start-
ing point for life’s journey and for
world-tasks?”

The youth of America, China, Japan,
South America, Africa, Europe, Cuiya
and ‘Mexico that has been enlisted in
our missionary organizations is fo.rmu}g
just such an army as is prophesied in
this psalm. For as they put on the hel-
met of salvation and join this host, as
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they put on the shield of faith through
prayer and Bible study, as they put on
the sword of the Spirit of love through
their study of missions and through their
gifts, surely they go forth to conquer
the world and bring it to the feet of
Jesus.

The Personnel of This Army

N this psalm -the large number in this

army of young soldiers is empha-
sized. They are likened unto the dew-
drops. Can you count the myriads of
dewdrops? Neither can we count the
host in our W.M.U. army of young sol-
diers but we can number the organiza-
tions from which they come. Woman’s
Missionary Union army is the largest of
all such groups in the nations where
southern Baptists work, because the
W.M U. began early to have recruiting
stations, enlistment officers and the
work of training the army. Boys and
virls from 6746 Sunbeam Bands, girls
from 5296 Girls' Auxiliary Bands, boys
from 2931 R.A. Chapters and young
women from 3814 Young Women'’s Aux-
laries go to make up this fine army
in our southern Baptist territory. This
inclndes 77 College Y.W.A’s. and 15
(irace McBride Y.W.A’s, in our Baptist
hospitals.

sionaries and native Christians to enlist
and train their youth.

Brazil adds her more than 2000 young
people from 32 Y.W.A’s. and 129 Sun-
beam Bands. Argentina adds her in-
terest in the enlistment of her youth
through her few societies for women and
young women.

Chile adds her efforts of 6 years along
with her youth from 17 Sunbeam Bands,
4 Y.W.A’s. and several R.A. Bands.
The College Y.W.A’s. in South Amer-
ica are serving as training camps from
which go out fine young women to-their
communities and homes. One young
lady going home for a vacation gathered
together the women and young people
of her community and taught to them
all the study courses she had at college.
She has given to the people of her town
a new vision and interest.

From out of war-stricken China rises
up an army of youth—the hope of her
future. Her 44 W.M.U. missionary or-
ganizations are training several thousand
soldiers for the army of the Kingdom.
Most of our mission ‘schools have a .
W.M.U. organization in the school set-
ting forth the ideals of our southern
Baptist young people’s organizations.
Through the teaching of such ideals
there will come the understanding that
Christian love is the only conquering
force. Because of so many dialects
China has four general organizations of
W.M.U., each one lending every effort
to strengthen the young people’s work.
Miss Lottie Moon organized this work \
in North China in 1910 with only 3
Women’s Missionary Societies. She was
their first president. Today there are
splendid leaders coming out of their so-
cieties who can lead and are leading
their own to Christ. They themselves
testify that the W.M.U. is a real school
of training. Central: China with her
30 young people’s organizations .offers
the “saved to serve”. These represent
1495 youth who have been chosen of
God to be leavening forces in enlisting
of others until all shall join in God’s
army. Central China WM.U. was
“sweet sixteen” last May. South China
adds the leaven of 14 organizations.
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The v .WhA. offers her material gifts to
go to the Baptist Hospital in Canton and
the Sunbeams give to the Baptist Or-
phanage there. Interior China looks
forward to seeing her youth become a

mighty part of this holy warfare—for -

her W.M.U. is not unmindful of the
importance of this training. Miss Lila
Watson, of South Carolina and several
years in North China, has recently
moved to Shanghai, from which central
location she will seek to arouse greater
inferest throughout China in W.M.U.
work for women and young people.
Africa’s 67 young people’s organiza-
tions representing nearly 3000 heroes
belong in this army which is as the dew-
drops. And no less efficient are they

-to fight with Jehovah’s army than are

ours. Y.W.A’s., G.A’s.-and Sunbeams
meet with planned programs, do deeds
of real service and give of their small
material possessions sacrificially. The
W.M.U. of which these are a part is
becoming a real force. They maintain
a W.M.U. headquarters paying $36 a
year salary for a W.M.U. secretary.

& They support a girl each year in the mis-

sion school at a cost of $60. They pay
traveling expenses of their W.M .U. sec-
retary, pay for the printing of Year
Books which contain programs for every

. organization. At their annual meetings

they take an offering which goes to the
Yoruba Baptist work in general. They
raised enough money to rebuild the
fallen walls of the Girls’ School, the
amount being about $500. Personal
service in the Y.W.A. and G.A. often
brings girls home after an all-day Sun-
day of teaching and even preaching to
their heathen sisters so tired that one
foot will scarcely fall in front of the
other but “their zeal does not lag”.

Lovely Japan adds her dainty maid-
ens with their cherry-blossom appear-
ance and her bright-faced children along
with her ‘consecrated young men. Keep-
ing step with Y.W.A’s. of our land, her
girls meet in their annual Y.W.A. con-
ference. Wonderful it is, surely, to see
them eager to have new methods to get
new inspiration and strength. Last year
the conference seemed hopeless with

Miss Naomi Schell in America and with
money so scarce but the Japanese
Y.W.A. girls said ‘“We must have our
conference” and they did. =

Around the world where our mission-
aries have organized the W.M.U. we
have youth being enlisted in numbers
that are to be as countless as are the
dewdrops and they truly will be a rod
of strength to bring about the triumph
of God’s Kingdom in the world. Around
the world we have volunteers in our
W.M.U. army.

