LANGUAGE STUDY is indeed a for:
midable prospect to the newly appointed
missionary, and yet there is the joy of
knowing that it is the final step of prep-
aration. It was actually frightening to me
when I finally found myself on foreign
soil, where the people spoke words that I
could not understand. Spanish has always
been a beautiful language to me, but I tem-
porarily forgot its beauty in a struggle to
put the correct meaning behind those
sounds.

We were fortunate in having a little
Costa Rican girl waiting to help us in the
home, to do the cleaning and cooking
while we spent the day in school and study-
ing. Fortunately she had worked for
“green” language school students before,
and understood our needs better than we
did. I did manage to get her confused one

day, however. Dorothy Sledge who had
preceded us to language school was visiting
me. Antonia, the maid, somewhat per-
plexed, called Dorothy into the kitchen and
asked her if I really wanted banana and
tuna fish in sandwiches for lunch! For a
while our diet was limited to our vocabu-
lary.

Language study involves work, but it is
rewarding. One feels that being able to
say a few words, make purchases at the
grocery, and finally converse in a foreign
language is a most gratifying experience
and well worth whatever effort must be ex-
pended to reach the goal!

We, as many other students, listened to
the radio in whatever spare moments we
had. It was helpful in training our ears
to hear and understand. It also helped us
build a vocabulary. Reading a Spanish

newspaper or magazine was quite another
thing. Learning 1o read them was a real
struggle. for here we found a differemu Kind
ol vocabulary.

QOur formal study of the ianguage con-
sisted of Tour hours ol classes with Spanish-
speaking wachers each morning.

<us more lime for individual help, We were
separated into classes, being placed with
others of similar ability,  In the alternoons
we studied, listened to phonetic wapes, and
stnetimes made pes so that we could
hear how we actually sounded.

Leyoun's guietly furnished waiting rovm
for what seemed hours' Finully, 20 impres-
stve and surprisingly human-Jooking Dr.
Leymian appeared and ushered me (irst into
his private oflice. t.eft hehiad, my hus.
band, began nervously to linger the pages
of his Jahoriously wriuen lile history, 1
wondered H we could ever convince the
psychiatrist that we were acceptably nor.
mall  We were sure Goud wanted us on the
mission field, and that assurance did calm
our nerves (or this visit, and o our delight
the psychiatric interview turned out w be—
yes, even pleasantl

As we rellect now, we consider the psy-
chiawric interviews some of the most en-

joyable and helpfnl experiences along the
roadd 1o missionary appoiniment,  In this
docinr we Inund a ssimpacthetic person who
helped us 1o understand ourselves and our
oWl reactions ty viariom siwanons. Ina
very real sense, the psychiatrisc helped 1o
prepare ns [or the muany adjusunents that
have conlronted us here in the Philippines.

mmelim.eo disturbing, reality., The Chris-
tan psychiatrist seeks to ascertain cthat the
cundidate has unmistakable balance and as-
surance of God's call 10 the missian {ield,
the one thing that will sustain the mission:
ary whea situations seem almost overpower-
ing.

Eol and I wauld never canvey the klea
that missionary Lile s a sacrifice. We waunld
husten ta assure that we are supremely
happy in our new role as inissionaries. Our
blessings have been multiplied. especially
in tones ol illness when quite naturally we
huve langel for the nearness of Joved anes
and {riends, as we have leancd heavily an
Him who has prowised ta supply all al our
needs. Qur hearts overllow with joy and
peace as we reaiize that “He that sent e
is with me: the Father hath not lelt me
alane.” We're glad, too. that Lefore we
came we saw the psychiatrist, who helped
us to see ourseives s we really are so that
we muy seek 1o fulfill the call which Gad
placed in our hearts,
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The backslider nesds ta go back
to whara he loat his contact with God.

These are sad. heart-breaking worls, wnd
it is agreed by soulavinners thit the back.
slider is one of the hordest persons with
whom 1o deal.