They learn that prayer gives power (0
those on the firing-line. They learn that
prayer gives understanding minds and
hearts to those whom our missionaries
in foreign fields and workers at home
are trying to enlist.. As they pray God
brings victory. In the three seasons
of special prayer last year there were
members of 5911 W.M.U. young peo-
ple’s organizations praying for foreign
missions, of 5525 praying for home mis-
sions and of 4681 praying for state mis-
sions. Certainly new strength comes
through such petitions of our youth.
Then as they STUDY there comes to
them a challenge to fight for right. As
they study Christ’s Commission in His
Word they come to recognize it as

.marching orders from the Captain of all

the army of Christian youth. As they
study the needs on fields through. mis-
sion study and programs along with
God’s command there comes. a motive
which has power in it. Around 50,000

of this fine young army were in train-
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ing through mission study last year and
many more through programs and sto-
ries. 'Surely in such study there are al-
ways new members being enlisted in
God’s army of soldiers and as they get
new visions they in turn enlist others.
So it is an endless process of ENLIST-
MENT. Last year there were thou-
sands who listened to the invitation of
“Join the Army” through almost 5000
new organizations.

And then knowledge of the world’s
needs and a right motive surely con-
strain the most effective service. Last
year there were thousands who shared
in organized PERSONAL SERVICE in
addition to unreported deeds which are
counted as one's “reasonable service”.

Then the study of STEWARDSHIP
along with the vision of a lost world
brings GIFTS of money besides gifts
of time and talents and prayers. Gifts
of more than $250,700 came into God’s
storehouse last year through our W.M.U.

More
than 12,500 such members have already

N THE selection of Mrs. Helen Bar-
l rett Montgomery to write the story

of the Jerusalem Conference the Cen-
tral Committee on the United Study of
Foreign Missions made a wise choice.
Mrs. Montgomery’s wide knowledge of
history and of foreign missions makes
her the ideal person for such a task.

Beginning with the plan of salvation
as outlined in the Old Testament, she
tells the story of the development of
this plan in the days of the apostles, in
the spread of the Gospel through the

"Roman Empire, in its conquest of the

government of Rome and on down
through the ages as it has made its way
into all the world. She then takes up
the unfinished task and shows us those
sections of the world still-untouched by
the Gospel and the need for the people
of God to bestir themselves in behalf
of those who have not yet received the

~ “good news”.

In the last chapter she recalls for us
other missionary conferences in London,
New York and Edinburg, finally coming
to the International Missionary Council
held in Jerusalem March 24-April 8,
1928. This she considers the “mightiest
gathering in centuries in developing the
life of the church”. As the conference
went on, it seemed impossible to agree
but, as they studied and prayed, the
almost miraculous happened, and the
Spirit of God so unified them that there
was agreement on major points.

CAMP FIRES in the CONGO

A FASCINATING mission study book
for young folks is “Camp Fires in
the Congo”, by Mrs. John M. Springer,
published in 1928 by the Central Com-
mittee on the United Study of Foreign
Missions. Mrs. Springer writes from
a missionary experience of twenty-six
years. She understands youth, and in
her book she interprets African youth
to the young of our more favored land.
She tells the story of the usual African
family in the Congo, giving their way
of living, eating, sleeping, their recrea-
tions and their religions. We sit with
them at the camp fire as Chama scares
away the balls of yellow fire that mean
a leopard’s eyes are watching; we thrill
with horror as Chama’s mother drinks
the cup of poison to prove she has not
caused the death of a child; we hold
our breath as Chama is left for dead
when the scourge of smallpox causes a
town to be abandoned. The coming of
the missionaries and the education and
conversion of this family and the mar-
riage of Chama and his chum to girls
of the mission school bring the story to
a happy climax. .

For some years it has been the cus-
tom of Dutch Christian students to
gather on that day for a national service.
The last service began on Saturday eve-
ning and continued till late Sunday eve-
ning. More than 500 students were
present. An observer states that it is
evident the finést type of students takes
part in this day of prayer.

Students of Union Christian College in

Korea have answered calls to conduct
revivals in numbers of churches. Church
officers would gather with these college
boys and after praying together would
lay plans to reach the unsaved in towns
which were centers of large unevangel-
ized communities. Despite zero weather
these young college boys approached
over 3000 personally. Meetings were
held every evening when over 400 de-
cided for Christ. Christians greatly
stirred went out to preach to relatives,
neighbors and friends and lead them to
the meetings.

Dr. R. T. Bryan writes from China of
an illustration he uses to inspire Chris-
tian boys who live in non-Christian
homes to be faithful. The young man
of whom Dr. Bryan tells broke down
the strong opposition of two older broth-
ers, won them to Christ and secured
their support while he gave his whole
time to preaching the Gospel just by
living: his religion in the home. Dr.

Bryan asks that we pray for the boys on a large scale in the United Sta

and girls of China that they may thus
prevail in the Christian life.