There are, indeed, dillerent kinds ol
“backsliders.” There are many whn never
were truly Christians, but whe joined a
church or a preacher, instend ol Jesus
Christ. And there are althers, 10 whom it
must be said. “Ye did ran well; who did
hinder vou that ye should not obey the
tewth?” (Gal. 5:7).

Question your (riend envugh to (ind nut,
il possible. which is his rase. 1( the forwer.
he must be led 1o see that he has had ne
real experience with Godd and therefure
must receive Christ by faith. Then he can
rest in the promise. "1 will never leave thee,
nor forsake 1hee” (Heb, 13:5).

1f. however, it is semeone who a1 ong
time was really converted, he fnnst be con.
vinced of the love of the Lord who says,
“I will hea] their backslicling. 1 will love
them Ireels” (Hosea 14:4).

Backslidlers are miserable in sin. "Your
u(‘;quilies have separated between you and
vour God. and your sins have hid his face
from you" (Isa. 59:2).

Remind him al the joy he is missing.
“The joy of the Lord is your strength”
{Neh, 8:10). He can have peace and pric-
tical righteousness again if he will pray,
“Restore unty me the joy of thy salvation;

and upholid me with thy free spirit” (Psalm
51:12).

I'he backslider must da like the man
who lost the ax  He must ga back to where
he lost it (2 Kings 6:5). The backslider
must go bark tn where he lost contact with
God. What sin separated him [rom God?

CGuxl. He may admi his sin Lo ynu. This,
however, 15 nut neressary. He must conless
his sin 10 God. He mnst pray with deep
sincerity, “Wash me thoronghly from mine
iniquity, and cleanse me Irom my sin™
(Psalm 51:2).

Having adwmined his sin 1o God. he will
be ready 1o make restitutinn if his sin hurt
somenne else  The backslider will nnt find
complele peace with Gl unuil he has
righiedd, s far oy posstble. whatever wrong
he s eommitted. 11 he cheated someone,
he shonld repay the money. If he hunt
somenne's [eeling, he should apologie. I
he publicly injured somenne’s reputaion,
he shoultdl make a public retraction.

The Organization al American States
traces the conception ol its ideals ta a dream
of $imon Bolivar in 1815, who visualized
a greatness lar the New World “nat sa
much by virtue of her area and wealth as
by her freedom and glory.” Baolivar's dream
fiest caok shape in an assembly oi mations
known as the Cangress of Panama in 1826.

It was 1890, however, when the first in
ternationa! conference of American staces
mec in Washingeon to create the permanent
organization now kmown as OAS. The
OAS Charter, adopted in 1948 after two
world wars had drawn the peaple of the
Americas closer together, expressed its aims
as:

To surengthen the peace and security of

the continent;

To prevent possible causes of difficulties

and to ensure the pacific sertlement of

disputes that may arise among the mem-
ber States;

To provide for common action on the
part of those Siates in the event of aggres-
sioD;

To seek the solution of political, juridi-
cial, and economic problems that may
risg among them, and

‘To promote, by co-operative action, their
cconomic, social, and culteral develop-
ment.

Teachers, engincers, architects, nurses,
and doctors {from all the cuuntries pool
their knowledge and experience to pravide
our American people with more widl beiser
sthools, beuer healtth, better crops and
tood supply, better honsing and city plsn-
ning, beuer trensportation, belter inclustry
und trade.

And now that the world hus enteredd the
atomic age and unlriendly nations wage a
battle of brains for destructive uses of nu-
clear power, it is extremely satislaclory o
learn that OAS uses s xienufic manpower
10 wrn the new-lound sword into plow-
shares.

The Council of OAS has sel two gvonps
in motion o accomplish this end. Firse, it
named a special commission of seven men-
bers in charge al drafting <he swatutes of
the Inter-American Commission on Nuclear
Fnergy. And it instrurted the office of Sec-
retary General 10 make an ininal stody of
needs in Latin America for research and
training in the peaceful use ol nuclear
energy—his (indings to bhe considered at
first sessions of the new TACNE aul alo
made available 1o governments and privase
industries in the American countrics.

Ambassador Guillermo Sevilla-Sacasa of
Nicarauga is chairman of he special or-
ganizing commission. 1t was he who pre-
si(tléd. early last year, nver a snb comnnitice
on atomic energy of the Inter-American
Commiuee af Presidentizl Representatives.
Ambassador Juan Bautista de lavalle of
Peru is vicechairman, and the representa-
tives from Argentina, Brazil, Mexica, the
nited States and Venezuela are members.

T have
a longing to hand out reans of tracts and
to talk to people about the Saviour. Those
activities are strictly against the law in
Spain. I'm afraid too many ol my country-
men t1ake their great liberty for granted, It
will be a blessing to read the news in the
daily newspapers and know that it is not
atl subject to one man‘s point of view.

One of our missionaries has aptly said
that the Lord doesn’t always call ten-1alent
missionaries but he often calls them to use
their one talent ten different ways. We
are laoking forward with pleasure to the
opportunity to study in the New Orleans
Seminary. There are so many things we
need to know how 1o do beuter.

Then there is the privilege of being able
10 share some of the experiences that we
have had during these four years in Spain.
Spanish Raptists have done a great deal
with very little materially speaking, and
they ave grateful for every bit of belp that
Southern Baptists have sent them. 1t is
true that there are difficulties but the wark
is on a sure foundadon' amd is growing
slowly and steadify. Our prayer is that we
will be able o impart a true picwure of the
work in Spain as we have opportunities to
tell sbout it

So it is with great amticipation and happy
hearts that we make prepurations for our
journey home, yet we cannot forget that
onr Spanish brethren face the difficult
problems, like the rising cost of lving, and
the Iack of liberty. And they cannot get
away Jor a rest even though they grow
wenry beneath the load. Please keep on
praving for them and pray for your [ur-
loughing missionaries, that their sirength
My be renewed so that “they shall mount
up with wings as eagles: they shal run,
and ni be weary; and they shall walk, and
B Lan,”

Archbishop of Canterbury Questions Church Umon

The Archblishop of Cantsrbury In an address before the bl-snnual
meating of the Britiph Council of Churches warned Christiane to
consider the dangers lnvolved 1if every branch of Chrietendom wsre
united. He said that if the denominaticone could spesk with one
united voice “thrones and crownp might falter.™

"You can slso reslize what a terrible danger we oursslves could
be 1n,"™ the Archbishop told the sudience. "I mean this sincersly be-
cause 1f wo were all one and united, the denger of the fresdom to
differ from the majority in power would be threatened and there
bae always been great value in minorlties and differences of opin-
ion."

"Please God some day there will be a unlted church--in soms
pense united. But it will not come until we are all strong emough
in the Christian faith to bear with one another’s differences end
to refuse to exterminate them by force. We mre not yet fit enough
in the sight of God to be a completely united church.”

The Archbishop, & former president of the Werld Council of
Churches, states that the work being done by representatives of the
World Councll and the International Misslonary Council at the United
Nations is amignificant. Staff members on the Commission of the
Churches on International Affairs are always prasent to glve dele-
goetes the benefit of Christian opinion as reflscted by this body.
At one tlme, he said, these reprementatives had to creep about try-
ing to find someone to listen, but now delegates seek out the
churchmen who often have trouble ln finding them to anawer all thelr
questions.

National Council Elects American Baptist President

Dr. Edwin T. Dahlberg, pastor of the Delmar Baptist Church in
Saint Louie. is the new president of the National Council of
Churches. Dr. Dahlberg is the firat Baptist to bhead the Council.
In deacribing hia church which is afflliated with both Southern end
American Baptlist Conventiona, Dr. Dahlberg called .it” "the Northern
church with & Southern s«exposure.” When the new president was asked
by .reportera if he thought Southern Baptiete would affiliate with
the Natlional Council he esaid, "There is no Indication at present."

The out-going preaident, Dr. Bugene Careon Blake, in his final
moagage to the Council ssked the members “to re-examine theologi-
cally the whole Council movemsnt and its varioua programa.™

On his second missionary jaurney, while
in the city of Troas, Panl had a vision of
a man who called, “Come over inte Mace-
donia, and help us,”

His original plans did not include a visit
0 Troas. He had planned o enter Bi-
thynia, but his being in Troas may be ex-
plained by the expressions, “forbidden of
the Holy Ghost™ and “the Spirit suffered
thewm nod” (Acts 16:6, 7).

‘Thus, the vision which Paul had when
he reached Troas left ne doubt in his
mind that 1he Lord “had called us for to
preach the gospel unie them.”

Paul’s answer to the Macedonian call re-
sulted in his first European convert, Lydia,
at Philippi. And cenainly, il Paul had
been disappointed because he was “forbid-
den of the Spirit” to enter Bithynia, this

experience must have been proof to him
that 1the Holy Spirit was at work and was
divecting him. 3

The Holy Spirit still directs dedicated
Christians in the missionary cause. In re-
cent years a call from faraway places came
to LaVora Murfin who grew up on the
river frant of New Qrleans, Louisiana. The
call come o LaVora the same night she

gave her heart to Jesus Chrisu at a yonuth |

camplire service led by Miss Gladys Keith
in the backyard of Rachel Sims Mission.
LaVora was thirteen years old at the time.

LaVora's father claimed ne religion, al-
though he had grown up in 2 Quaker {am-
ily. Her mather was Catholic, and LaVora
and her brother had heen reared according
to the marriage contract in the Cathalic
church.

By the time LaVora was eleven years old,
her father and brother had been won 10
Christ, mostly through the efforis of those
working at our Rachel Sims Mission, And
20 it was thad L.aVora followed her hrather
to the Mission, though ae first she was in-
terested anly in the sewing, piano lessins,
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and mikeshments, She did not intend to
have anything 1o do with the religiom
teaching that had already Jed her brother
away Irom their mother's teaching and
faith.

LaVora's mother had expected her to re-
main wrue to the Cathole [aith, but after
a visit ta the minion, she decided it was a
bewer place for LaVora to spend her time
ihan on a street corner or in a public park.
S0 when LaVora came home ane Sunday
night with wet hair, her mother was angry
indeed that she had accepted Chrint and
been baptized. She was angry with LaVora
for breaking her promise, and angry with
Miss Keith for allowing LaVora to receive
Laptism.

When LaVora wag fifteen, Miss Keith
gave her work 10 do in the mission which
strengthened her desjre 10 be a missionary.
Her experiences as a summer student
worker for the Home Mission Board a
liuke later gave strength to her intention.
A mission emphasis week which she at-
tended at the local New Orleans Seminary
served as anather “go sign™ from God.

During LaVora's last year of study at
the Carver School {then WMU Training
School) she met Dan_Sprinkle, a student
at the Southern Baptist S¢minary. Dan was
confident that God had called him to be a
pastor, and together they talked about how
pastoral work fits into the needs on a for-
eign mission lield. LaVora's hushand says,

Alter LaVora'’y graduation and marriage
to Daa Sprinkle, her husband continued
his swudies in the seminary, Mr. Elmer
West, secretary for Missionary Personnel,
suggested to them that they get acquainted
with the missionaries on the seminary cam-
pus. LaVora and Dan fallawed this sug-
gestion, and invited many of the {urlough-
ing missionaries ta dinner. One day 1hey
nvited the Jack Matthewses, missionaries to
Argentina. -That visit aused LaVora and
Don to study the needs in Avgemina. Later
they read thar Missi ¥ Huga Culpepp
said: “We need more missionaries to work
with and strengthen the existing churches
and o help organize new churches through-
aut the vast areas of unaccupied {by Bap-
tists or any other evangelicals) tervitory in
Argenuna. . . ."

Dan and LaVora asked the Farcign Mis-
sion Board 1o appoint them 10 Argentina.
Alter {ulfilling all requirements they were
appointed, and after 2 year of language and
a swudy of Argentine culture, they sailed,
arriving in Argentina the latter part ol
March, 1957. Perbaps it should be aaid

Those Who Enter These Doors

In propagating the gospel overseas, we
continue to follow the pattern set by Jesuws
himself—preaching, 1eaching, and healing.

These three areas, however, may be
braken down to include many ways in
which prepared young people may serve
Some of these are as agricuiturises, journal-
ists, religious education and yauth workers,
clementary and secondary schoolteachers,
school administrators, college and seminary
prolessars, nurses, technicians, nursing in-
structors, and hnspital administratars.

For all the following basic requirements
are necessary: a calling of God o witnen
to the power and love of Jesus Christ, and
a compelling drive ta awin gthers ta a saving
knowledge of Christ.

"It was a foreign mission revival, not a
foreign mission conference,” said many of
the 1091 peaple describing the Foreign Mis
sions Conference at Gloricta Baptist A
sembly in New Mexico, last August when
so many young peaple made dedications
There were two professians of faith, 70 vol
unteers for foreign mission service, and 255
other life dedicatians.

Dedlication to the will of God, then. is
the very first step that leads to missianary
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appgjgtment. The dedicated person chinks
of himself in terms of living daily in a
Christlike way. He begins to participate
more actively in everything which wilt help
him to grow inta a mature Christian, This
includes spending mare time in prayer,
Bible reading, seeking opportunities for
Christian service both in and out of the
church, and talking with othen about be-
coming Christians. The dedicated person
also tries to see himself in the light of the
teaching of Jesus and seeks earnestly co
correct whatever attitudes or habits in his
Jite which may hinder his effectiveness as a
Christian witness.

The dedicated person will also study
world needs. Recall the statement made by
Mr. Dan Sprinkle: “We would have been
more interested in foreign missions service
if we had raken time to study the work op-
poriunities afforded.”

It is reasonable to assume that mission
volunteers will come from those who have
first dedicated themselves by doing the will
of God.

At the Threshold of Decision

Every missianary can look back upon his
maturing years and point to same definite
influences which htlped him make a de-
cision for Christign service. We mention
some of these.

Perhaps the home is the strongest in.
luence in helping young people decide te
e missionaries. Miss Edith Vaughn of Bra-
zil says: “The heart of preparation is to
have a wonderful Christian home, with the
sweetest of Christian mothers, my pastor-
lather, ever faithful in the Lord's service,
and two brothers and sisters who daily
helped me in the adjustments of growing
up. We were made aware af the impar-
tance ol serving the Lord and his plan for
Wissiuns in our church, and as we bad con-
tact in our home with autstanding work-
ers.”

Snmetimes, a very dear friend, 2 pastar,
or ‘L pastor’s wife greatly influences a young
peison and helps to make a decision for
Cluisiian serviee possible, From Mrs. James

Shart, missionary to Mexico, we have this
statement: “The encouragement of my pas-
tor’s wife meant more to me than anything
else during carly adolescence, and I made
my final decision after hearing Dr. Baker
James Cauthen preach one Sunday marn-
ing when I was thirteen."

" The misionary organizations of the
Woman's Missionary Union, the Training
Union and Sunday schoal all greatly in-
fluence decisions of our young people. Dr.
and Mn. L. C. Smith, candidates for ap-
pointment to Africa (they hope to be ap-
pointed in the spring of 1958), grew up in
Fuquay Springs, North Carolina. They
bath came {rom Christian homes, and cach
had felt the call to be a missionary even
befare they started dating. Mrs. Smith says,
“The missionary organizations of qur home
church played 2 large part in bringing us
to this decision. The stories of people all
over the warld impressed me a great deal
as I attended Sunbeam Band meetingy. 1
began to work on forward steps in Girls”
Auxiliary and advanced to Queen Regent.

.and caught a visian of the tremendous need

of the world far the gaspel. [ believe at-
tending state GA camps as a GA for four
years and as a counselor for three mare
years avere important influences in my life.
Each year [ was mare certain that God had
a place for me. The opporturity of hearing
missionaries and getting to know them was
another priceless treasure.

Christian schools alse influence students
in making decisions. The influence may
come through school activities, prafessors,
ar ather students. Ronald Hill, minsionary
in Thailand, became a Christian when he
was very young. He grew up in a Christian
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home. He says that although he had been
interested in mimiona as a Junior RA, he
had never considered the face that the Lord
might want him to be 5 foreign missionary
until he ateended Baylor Univemity. In
his own words, “1t was a¢ Baylor that I first
became seriously concerned about the chal-
lengg of foreign missions.™

Before Entering Open Doors

A call of God to special service is also a
call to preparation for that service. Cer-
tainly one who feels the call to represent
Christ overscas needs specialized iraining.
He needs to be informed and guided as he
prepares. The Foreign Mission Board is
the spiritual agency for guiding, placing,
and protecting appointees, I¢ is interested
in the one who feels that God has called
him for this service and likewise interested
that the growth of Christ’s kingdom will he
sure. Since God's will for any life may be
a progressive revelation, it is possible some-
times to misunderstand some of our expe.
riences. The tmportant thing we should
all remember is that as surcly as God speaks
to an individual, he also guides our Foreign
Mission Board. Because of the great re-

ibility of our Foreign Mission Board,
certain procedum and requirements have
been adopted and are practiced.

The initial step of one who feels that
Gou has a place for-him to serve as a mis-
sionary is to write to the Department of
Missionary Personnel, Baplist Foreign Mis-
sion Board, Box 5148, Richmond, Virginia.
Even a young volunteer should do this.

Kenya is the home of the Mau Mau,
which was arganized to rid the counury of
the white man whom many Africans [eel
has stolen their land. This country has
openced its doors ta Southern Baptists. The
Davis Saunderses will be in charge of a
good will center in the city of Nairabi in
Kenya. The site of this center is located in

an immediate area where about ten thom.
sand peaple are not yet reached by any
cvangelical Christian influence. About 5
per cent of the Alrian people in this rea
paus by the center on their way 1o and from
work. Very soon the center ought to have
a seven-day-a-week challenge and be a grest
powerful witness,

Dar es Salaam, capital city of Tangan-
yika, means “Haven ol Peace,” but if you
could visit the Webster Carrolls there, you
would discover for yoursell chat thiy is no
truly descriprive of this city. For in this
city, made up of seventy tribes which have
lefe the countryside 10 seek a livelihood

g the ¢ ial life dominated by
Europeans, Asians, and Arabs, you would
sec a people with linle or no home life,
You would be impressed with high illiter-
acy and low morality.

The desire of the Africans o learn to
read and write and their interest in hy
giene and baby care inspired 1he plan for
aur work in this city to begin with a church
and good will center. However, our mis
sionaries did not wait for the buildings be-
fore starting activities which will eventually
grow inta some type of program for every
day in the week.

Mr. Carroll writes: “We have two soccer
teams with admirable winning records.
Their dream is {for uniforms with the name
“Baptist Center” printed on the front,
which we may help supply by some plan

whereby they can earn them as they wark -

on the new buildings. About 75 smalier
children also come for games. This has
helped apen the dogrs and assures us 3
hearing far the gospel.”

The Carrolls have also started a week<lay
storytime and Sunday marning service
‘The meeting place has been under large
mangn trees where the bhoildings will be
erected. Most of thase whe come are chil-
dren, though seme parents have accom:
panied them.

This missionary couple is loaking for-
ward 10 having a fine African couple work
with themn. The man wiil help with trane
lation, and his wife with the women's work.

Beautiful scenery, familiar ¢
strange language, startling dress, and pe-
culiar odors were unlike anything they had
imagined. They have given an enthusiastic
account of 3 600-mile erip from Dar es Sal-
aam to Mbeya, where our 50-bed hospital
is being built. Especially did they enjoy
the animals they saw—elephants, hundreds

of baboons and monkeys, a herd of gazelle,.

and other animals.

In your imagipation, stand beside these
missionaries and try to feel something of
what they must feel as daily they hear
bells that el of religious rites and festi-
vats. Look with them ay they watch an im-
portant Hindu procession which celebrates
the renovation and consecration of Lord
Shiva and Goddess Ambaji. Hundreds of
people marched in a procession to take
these “dolly” 10 the shore of the Indian
Ocean where they are bathed in the salt
water. The sacrificgsof a pitcher of water
and 2 coconut arecarried on the heads of
women and girly' who march in the proces-
sion. They are then reiurned to the rem-
ples where the sacrificial fires are lighted

She was invited to a iding supper in
Faridpur. This wedding was true to the
customs of the past. Although both the
bride and the groom were well educated,
the marriage had been arranged by their
families. As was the custom, the bride did
not speak 1o any ol the guests, but received
presenis and sat among thoswe who enjoyed
the wedding supper. Mrs. Bennett sat with
the wife and daughter of the district magis-
trate, who were Moslems. The guesis did
not look upon a smiling, excited bride a3
we know her. Mrs. Bennett was so im-
pressed by the sad look on the bride's face
that she wrned to her Moslem neighbor
and asked if this was not supposed to be a
happy occasion. “Happy?" came che reply,
*What's there to be happy about?”

Compassion for the 46.000.000 people of
East Pakisean fills the heart of Mrs. Troy
C. liennett who is a new missionary there.
She says weariness seems 1o hover over the
Citizens. And although poor diet, diseases,
and heat may be contributing factors 10

de makes it possible for Southern Bap-
tisis ta advance in the work which has al-
ready been started.

Perhaps the medical work started by
Ds. George M. Faile, Jr. will extend both
physical and spiritual healing 10 thousands
of sick and unredeemed people. The mo-
bile dispensary in already proving a valuable
aid to Dr. Faile. Dr. Faile will also work in
the newly erected hospital and with several
thousand lepen in the vicinity of Nalerign,
Ghana.

In northern Ghana there is a large wribe,
the Dagomba, which does nat yet have ia
its midst a2 Christian who is qualified ta
lead his own people. However, some Yor-
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uba men who have learned to speak the
laniguage of this wribe have become inter-
esieid in starting work in some of the Da-
gomba villages,

One of these was Gideon Adediran who
served 3y ineerpreter for Mr. and Mrs.
Doyglas Cather at the Sunday services at
Tamale. Gideon soon felt that dhe Lord
wanted him to give his full time in Chris-
tian service and resigned a well-paying joh
to work at the mission. It was through his
influence that the Yoruba church in
“Tamale shared the gospel with the resi-
dents of a swmall Dagomba village about
twenty miles away. At [irst, services were
held near the chiefl's compound. Then a
plot of land was secured and the members
from the Tamale church erected a smaH
frame, grassroof church. The Dagombas
were thrilled over this move and sat for the
first service as proudly nn logs as if they
had been beautifully finished pews, Six
men in this village are now awaiting bujpr

(ism.

enter Southern Rhaodesia vadil 1950, but
the efforts have been so blessed that the
work is being expanded to Northern Rho-
desia and Nyasaland.

What Else Do Minsionaries Do?.... All tolents and skills are put te

Pastors and laymen, numbering 64, met
recently at the African Baptist Theologial
Seminary near Gwelo, Southern Rholesia
for e g" ic conf es. These confer-
ences lasted four days. A great deal of em.
phasis was placed on how to become more
spiritually minded and win others o Christ
‘There were several rededications' at this
conference and some felt the call w go into
the ministry.

Surveys are naw being made to ascertain
whethrr we should begin mission activity in
French West Africa. Dr. Cauthen writey,
*“and although definite plans are not yet
made as to specific locations, it can be
stated that a fresh seudly is being made of
the entire continent of Alrica with a view
to much greater ¢ ion of Baptist work.”

In Latin America, advance steps all for
600 missionaries by 1963. These steps in-
clude strengiiening the work in alt the
countries which we have entered, especiatly
the newer arcas.

In Peru, where over nine million people
live, Southern Baptists have only four
teen missionaries now under appointment,
About half his number has been on the
field less than twe years. The missionaries
who are there feel that thirty-five mission-

aries are needed now to do what they see
is urgently needed. Rev, M. D. Oates, pas-
tor vl the only church in Arequipa, puts
the willing of his s o work
above that of most churches in the states.
He is proud of the Woman's Missionary
Sacicties and Rayal Ambassadors especially.

The greatest need is for national pastors
and the missionaries are develeping those
who have an interest in becoming pastors,
but facilities and more help are needed.
Mr. Oates sums up his concern in these
wordls: “We must realize that we can get
mistionaries into Peru now—the doors may
be closed tomorrow.”

In Europe. Dr. George W. Sadler,
former Secretary for. Africa, Europe, and
ihe Near Eust, will locate in Zurich to act
as a special adviser for Baptist activity.

In the Near Euast, present conditions are
such that litde can be done in the way
of advance. Hawever, advance plans have
been made, and the work in this area will
be sirengthened by sending additional mis-
sionaries to each of the established missions
in both Istsel and the Arab couwntries.
These plans will be carried through as
rapidly as conditions permit,

In Japan, Advanee calls for 150 mission-

arses by the end of 1964. The aim is to
place missionaries in each of the forty of
that country's prefectural capitals, many of
which have not yer been entered,

The Japan Baptist Convention and the
Japan Baptist Mission are planning for a
city-wide evangelistic campaign in Tokyo
in 1959. This will also mark the 70th year
of Southern Baptist work in Japan.

In Korea, it is the plan of the Foreign
Mission Boardl o place at least sixty mis-
sionaries in this country by the close of
1964, After that, the staff will still need
to be greatly enlarged.

In Formosa (Taiwan). the Baptist Semi-
nary has done a good job, but in a con-
gested area and in an inadequate building.
A new location for this seminary has been
plannedt and is bring developed.

The Taiwan BRaptist Convention is com-
posed of only sixteen churches, but these
churchies are gripped with the spirit of mis-
sions. This convention has recenily sent
out its first missionary to a nearby island.
One old grandmother wanted so much to
help that she sold the gold filling that
came from her tooth and gave the maney
to missions.

In Hong Kong, the Hong Kong Baptist

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College, only two years old has an enrol-
ment of 300 students. Within two more
years 1his callege will be operating a full-
scale {our-year senior rollege. The college
is a project of the Hong Kong Bapuist As-
snciation, assiste<] by the Foreign Mission
Boare). The emphasis at present is on lead-
ership training.

In Indonesia, we now have forty-four
missionaries. And while we have recently
entered this field. the program of Advance
calls for placing at least 100 wissionaries
there by 1964. These plans include open-
ing work in Sumatra and Bali, and per-
haps Borneo.

According 1o Grace Wells, Indonesia
needs literature desperately. Because of
such a dearth af literature, busy mission-
aries have had to work tngether in trans.
lating. typing and mimeographing siories
anid Sunday school lessons. Each week it
has been necessary to run off more than two
thousand picces ol material.

In the Philippines, our work has been
limited 10 the northern island of Luzon
anil the southern island of Mindanao.
There will be lurther advance in these two
islantls. Surveys have also been made on
the central islands. and i1 is the hope that
we may soon be able to enter doors on
Samar and Leyte.
