Journeymen
writing a new chapter in 
Baptist missionary work. 
They are the first short­
term workers to be select­
ed and trained in the 
Foreign Mission Board s 
Missionary Journeyman 
Program, which provides 
opportunities for single 
college graduates under 
twenty-seven years of age 
to serve overseas two years.

These Journeymen will 
work under the direction

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of Southern Baptist career mission, 
aries in thirty nations—Africa. Europe 
and the Middle East. Latin America, 
and the Orient. These Journeymen are 
not amateurs: they arc laymen with a 
journeyman’s competence in perform­
ing a task and Christian commitment 
to help meet special needs in areas 
where they can share their faith while 
working and living with people.

Fourteen different job categories 
are included in the requests for 1965. 
Some of these arc elementary teachers, 
high school teachers, college teachers, 
nurses, medical technologists, pharma­
cists. youth directors, student workers, 
secretaries, bookkeepers, printers, 
draftsmen, and civil engineers. A total 
of one hundred thirty requests lor 
Journeymen were received from mis­
sion stations in thirty-five countries. 
Fifty of the jobs will be filled this year.

Teachers fill regular classroom as- 

Medical technologists

signmeitts in schools and colleges oper­
ated bv our Baptist missions. Nurses 
assume staff duties in Baptist hospitals 
and clinics. Office workers perform 
clerical tasks in mission offices, hos­
pitals. and schools. Youth workers 
plan and direct church evangelistic 
programs to reach high school and 
college young people.

Upon the completion of an eight- 
week intensive training session, the 
first Missionary Journeymen begin 
their tasks in the spirit and tradition 
of the journeyman shoemaker and 
missionary. Englishman William 
Carey, who is perhaps the most famous 
missionary beloved by Baptists. Train­
ing sessions included a study of the 
history and culture of the country 
where the short term missionaries 
serve, missionary methods, Bible and 
theology, language study, and other 
subjects.

Although a majority of the work is 
conducted in English, each Missionary 
Journeyman will become familiar 
with the language of the people whom 
he senes, thereby sharing his Chris­
tian faith by becoming involved in the 
life of people in the country where he 
works.

The first group was chosen Ire” a 
large number of applicants from 
twenty-six states. Basic qualifications 
include a required skill, a college de­
gree. good physical health, spiritual 
maturity, a record of active work in a 
Southern Baptist church, and a desire 
to serve people in need.

Their assignments are not easy. 
Like regular missionaries, thetr hours 
will be long and the pay low1. But the 
rewards will be great.

Beginning in 1966 the Foreign Mis­
sion Board plans to select one hundred 
Missionary Journeymen each year for 
assignments in many of the fifty-six 
countries where Southern Baptist mis­
sionaries are now serving.

The Missionary Journeyman Pro­
gram was approved by the Foreign 
Mission Board in April. 1964. and of­
ficially named the following July. It is 
a part of the foreign mission program 
of expansion which calls for the ap­
pointment and support of 5,(MIO South­
ern Baptist missionaries in the field as 
quickly as possible.

Crowing interest in Christian serv­
ice overseas and an increasing aware­
ness of the vital role of laymen in our 
worldwide mission task figured promi­
nently in the development of this new 
short-term mission program for col­
lege graduates.

For ten years or more. Baptist pas­
tors. missionaries, and denominational 
workers have talked about and prayed 
about finding new opportunities ol 
Christian senice for young people. 
Today the first group of Missionary 
Journeymen are assigned.

The Missionary Journeyman Pro­
gram is a supplementary ministry to 
that of ’career missionaries. It is de­
signed for single college graduates 
who do not feel called to a lifetime 
missionary career overseas, but who 
have dedicated their talents and voca­
tion to Christ and are willing to serve 
a two-year nonrepeatable term abroad.

Dear Pastor,
On March 4, 1905, the President of the United 

States in his inaugural address, spoke significant 
words which are relevant to our day and particularly 
to Southern Baptists in June, 1965.

He said, *We have become a great nation, forced by 
the fact of its greatness into relations vith the 
other nations of the earth, and we must behave as 
beseems a people vith such responsibilities. Toward 
all other nations, large and small, our attitude 
•oust be one of cordial and sincere friendship. We 
must show not only in our words, but in our deeds, 
that we are earnestly desirous of securing their 
good will by acting toward them in a spirit of Just 
and generous recognition of all their rights. . . . 
Much has been given us, and much will rightfully be 
expected from us.*

It was in that same year, 1905, that the Baptist 
World Alliance was born in London, England. Now, 
June 25-30, 1965, the 11th Congress of the BWA is 
meeting in Miami Beach, Florida. In fifty-seven of 
the more than one hundred countries that will be 
represented. Southern Baptists have missionaries. 
So many of these people coming from overseas have 
written that they want to see the people of the 
Southern Baptist Convention, their churches, and 
their work, and say, ’Thank you for sending the gos­
pel to our people.*

What an opportunity for us to seal the ties of 
fellowship and love so bravely and worthily begun by 
our missionaries. It isn't too late for you and 
some of your people to make plans to be there. As 
we said in our letter to you last month, it may be 
*a once in a lifetime opportunity.* We cannot re­
frain from asking one more time, won't you come?

“How much do we know about Chris­
tianity in Communist China today?”

This question is often directed to WMS 
program chairmen as well as to leaders and 
missionaries of the Southern Baptist For­
eign Mission Board. Let us piece together 
information available for a general picture 
of Christianity in Red China.

Sources of Information

The Foreign Mission Board does not 
maintain direct contact with Christians in 
Communist China. It is not possible, nor 
would it be wise. Sources of information 
may be classified in four groups, none of 
which gives anything like a complete pic­
ture and in some cases not necessarily even 
a reliable one.

One source is occasional "guided tours” 
in the mainland of China by people from 
outside. This gives the picture the Commu­
nist government wants to convey, but it 
still imparts some information. The second 
source is the evaluation of the official 
Protestant church periodical in Red China. 
Again that’s to some extent a propaganda 
organ, but information can come from it.

Personal contact—by letter or occasional 
visits—which Chinese people on the out­
side have with those in Communist China 
is the third source of information. The 
fourth source is the information from refu­
gees who come out of Red China from time 
to time and who bring with them some 
news about church life there.

Christian Strength

There was quite definitely a falling 
away in numbers after the Communist 

take-over in the late forties. Later reports 
indicated that there had been a building 
back up to the point where the number of 
Christians was roughly estimated as being 
about what it had been at the time of the 
take-over. It is not known to what extent 
there may have been any further growth or 
maybe some leveling off. But perhaps it 
wouldn’t be too far off to say that nu­
merically 'Christianity is about holding its 
own in China during these years of perse­
cution.

l'he situation in Communist China is 
not to be thought of in terms of all dark or 
all light. Rather, it is a mixture of discour­
aging and encouraging elements. Christians 
Hve under very severe tensions. There are 
persecutions and there have been martyr­
doms, but at the same time there are bap­
tisms and there are evidences of church 
vitality. Thus the picture is a mixed one.

Christian witness is being made inside 
Red China even though a person may be 
limited in what he is able to say. The man­
ner in which a Christian patiently bears his 
load, the response of a loving Christian 
heart to other people under a difficult 
situation, the whole Christian manner and 
attitude can communicate a witness to 
Christian ideals and to the reality of a liv-

ing Christ even though the person might 
not be able to say as much as he would like 
to say.

Religious Persecution

Many people here are not aware of the 
fact that the pressures to which Christians 
have been subjected in a great many cases 
have not been in a form outwardly pre­
sented as religious persecution. 'I'he matter 
of the taking over of properties is simply 
one phase of the Communist doctrine that 
all properties belong to the State. All prop­
erty is nationalized, and church property is 
no exception.

Many of the actions which the Commu­
nists have made at least in outward guise 
have been something other than religious 
persecution. They have tried to maintain a 
face of freedom of worship which is tech­
nically guaranteed in their constitution. 
Some local administrators have not avoided 
outright religious persecution, but the gov­
ernment policy apparently has been to limit 
Christian groups by means other than re­
ligious persecution. And they have been 
quite dever in discovering ways in which 
these things could be done.

For the individual Christian, a great 
many-of the pressures that come from the 
Communist government are not direct but 

are in the form of social pressure for con­
formity. Though more extreme in degree, 
they are not a great deal different from the 
things that make many Christians in Amer­
ica choose the way of the world rather than 
the way of Christ. It is not so much a direct 
persecution approach as a method of trying 
to let Christianity dry up.

Also by controlling the printing of Bibles, 
Christian books, and other publications, 
they strive to let the materials necessary to 
carry on Christian work be depleted. By 
thus eliminating what the young people 
can do and by making more difficult the 
coming into the life and fellowship of a 
church, the Communists by constant pres­
sure seek to take away gradually some of 
the vitality of the Christian movement.

Interpreting What Has Happened in 
Communist China

Basically our interpretation rests on the 
whole matter of a Christian view of history: 
that God in his sovereignty is able to let 
such events arise and be channeled and 
terminated according to what in his own 
divine wisdom and understanding may in 
the long run contribute to the spread of the 
kingdom of heaven.

We cannot think of our investments 
solely in terms of the churches that are still 
there, but also what it meant to the several 
generations of people touched by the gospel 
between the time Southern Baptists entered 
in 1846 and had to leave a century later.

What Can We Do Today
to Help Christians in Red China?

We can do at least four things to help 
Christians in Red China: (I) Be sympa­
thetic with them in the situation in which 
they live. (2) Be appreciative of the fact 
that in difficult circumstances they are try­
ing to use those circumstances as an oppor­
tunity for the glory of God. (3) Be in con­
tinual prayer for them. (4) Be hopeful for 
the future of Christian work in China and 
for the renewal of our relationship with 
those Chinese Christians when God’s time 
comes.

Missionary Appointees 
Tell of God’s Call

(Dr. Floyd North, editor 
of The Commission, sent 
the following testimonies 
from two young women 
who were appointed by 
the Foreign Mission 
Board last October—Miss 
Mary Louise Clark to 
Rhodesia and Mrs. Steve 
Ditmore to Peru.)

I am here tonight be­
cause of a mission-mind­
ed church. It was 1959 
before I became aware 
that we even had a for­
eign mission program. My 
pastor, through his em­
phasis of the Lottie Moon 
Christmas Offering, open­
ed my eyes to the work 
we had and aroused my 

interest in foreign mis­
sions. Then, just after 
Christmas, the president 
of the WMS invited me 
to a circle meeting. I at­
tended and became an ac­
tive member of that or­
ganization and for the 
first time in my life a 
mission magazine was 
placed in my hands— 
Royal Service. I would 
read this magazine from 
cover to cover when I 
first got it, with the ex­
ception of the calendar of 
prayer.

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Subscribers Look
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by Elaine Dickson

▼ HERE is hardly a part of any person's 
life that has not been probed by a ques­

tionnaire, indexed by a decimal system and 
hung as a graph. In the US it is impossible 
to grow up without becoming a statistic— 
or a whole set of them. In fact, someone 
has suggested that when you put all the 
figures together into a statistical portrait 
of us all, you have a sort of United Statis­
tics of America.

Right now, however, we are not con­
cerned with the fact that 3,000 carloads of 
rutabagas were eaten in the US last year or 
that the International Kitefliers Associa­
tion reports 40 million kites sold. We have 
a report on the latest statistics about the 
reading habits and interests of Southern 
Baptist women who subscribe to Royal 
Service. This information is from a special 
survey conducted by the Department of 
Survey and Statistics of the Baptist Sunday 
School Board at the request of Woman’s 
Missionary Union.

Who Reads Royal Service?

Most readers (79.8 per cent) are house­
wives between the ages of 35-64. Eighty- 
three per cent voted in the last state and 
national elections. They participate more 

in P.T.A. and women's clubs than in pro­
fessional clubs, lodges, or sororities. Almost 
half are not members of any of the above 
named organizations. A majority of the 
women are high school graduates; 11.3 per 
cent are college graduates, and 19.7 per 
cent have one to three years of college or 
professional training. Most of them (69.1 
per cent) belong to churches with less than 
750 members. Seventy-five per cent indicate 
they have a copy of the IVM17 Year Book 
in their home.

Reading occupies from a half hour to two 
hours of the subscriber’s time each day. 
The women tend to read newspapers, 
Royal Service, their Baptist state paper, and 
Reader’s Digest more than they read The 
Commission, Newsweek, or the Saturday 
Evening Post. The main reasons for reading 
are: information, interest, pleasure, and in­
spiration.

Sixty-seven per cent of Royal Service sub­
scribers have been members of WMU lor 
seven years or more.

What Do the Readers Think of 
Royal Service?

Subscribers feel the major objectives c.l 
Royal Service to be: to promote the prayer 

life ol WMU members, to carry the mis­
sion., i, story to members and others, and 
to entourage personal evangelism in the 
WMU organization. Thirty-three per cent 
of the subscribers feel the magazine accom­
plishes its objectives completely, and 54.4 
per tent feel it accomplishes them almost 
completely.

Roughly three out of four subscribers 
think the circle program section contains 
about the right amount of materials, while 
12 per cent feel there is more than enough 
material.

Sixty-nine per cent of Royal Service sub­
scribers feel that the general program sec­
tion contains about the right amount of 
material while 20 per cent think there is 
more than enough material.

Level of education of subscribers has 
little or no effect on the reading of various 
sections of Royal Service, and does not have 
any appreciable effect on the frequency of 
reading a particular section.

Subscribers who save Royal Service or 
who find valuable use for it after they have 
finished reading it tend to have more favor­
able attitudes toward the periodical. Sub­
scribers who pick up Royal Service for read­
ing a number of times are more favorable 
toward the magazine than those who pick it 
up only a few times.

When asked for negative or critical state­
ments about Royal Service, jiersons answer­
ing the questionnaire tended to write 
“Members will not take part,” rather than 
specifying some major flaw in the magazine 
itself.

How Is Royal Service Used?

The greatest use of Royal Service is as a 
program resource.

One out of four feels the greatest strength 
for Royal Service is its prayer calendar, 
while-one out of five feels it is the general 
program.

One out of four subscribers reads Royal 
Ser. i/e "regularly and thoroughly.” Sig- 
nific.ntly more presidents read the maga­
zine 'egularly and thoroughly than other 
oil -rs and nonofficers. Eighty-seven per 

cent of the subscribers pick up Royal Sent- 
ice for reading or browsing two or more 
times before it is discarded. Thirty per cent 
of the gioup pick it up five or more times. 
Slightly more than one half of the sub­
scribers file Royal Service for future refer­
ence.

What is the Future of Royal Service?

The Royal Service.survey measured "what 
is'* and not "what can be." The future of 
the magazine is unlimited.

Will subscriptions increase?—They 
should. In the last ten years Royal Service 
subscriptions have almost doubled in num­
ber, from 245,645 in 1954 to 476,380 in 
1964. Yet, this means that only about 63 
per cent of the WMS members in the South­
ern Baptist Convention receive Royal Serv­
ice.

What per cent of your members receive) 
Royal Sendee? The goal should be 100 per 
cent. One good way to reach this goal is by 
putting the magazines in the church budget 
so every member automatically receives het­
copy. Another way is to encourage every 
member to subscribe individually.

The future of Royal Service is up to its 
editors and you. The editors pledge con­
stant attention to making the magazine 
meet the needs of WMS members and or­
ganizations. You hold the key to getting the 
magazine into the home and hand of every 
WMS member in your church.

might, which is not imposing on or crush­
ing people,^but is filled with the hope of 
future good will and understanding.”

The Peace Corps had three primary ^ob­
jectives. as President Kennedy first pre­
sented i he idea to Congress. The first hope 
was to help people of other countries to 
help themselves through education and 
community development projects. The sec­
ond objective was dependent upon success 
of the first: to give other peoples a lietter 
impression of America. And the third ob­
jective was to give young Americans a more 
intelligent view of the world.

The enthusiasm with which 46 nations 
have asked for Peace Corpsmen bears evi­
dence of the first two objectives. Seventeen 
other nations, seeing the effectiveness of 
the American idea, have instituted their 
own similar programs.

Success of the third objective is still being 
tested as Peace Corps "alumni” return 
home after two years of overseas service. Of 
the first 2.000 returning alumni, 55jjer cent 
went back to college or graduate schools, 
and 38 per cent took jobs in government or 
private organizations—most of the latter 
group working in teaching or other posi­
tions where overseas experience adds tre­
mendously to their performance.

Sargent Shriver, director of the Peace 
Corps from its beginning, has been* asked to 
give direction also to President Johnson s 
War on Poverty. Perhaps he paid the high­
est possible compliment to Peace Corps 
alumni when he said he wished he had 
25,(MX) of them to apply their experiences 
for remedying problems of the underprivi­
leged areas of our own nation.

One of these programs is a domestic ver­
sion of the Peace Corps. Mr. Shriver has 
labeled it VISTA—standing for Volunteers 
in Service to America. VISTA seeks 5,(MM) 
volunteers eighteen years of age or older 
(even retired persons are invited to apply). 
These volunteers will serve as teachers, 
counselors, nurses, and in many other ca­
pacities among migrant laborers, on Indian 
reservations, in rural and urban community 
action programs, in slum areas, and in hos­
pitals, schools, and institutions for the 
mentally ill and retarded. They will live 
among the people with whom they work. 
The term of service will be one year (as 
compared with two years in the overseas 
Peace Corps) and volunteers will receive a 
living allowance and $50 a month. Appli­
cations should be addressed to VISTA, 
Office of Economic Oppdrt unity, Washing­
ton, D.C.

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From the GIVING of the LAW 
to the COMING of GLORY

Read Exodus, Chapters 21-40

The story- rd God's awesome appearance 
to Israel at Sinai may give to a casual 
reader the impression that Exodus presents 
a deity of austerity and of terrifying pres­
ence. The fire and the smoke above Sinai 
and the quaking of the mountain could 
strike one with dread of God, and cause 
him to ask: Is this a true picture of the God 
we know in Christ? Is God after all a kind 
of arch-Puritan, or a thousand heartless 
judges rolled into one? Does he order men 
to obey him and to do it merely out of fear 
and dread of him?

Without doubt it is the intention of Exo­
dus to reveal the awesomeness, the glory, 
and the holiness of the Almighty. Men need 
to know, of course, that God possesses these 

attributes, else they will ignore him or 
despise him. But one only half reads Exodus 
if he discovers in the book these things 
alone about God. True it is that God hates 
all unrighteousness and loathes all im­
purity, that his wrath is kindled against al! 
evildoers, and that he despises all iniquity 
and all hypocrisy. True it is that he wants 
men to keep his commandments and will 
judge those who do not. But this is onh 
one side of the story.

God's Grace and Mercy
Exodus makes plain, as does the rest <• 

the Bible, that God is also a God of grac <• 
compassion, and mercy; that he has grea 
concern for all men and especially for th 

afflicted, and the victims of injustice; and 
that above all he wants men to obey him 
because1 they love him and because they 
know his commandments are right and just. 
Though some other books of the Bible will 
underscore tjicse truths more than does 
Exodus, it takes no special effort to see that 
Exodus gives powerful emphasis to the 
reality not solely of God's judgment and of 
his exalted demands of righteousness and 
for fealty to himself, but also of his great 
mercy, forgiveness, and compassion, and of 
his desire to give his blessings freely and 
abundantly.

Apparently the Decalogue, as given in 
Exodus 2». is only a kind of outline of the 
Law revealed to Israel. In Chapters 21-23 
there is an amplifying of the Law particu­
larly as it concerns social relationships. 
Further amplifications of these Laws will 
appear especially in Leviticus and to some 
degree in Numbers and Deuteronomy. 
Though these expanded laws may seem 
severe in some cases, particularly when 
judged by the loose standards of our day, 
an examination of them will reveal they 
are primarily concerned with man’s justice 
to his fellowman.

Jehovah’s Concern for Man
Here is evidence then that Exodus wants 

us to see Jehovah is a God who is in­
finitely concerned about what all humans 
do to one another: to the orphan, to Jhe 
widow, to the slave, to the poor. to a 
stranger. What a significant sentence, for 
example, 22:27 is, “And if he cries to me. I 
will hear, for I am compassionate" (RSV). 
One easily recalls the remark of Matthew 
about Christ that “When he saw the multi­
tudes. he was moved with compassion.” In 
a world of such indescribable need as now 
exists, Christians cannot recall these re­
ntal ks and retain an easy conscience unless 
the* are doing their utmost to help.

Isiael had cried unto God in Egypt and 
God had shown them compassion and had 
del”. < red them from bondage. Now Israel is 
to • mv < ompassion to others. Jesus re- 
ntii us, that, "Inasmuch as ye did it not 

to one of the least of these, ye did it not to 
me." One can hardly avoid the responsi­
bility of missions seen in this reminder.

Jehovah Reveals Himself
A further fact, Exodus and especially the 

chapters covered in this lesson reminds us 
ol. is that Jehovah is a God who reveals 
himself and his will to man. The Hebrew 
and the Christian religions are called 
“rcvelational." The Bible which is related 
to their origins is considered a record of 
God's revelation of himself. Christ, further­
more, is God's supreme self-revelation. Exo­
dus depit is God as engaged in conversation 
with Moses and as speaking also to the 
elders and to the people. Jehovah is not a 
God, therefore, of silence or a God so far 
removed from man that he cannot com­
municate with him. He is not a God about 
whom we can at best only draw inferences 
as to what he is or as to what he thinks, or 
only make feeble human guesses as to what 
he expec ts us to be and to do. Man is not 
left to grope in a night ol spiritual dark­
ness where he must always be asking, but 
never knowing, about God. or about the 
meaning of things, or about what he is to 
do and why he is here and what his destiny 
may be.

One of the great and incalculable con­
tributions of Exodus, therefore, is its vivid 
and unforgettable disclosure that the Cre­
ator is the living and personal God who, 
under circumstances chosen by him has 
revealed and will reveal himself and his 
will to men. In this fact lies the foundation 
of the doctrine of the inspiration of the 
Bible. Men believe the Bible is uniquely 
inspired because they believe God spoke 
"at sundry times and in clivers manners in 
times past" to those who wrote the Scrip­
tures. There are various opinions, to be 
sure, as to the way God "spoke” to those 
who wrote, but the Bible is a book of un­
usual authority because God himself speaks 
through it to men. In the work of missions, 
attempt is made to give to the whole world 
the authoritative message which God has 
provided man in the Bible.
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A Nation's Spiritual Growth

worship and for making offerings unto him.
Closely related to a concern for the prac- 

tice of worship and for an appropriate place 
and setting for worship, is the concern that 

iigious leaders be consecrated and prop* 
y prepared. In Chapters 28 and 29, espe- 
illy, great emphasis is placed on the need 
dedication and sanctification of Aaron 
d his sons, the special spiritual leaders 
the people.
Though ordination to the Christian min- 
ry does not require the particular forms 
m used for the consecration of Jewish 
Jetts, the spirit and purpose that were evi- 
ntly back of these forms are still as essen- 

tlal as ever. The adage “Like priest, like 
^people” never ceases to be pertinent. The 
level of the spiritual life of any group is 
Ht likely to rise higher than the genuine 
dedication, the spiritual perception, and 
the godly motivation of its religious lead- 
eri. This is a principle of obvious impor­
tance to every church on the home front, 
but how crucially necessary it is to the 
newer Christian bodies on the mission 
fields. There, where the culture surround- 

' these groups may be almost totally non- 
ristian, it is imperative that the leaders 
people of deep dedication, godly walk, 
1 spiritual understanding.

After all that is said in Exodus aboi: (he 
consecration of the priests and the ptoper 
preparation needed for worship, it ma be 
surprising to those who have not noticed it 
previously that the very next part of the 
story tells of the appalling and very ncarh 
incredible making and worship of the 
golden calf. /

Worship of Idols

This instance of idol worship and the 
drunken orgies which accompanied it have 
rightly been called an “outrage." How 
coi^ld it all have happened? The bland 
alibi given by the people for their actions 
was the extended absence of Moses. When 
the people grew uncertain that Moses 
would return, they demanded that Aaron 
“make" them “gods” to "go before" them. 
Later Aaron gave the pathetic alibi that he 
“threw" the golden ornaments the people 
had brought him “into the fire, and, there 
came out this calf.” So the people placed 
the blame on Moses for their sin and Aaron 
placed the blame on the people! •

Israel's backsliding here, in the very sight 
of Sinai, is tragic from every viewpoint. 
The full proportions of it must be meas­
ured against the background of all God 
had done for this people in delivering them 
and in bringing them to this hour. It must 
be measured also against the background 
of all they had been taught on the way, 
and especially against the background of 
God’s coming down on Mt. Sinai in their 
very presence to reveal unto them directly 
what they should be and do. Worse than 
all, however, as Moses seemed to see it. this 
defection had to be measured against God s 
gracious plan to make a Covenant with 
Israel to bless them and to take them into 
the Land of Promise.

As Stephen was later to charge in his im 
mortal sermon recorded in Acts 7, when 
ever God got ready to do something grrai 
for them and through them, Israel was no' 
ready. How true this was here. It was ob­
vious that these people were not yet read 
for responsibility and that they obeyed Go: 

only because of outward circumstances and 
not because of the welling up in their hearts 
of love and gratitude. The disappointment 
and gi ief of Moses were so great that! as it 
has licen aptly observed, Israel’s folly and 
backsliding "first hurt him to the heaijt and 
then moved him to such wrath as fright­
ened the wretched Aaron and his staff out 
of their wits” (Routley).

Man’s Sin and God’s Mercy
Now what may we learn from thjis sad 

and tragic event? Does it not warn us re­
garding:

1. The awful power of temptation and 
the disturbing weakness even a redeemed 
people have in themselves to resist temp­
tation? I he daily cry of us all may well be, 
"Lead us not into temptation, but deliver 
us from evil."

2. I he danger of idolatry resulting from 
the natural appeal the gods of this earth 
have lor us all?

It has been charged that the false gods 
of America are “Success, Sex. and Security." 
The tragedy is that even many professing 
Christians Ixw clown to these gcxls or to 
others like them. Who could adequately 
estimate the cost to our Christian witness 
in the world, or the resources withheld 
from the work of missions, because of our 
idolatries? Who can tell how often God 
may have been ready to do something great 
through or for us, but has been prevented 
by our idolatries?

3. The mercy of Gcxl to forgive when 
men repent? The answer of God to Moses’ 
prayer in behalf of the gospel is significant: 
"Whoever has sinned [sin is a matter of in­
dividual guilt] against me, him will I blot 
out of my book. Hut now go, lead the peo­
ple to the place of which / have spoken to 
you." The assurance that God would give 
them the Land of Promise, despite their 
sins, was an undeniable expression of the 
renewal of his mercy toward them.

I he genuine repentance of people 
and their getting right with God always 
results in tine stewardship—an outpouring 
ol icasure, talents, and time to him and to 

his c ause? One of the most remarkable rec­
ords contained in Exodus is: “The people 
bring much more than enough." (See Ex. 
36:1-7), Where else, especially in the work 
of world missions and evangelism, has it 
been repot led that any congregation or any 
denomination has brought "Much more 
than enough?" Who knows what wonders 
of grace might be wrought even in this day 
if God’s people truly prayed,

"Cast clown ev’ry idol throne;
Reign supreme, and reign alone!"

5. 'I he possibility that when God's peo­

ple truly repent and faithfully meet the 
tests of full-orbed stewardship, the glory of 
God will come clown upon them? Chapter 
39:32, RSV, reads, “T hus all the work of 
the tabernacle of the tent of meeting was 
finished; and the people of Israel had done 
according to all that the Lord had com- | 
manded Mqses; so had they done." Later it 
is said, "Thus did Moses; according to all 
that the Lord commanded him, so he did” 
(40:16, RSV). There follows then one of 
the most beautiful passages of the whole 
book:

"Then the cloud covered the tent of 
meeting, and the glory of the Lord filled 
the tabernac le. And Moses was not able to 
enter the tent of meeting, because the 
cloud abode upon it, and the glory of the 
Lord filled the tabernacle" (40:34-35, RSV). 
What greater evidence was needed of for­
giveness and of divine favor than this? But 
the closing verses of the book add also that 
God’s presence with the people was further 
manifested by his giving of a cloud to rest 
upon the tabernacle to lead them by day 
and a lire in the tabernacle to lead them by 
night.

To a wayward and lost world God’s favor 
upon a repentent and faithful church may 
still be as a "cloud" by day and a "fire" by 
night, giving the church the authority and 
the power and the persuasiveness of the 
evidence of his presence. How the church 
does need such favor from above and how 
the world needs to see convincing evidence 
of it.

Reporting on Youth Work

Vacation time gives opportunity 
to have young people present for 
this feature. One or more represen­
tatives of Young Woman's Auxili­
ary, Girls' Auxiliary, and Sun­
beam Band representatives could 
announce plans for day camp 
for eight-year-olds, using puppets 
dressed to represent special empha­
ses and each child tell one thing 
about plans for camp. These pup­
pets might be made from paper 
sacks and crayons used to draw 
faces. Girls’ Auxiliary representa­
tives, using lollipop posters, could 
give emphasis to camps or some 
other special GA plans for your 
church. These posters might be dif­
ferent colors and sizes; use card­
board, cut in shape of a lollipop, 
and paste on a stick.

Young Woman’s Auxiliary repre­
sentatives might be dressed for 
travel — suitcases, etc. — and give 
plans for YWA Conference at 
Glorieta.

Youth directors, working with 
counselors determine what to pro­
mote, how to do it and who can be 
used and make it effective in order 
for all to know and why it was 
done.

Sharing Community 
Missions Experiences

Hold upja large map of your city 
or your association. Having previ­
ously covered the names of land­
marks which would identify it for 
the womerj, ask them to guess which 
of our mission fields is represented 
by the map. When they have guess­
ed its identity, explain that this is 
the mission field where God has 
placed each of us to serve as his 
missionaries. Quote Acts 1:8. From 
the records of your circle, tell how 
many members have participated 
in commqnity missions and issue a 
challenge j for greater commitment 
to being his witnesses in “our Jeru­
salem.”

Ask a 'circle member who has 
participated in community missions 
to tell of some work she has done 
which has resulted (directly or in­

directly) in a soul won to the Lord. 
Example: A teacher in your com­
munity mission’s literacy class or 
other weekday ministry might tell 
how she has used this area of serv­
ice as an opportunity to witness.

Undergirding Prayer Plans 
of Church

The prayer chairman and her 
committee will know of prayer 
plans which include the entire 
church so that the WMU prayer 
plans may be co-ordinated with 
church plans.

In almost every Baptist church 
Wednesday evening is set apart for 
a midweek prayer meeting of.the 
church. This wonderful period of 
fellowship and prayer needs to be 
experienced by all church members 
and Woman’s Missionary Union can 
accept responsibility for promoting 
prayer meeting attendance.

Before church revivals, prayer 
meetings are often held in homes 
throughout the community. The 
WMU prayer committee may be a 
great help in undergirding this 
prayer plan of the church. Members 
may help in securing homes for the 
services and making other plans as 
needed. Often the WMU and the 
Brotherhood work together on this 
project.

One of the important prayer 
plans of Woman’s Missionary Union 
is promoting family worship. (See 
article, “The Stronghold of Family



Life" in Royal Service.) This, no 
doubt, is a part of your church 
prayer plans too. The WMU prayer 
committee can also encourage the 
use of Call to Prayer in Royal 
Service to add dimension to family 
worship.

Whatever prayer plans your 
church has, be sure that your Wom­
an’s Missionary Union is cooper­
ating in them and promoting them 
in the finest way possible.

Church Program Guidebook, 
1M5-M

The Church Program Guidebook, 
1965-66* is available as a tool to 
help a church plan its most signifi­
cant work for the year. Your church 
may be using it. The book contains 
suggested church goals and plans 
for the accomplishment of the goals. 
Some of the goals will relate to 
missions. If your church is using 
the Guidebook, WMU will be asked 
to carry out assignments to help 
reach church goals. For example, 
one goal in the Guidebook suggests 
Increase in gifts to world missions. 
WMU can provide organization and 
leadership to help the church reach 
this goal. Another goal suggests be­
ginning ministries to persons of 
special need. WMU is equipped to 
minister to special groups in the 
community. Resources for this as­
signment will be available for the 
new year. They will be listed in 
both the Guidebook and the 1965-66 
WMU Year Book.

It your church is using the Guide­
book, the WMU president will need 
a copy. She will use the book in 
two planning groups, the Church 
Council and the WMU executive

Checking on Absentees

Does your organization check 
regularly on absentees? This is an 
important part of enlistment.

Junfe could be a good month to 
give special attention to overcom­
ing “absenteeism” in your organi­
zation. Begin by asking some ques­
tions.
• What per cent of the members 
of each of our circles attend circle 
meetings regularly?
• What per cent of the total WMS 
membership attend general meet­
ings regularly?
• Who are our chronic absentees’

These questions can lead you to 
discover the extent of “absentee­
ism” in your organization.

The next question is "Why?” In­
terviews with chronic absentees 
might help, but the important thing 
is to discover the reasons women 
give for being absent. Once the rea­
sons are known, you can analyze 
them to discover the ones you can 
overcome. Don’t take them lightly; 
they can become some of your best 
clues to holding the interest and 
participation of members.
• A member doesn’t enjoy the cir­
cle she is in. Can you put her in 
another one?
• A member does not think the 
programs are stimulating. Can you 
improve them?
• A member needs transporation 
to the meetings. Can you provide 
it?

Lead your organization to con­
stantly improve its work so it of­
fers a stimulating and challenging 
involvement to every member.

And let absentees know you miss 
them! Visitation is still in style.

The studjy of a mission book can 
be a high (ight in the life of WMS.

Knowing 
this, many states and/or associa­
tions provide Mission Study Insti­
tutes for the training of mission 
study teachers. In these institutes 
teachers learn the best techniques 
for teaching the books suggested 
for study in WMS.

If an 
institute is offered, make every ef­
fort to get your teacher(s) to at­
tend. It is a training opportunity 
which will enhance the effective­
ness of your mission study by 
equipping your teacher(s) to do a 
better teaching job.

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IT TAKES

LIFETIME

WHETHER we will it or not the 
mantle of leadership to some extent 
has fallen upon out shoulders. Some of us 

are church leaders, but all of us have lead­
ership responsibilitijes of some sort. Those 
of us with growing children realize this 
every day! There are those who wear this 
mantle lightly, others wear it with a sense 
of frustration, and some are leaders with a 
real sense of satisfaction. Leaders need to 
ask soul-searching questions, such as, What 
makes a Christian leader? How can I be­
come an effective leader in the responsi­
bility 1 have to my church?

First of all, perhaps we should examine 
our concepts of leadership. Do we think in 
terms of a prima donna with one person 
by sheer force of personality or drive pull­
ing others along? Or, perhaps we may be 
on the other end of the spectrum and real­
ize that leadership means serving together 
in a group.

Mr. King is Director of the Publishing Division of 
the Baptist Sunday School Board.

Fortunately, there are concrete guidelines 
which we may follow. First of all, spiritual 
direction and God’s guidance in every de­
tail is available for the Christian leader. In 
John 15:16, we find Jesus saying. ‘‘Ye have 
not chosen me, but 1 have chosen you, and 
ordained you, that ye should go and bring 
forth fruit, and that your fruit should re­
main. . . .” Truly we are chosen for leader­
ship. In Isaiah 41:10 we read, “Fear thou 
not; for 1 am with thee: be not dismayed; 
for I am thy God: 1 will strengthen thee; 
yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee 
with the right hand of my righteousness.’’ 
God has promised us strength for the task 
for which we are chosen. In Joshua 1:2, we 
find God saying, "Moses my servant is dead; 
now therefore arise, go over this Jordan, 
thou, and all this people, unto the land 
which I do give to them, even to tie chil­
dren of Israel.” God is commanding t|S 10 
forget the past, get going, and achi ve the 
objectives he has set before us. R lizing 
that God chooses us, that he prou ■ his 
strength for us and that his comm. ' is to 

abilities. We must recognize that we have 
personal limitations as well as potentiali­
ties. No leader can do everything. Each 
leader is strong in some areas. We must 
carefully examine ourselves to see what our 
potential is and our limitations are. and 
then strive to make the most oi what God 
has given us.

2. Seek always to bring out the best in 
people. Manifest genuine interest in them. 
Speak their language. In other words, com­
municate. Treat each one fairly and impar­
tially. Awaken within others an enthusiasm 
for his job.

8. Plan to get things done through 
others. By all means set objectives, have a 
timetable, and be constantly on the alert 
for ways of improving your work. Be sur? 
to delegate responsibility. No matter how 
good a leader you are, your responsibilities 
will always be greater than your capacity 
or time to carry them out. Learn to delegate 
responsibility. Delegation means assigning 
to othersTesponsibilities and commensurate 
authority to carry out specific jobs for 
which'you are responsible and for -which 
you will be held accountable. Nominal 
delegation is frustrating both to the dele­
gator and delegate, leesides, it’s possible 
that he can do a better job than you!

1. Co-operate up and down and around: 
co-operate with others.

5. Make decisions.. All of us will make 
some mistakes. But a person in a place of 
leadership must make decisions and stand 

by them.
6. Stay mentally alert. We must con­

stantly be on the lookout for ways and 
means to improve ourselves.

Perhaps the mantle of leadership has 
fallen upon your shoulders. The measure of 
the progress of our churches this year de­
pends much upon our concept of leader­
ship, our application of sound leadership 
principles, our relationships with people, 
and our submission to the leadership of the 
Holy Spirit. God expects us to become 
dynamic leaders for his dynamic program 
of reconciling the world unto himself 
through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Actually, what is leadership? Could we 

it is the ability of a person to take the 
initiative in working with others, to plan 
together and organize action, and with the 
voluntary co-operation of others, to achieve 
desired objectives?

Creating the “we feeling’’ or togetherness 
in a mutual task originates from the deep 
reveuesof the human heart. When a group 
develop this relationship, energies are re­
leased for productive and creative results.

Fortunately for us, leaders do not have 
to know everything, but they do have to 
know enough to help set objectives, to in­
volve others in getting the job done, to 
inspire others to do a good job, and to 
evaluate the job that has been done. There­
fore, every person needs always to be a 
learner. All sorts of people make good 
leaders. Think of your friends. They are 
all. distinct and individual in personality. 
To be an effective leader one must con­
tinue to grow. Leadership is a practical, 
continuing experience which takes a life­
time of trial and error and practice. Fur­
ther development is always possible and 
desirable.

Leadership is earned, not conferred or 
grasped. A good leader does not rely on his 
position, prestige, or authority. In our 
churches a Christian leader shows by his 
life, his interests, his friends, his use of 
time what he is. These speak loud to those 
who would follow him in the work of the
I>ord.

A leader may be skilled at working with 
people, he may know his subject matter, he 
may be discerning and a perennial learner, 
but unless his close relationship to God is 
in evidence, his energies are lost. People 
will not believe in him nor follow him.

homes as centers of missionary influence, 
tieginning in the lives of family members 
and extending to all the world.

Our first program in this unit took into 
account the primacy of the home as a teach­
ing center. Because it can and does build 
lifelong attitudes and concepts, we acknowl­
edge that the home has a peculiar and 
special responsibility to implant and culti­
vate missionary truths.

Last month we explored specific areas 
and relationships in which the home could 
demonstrate missionary concern. We saw 
that the home not only implements mis­
sions, it can actually be a laboratory or 
workshop for missions.

This month u’e want to see how the home 
can become a link in the living chain that 
is missions around the world. These ate our 
topics:

1. The Family Learning
2. The Family Vacationing
3. The Family Giving
4. The Family Praying

a panel discussion. Choose to discuss the 
topics in which the family experiences 
may illustrate or parallel those suggested 
in the program material below. Act as 
moderator yourself. Ask women to add to 
or develop further each topic. Encourage 
questions and discussion from all. If your 
group is small, two women may be as­
signed for discussion of two topics each.

TOPIC 1. The Family Learning

In our first program we pointed out that 
every medium of communication into oui 
homes can be a source of missionary en­
lightenment and appreciation: books, maga­
zines, newspapers, radio, TV. The informa­
tion is at hand. The question is, do we use 
it? If we do, how?

Examples are always worth more than 
theorizing. One family we know makes use 
of the dinner hour to direct the thinking 
ol the children'. The father wisely turns the 
talk to subjects and issues by posing ques­
tions like these: What was the most inter­
esting fact you learned today? What did you 
see or hear today that made you reevaluate 
some opinion? How do you think the po­
litical situation of a country in the news will 
affect work which our missionaries are 
doing there? Mary (or Sue or John) looked 
up for us the kinds of mission work we 
have in that country. Let us hear from her 
before we discuss the effect of this event 
reported in the news.

The father can lead the family to think 
in terms of Christ's love of persons and 
causes involved. He stimulates them to 
broaden their understanding. This is mis­
sionary teaching.

Another family keeps a large map of the 
"orld on the dining room wall. Below it is 
a strip of paper on which is beautifully 
lettered J. hn 3:16. After the newscast each 

day pins are stuck in the area where news 
broke that day. As the family shares their 
experiences of the day, limited as they are 
to their own small corner of the world they , 
look at the whole world and think of it 
with its multitudinous problems. The pin­
pointed places are the scenes where real 
people live, die, suffer, rejoice today.

Like the family mentioned above, they 
can logically and effectively identify with 
others calling on God for spiritual resources 
to sustain and guide people. This is the 
world God loved and gave his Son to save. 
Knowing this and being concerned about 
possibilities for sharing the gospel is a great 
and glorious part of being a Christian. Such 
discussion is becoming involved in world 
missions.

TOPIC 2. The Family Vacationing

Already many of us are leaving on vaca­
tions. Most of us have already planned how 
we shall spend it. Some of us will be going 
to Ridgecrest or Glorieta for instruction 
and inspiration at a conference. Some pro­
grams. of course, have more missionary 
emphases than others—WMU Conferences 
feature missionaries. These conferences are: 
Glorieta—WMU, July 22-28, YWA, July 
29-August 4; Ridgecrest—VVMU, August 
12-18. Then there are Home Mission Board 
conferences at both assemblies and also 
Foreign Mission Board.

Wherever you go, families can secure 
from the Home Mission Board, 161 Spring 
Street, N.W., Atlanta, Georgia 30303, 
“Travel Guide" which will help you know 
where there is mission work which you and 
your family will want to gel into your 
schedule, making study preparation before 
you go.

Some families will travel abroad. Along 
with the tours of art museums, ancient his­
torical sites, and natural wonders are the 
scores of mission centers to be visited all 
around the world. What are they and where 
are they? Every Southern Baptist tourist 
going overseas ought to consult the Direc­
tory of Missionary Personnel (free from 
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Department of Missionary Education and 
Promotion, Foreign Mission Board, P. O. 
Box 6597, Richmond, Virginia 23290) be­
fore he leaves home. He can plan his itin­
erary and schedule to see for himself the 
churches, the schools, the hospitals, the 
orphan homes, and the missionary families 
which his concern, prayer, and mission 
dollars support.

For the benefit of the young people in 
families, vacation time can be very 

especially missions time. This summer at 
Miami Beach, Florida, Baptist World Con­
gress meets June 25-30. Baptists from all 
over the world will gather for fellowship, 
information, and inspiration. A family can 
write Baptist World Congress Housing Bu­
reau, P. O. Box 1511, Miami Beach 39, 
Florida, for reservations. This is a once-in- 
a-iifetime opportunity, for the Congress 
will not meet again in the USA for many 
years.

Every summer there go out from our 
many college campuses “summer mission­
aries.” Sponsored by the Foreign and Home 
Mission Boards and by the Baptist Student 
Union. These young people serve in the 
United States and around the world. Could 
it be that your son or your daughter will 
be one of these? Maybe a young person 
from your church will be chosen. If not 
this year—then next summer.

In addition to this enterprise, there are 
the US-2 program of the Home Mission 
Board and the Missionary Journeyman 
Program of the Foreign Mission Board (see 
poge 1). These provide opportunity for 
short-term service. In the Society Program 
this month we will learn about Missionary 
Associates who are uniquely serving with 
missionaries overseas.

A family could well "adopt” for the sum­
mer an overseas student to live in the home. 
You can learn abohit his country and cus­
toms as you "go” there through his eyes.

Scores of Southern Baptist families go 
abroad every year to work for oil com­
panies, in military tervice, work for the US 
government. Others are exchange students 
or professors. Many are zealous mission­

aries. They are like Reagan and Betty Dets 
who have recently been traml(irft| froni 
Trinidad to Cairo, Egypt. In Port of Spain 
Trinidad, they led in the organization of a 
Baptist church. Today they are trying to 
get in touch with other Baptists who will 
join them in beginning corporate wonhip 
and ministry in the Moslem world of the 
Nile. Even without a church, they and their 
five children make of their home a beacon 
of Christian concern. He is officially an oil 
company employee. They arc very real mis­
sionaries.

TOPIC 3. The Family Giving

Economists tell us that the American 
woman is very largely responsible for spend 
ing the family income. The husband has 
much to say about major expenditures such 
as the purchase of a car or the family's 
residence. The week by week, year in year 
out outlay is largely in the hands of wives, 
however. Does this say something to us as 
women committed to missions?

Most of us would agree that ideally the 
whole family will know what the financial 
resources are and will share in responsible 
stewardship. Even small children who can­
not comprehend the difference between 
coins can soon learn where the family places 
its values. When still quite young, they can 
be brought into family councils. Assuredly, 
part of the maturing process is the intelli­
gent, wise handling of money and wise 
parents insist that their children as they 
grow into teen-agers and young adults as­
sume responsibility in planning how the 
family uses its income.

Carefully and prayerfully a family can 
consider income and the possibilities of 
giving as much as possible for kingdom 
causes. If plans are not made, then giving is 
apt to be haphazard and small..

The Christian family thinks oi its in­
come in terms of giving, first the gi ing of 
the tithe. After the necessities of fo< I. shel­
ter, clothing, and education are cat I for. 
what the family does with the rei inder 
reveals its true missionary concern, deed, 

how it judge "hilt is realIy necessary is 
revealing ind- ed.

In most ol our churches we give regu­
larly through the Cooperative Program to 
world missions, work in our state and 
throughout our country, as well as over

But once a year we have the privilege 
of giving when all our gift is for overseas 
missionary work. This is when we bring our 
gifts to the Lottie Moon Christmas Offer­
ing. Then in March each year our special 
offering gifts go only to home missions. 
This is the Annie Armstrong Offering.

Perhaps we would give more, perhaps we 
would give with added joy if our families 
could learn to give imaginatively. What 
does your family gift mean besides a check 
in the envelope, a percentage in the bud­
get? Do you say, "We are giving to the Co­
operative Program or to the I-ottie Moon 
or Annie Armstrong Offering"?

Rather, could you say, "Our family is 
giving to make a child in Africa well: our 
family provides an old man in South 
America with a chance to hear the gospel. 
Our family sends a young mother in South­
east Asia a new hope for a better life for 
her baby.” “Our family is helping to pro­
vide a place of worship for a small group in 
Utah or New Mexico." Or "We are helping 
through our gifts to provide a witness to the 
Spanish in New York.”

TOPIC 4. The Family Praying

Most of us are aware that 1964-65 has 
been designated by Southern Baptists as a 

. time to emphasize worship. The church 
assembled worships, but the church dis­
persed worships, too. The church that is 
your family and mine fulfils its highest 
function when it becomes the family wor­
shiping. Members of a family can also 
wonhip in private devotions.

Prayer is an indispensable component of 
wordiip; therefore, as the family worships, 
jt prays.

This program began with the Call to 
Prayer. Many families use daily the Royal 
Service Call to Prayer to enable them to 

stretch intercessory prayer to include the 
whole world. You will notice that the com­
ments which precede the listing of mission­
aries tells about an incident or a need of a 
person on a mission field. These comments 
are not written to make you concerned 
with yourself, but rather with others. Inter­
cessory prayer is on behalf of others. (Ask 
members to turn to Call to Prayer in 
Royal Service and notice how these com­
ments keep your concern on missionary 
needs for which you are asked to pray.)

As you know, the mission offerings are 
preceded by weeks of prayer. Many families 
are now making these weeks family enter­
prises. Not only the mother, the YWA and 
GA daughters, the Sunbeam Band children, 
but the father and brothers in Brotherhood 
and Royal Ambassadors set aside these days 
for special times of prayer, study, and giv­
ing with other members of the church 
family. In such families, missions is vital 
and significant for children as they grow 
toward adulthood. Last month we talked 
of the many doors open for the missionary 
home. Prayer is an open door to missionary 
concern.

Response and action are proof of con­
cern and commitment. But the Christian 
who tries to witness for Christ without the 
power of the Holy Spirit in his life finds 
himself failing. The family finding a need 
to be met will pray together and seek to be 
led of the Spirit in ministry and witnessing. 
Burdened prayer of Christians on behalf 
of others results in people being won to 
Christ and a family becoming a Christ­
centered unit.

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of FAMILY LIFE

WORSHIPING TOGETHER ha» been 
the uronghokl of our family life rince the 
day Ralph and I were married more than 
eighteen yean ago.

There are days when worship seems rou­
tine—most of the time this is the case, but 
we greatly miss this sustaining experience 
when we are separated. Since we were mar­
ried, my husband and 1 have prayed nightly 
together and usually have read the Bible. 
What a source of daily strength this has 
been for us. Problems are quietly discussed, 
joys of the day reviewed, and unpleasant­
ness or differences made right. Sometimes 
this requires only minutes and sometimes 
longer, but each new day is free of yester­
day's worries! I'm sure that over a period of 
yean this has been a greater strengthening 
force for a happy marriage than we realize.

A friend, in writing to us while we were 
engaged, reminded us that a good sense of

humor goes a long way and truly it does. 
Many situations which could result in 
tragedy, when discussed become humorous 
and later are looked back upon in great 
amusement!

I learned early that the husband—the 
father—truly sets the pace for family ac­
tivities either by entering into them or by 
avoiding them. This particularly is true in 
sustaining Christian home life. Christian 
families must take time to worship God 
together w ithin the home and acknowledge 
the lordship of Christ within the walls of 
the home. Indeed, this one thing can make 
the difference between a house—where 
people sleep and eat, come and go on busy 
schedules—and a home where people arc 
nurtured in Christian graces.

Not only must a family practice express­
ing gratitude to God at mealtime, but a 
scheduled time each day when the Bible is 
read and the family prays togethei is im­
perative. When the father leads out in this 
there is family solidarity which makes 
home a place of security and bless* ng.

The members of Christian famil*' • need 

desperately i • strength and closeness re­
sulting from ■ mpanionship with God. But 
careful planing and guarding of family 
togetherness required. Children and par­
ent activities may need to be curtailed so 
that meals can lie enjoyed together; sched­
ules checked and changed so mother, dad, 
and children are at home on certain eve­
nings. Care and concern about the spiritual 
growth of a family give strength and* sta­
bility to every member. This, Ralph, my 
husband, and I, Ralph Jr., and Rusty, our 
sons, have experienced.

But let us admit that all of this requires 
determination and concern. Family altars 
are never easy to maintain. Any family that 
has tried it knows this to be true. There 
never seems to be the right time of day for 
everyone's busy schedule; however, it is 
worth all effort. When its importance is 
well established and a time scheduled, then 
perhaps it should be enteral into regularly 
by all members who can be present.

We have used a mission map on our wall 
to locate countries where missionaries are 
stationed. From the calendar of prayer we 
mark the places of those whom we know 
personally or have heard speak recently. 
Over a period of years a number of maps 
have been literally worn out! This practice 
gives our family an awareness of missions. 
Missions and missionaries are as current in 
our conversation as the daily paper. Letters 
from friends on the mission fields are 
eagerly enjoyed by the entire family. Such 
experiences prepare us to try to serve in 
our church.

In teaching my Sunday school class of 
sixteen-year-old girls, one of the points 
which I try to get across is the importance 
of reading the Bible and praying daily 
about school, family, friends, or whatever 
looms before them as problems.

My husband in the day-to-day work of 
the business world has many far-reaching 
contacts. Over the years we have rejoical 
to see first one and then another of his 
business associates become more involved 
in their < hurch work.

1 remember in particular a man working 

ivith him who was a non-attending church 
member—anj! so was his wife. Through 
Visiting with the family and special invi­
tations, the family moved their church 
membership and began to attend Sunday 
school as well as church regularly. Soon 
thereafter, their children were converted 
and baptizal. 1 could name family after 
family where men who work with him have 
been la! with their families to become ac­
tive church members.

Ralph often takes men of other faiths to 
the Men-of-the-Church meetings and to 
other such services where they feel more at 
ease at first. He encourages all his em­
ployees to attend regularly the church of 
their choice and to take an active part. He 
will visit with them in their meetings and 
has at times helped, when requested, in the 
programs of their churches.

This past year he has had a special 
visitation team of boys and girls from his 
Intermaliate Sunday school department. 
The group was limited to twelve—and one 
department teacher, Mr. Kikugawa, worked 
with him. This was an entirely voluntary 
group of young people and they met every 
other Thursday night throughout the 
school year to go out in teams of twos to 
visit prospats. Then they returnal to our 
home and reportal on their calls. Many of 
them found a new enthusiasm for visitation 
or it really should be called witnessing, as 
they went into a wide variety of homes 
throughout the city talking with mothers, 
fathers, brothers, and sisters as well as the 
identified prospats. At times they returnal 
with tears in their eyes and at other times 
jubilant. To some homes they went back 
again and again, never giving up. Needless 
to say new members were added to the de­
partment.

It is such a joy to work with these young 
people. In fact it is always a joy to worship 
and to witness. Truly, worshiping and wit­
nessing go hand in hand. People who would 
win others must be sustained by reliance on 
God and a close companionship with him 
each day. In our home we try to keep this 
before each member of our family.

THU sought employmeat under the Missionary 
Associate program of the Foreign Mission Board 
to go to that seminary to operate the studio after 
it wes set up. In retrospect Mrs. Miller has con- 
eluded that this was God's plan all along in lives 
already dedicated to him. Concerning this step, 
she wrote, "I feel deep satisfaction in doing the 
LorcT* work in Switzerland, because I know I am 
where ho wants me to be. A person's greatest 
happiness In life is knowing that he is in the will 
of the lord. God must work through his servants 
hero on earth, but if he Is to work within the lives
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of Christians they must be in tune with God and 
be prepared to listen to him when he calls."

To what work has God called me? Perhaps to 
go nowhere geographically. Has he called me to 
the inner heart of my family, to guide their 
spiritual and physical growth with patience and 
love? Has God called me to remain steadfastly 
true to the real values in life In a neighborhood 
devoted to materialistic status-seeking? Has God 
called me to exhibit the leaven of Christian fel­
lowship among shut-ins and the needy in my city? 
Has God called me to reevaluate my talents and 
experience in the light of world needs?

Have I answered his calls with trust and eager­
ness like that of Isaiah?

“Here am I; send me”—to live for Him

Introduction

You will recall the chorus, “Give me that 
old time religion; It’s good enough for 
me.” Certainly there is great truth in these 
words, for the religious faith of Paul and 
Silas and of our fathers is indeed “good 
enough for me” and good enough for our 
age. It docs not follow that methods and 
means of carrying the gospel to the world 
must be old-fashioned. Indeed the Foreign 
Minion Board is a prime example of an 
agency ever seeking better and more pro­
gressive ways of making Christ known to 
the nations.

A recent approach by this Board is in 
giving needed support to career mission­
aries in some of their many responsibilities 
and reinforcing mission work among Eng­
lish-language groups around the world. 
One new approach is the development of 
the Missionary Associate Program. This 
program, involving 37 associates was begun 
in October, 1961.

Through the Missionary Associate Pro­
gram persons who are between the ages of 
thirty-five and fifty-nine are employed for 
a term of service of from three to five years 
to do a particular job for which they are 
uniquely equipped. The term “missionary 
associate" indicates a short-term assignment 
to meet needs that cannot be met by a regu­
lar missionary.

Training requirements are evaluated on 
basis of experiences as well as education in 
meeting .• particular job.

The missionary associate goes to tasks 

which can be done in English and he does 
not attend regular language school.

Already in 12 countries around the world 
there are the 37 missionary associates who 
are teachers, dormitory parents in schools 
for missionary children, secretaries and 
business managers for mission headquarters 
offices, nurses and doctors in particular 
hospital situations, and as pastors for Eng­
lish-language churches. This program is 
only one of many ways in which this Board 
seeks a more flexible approach to the mis­
sionary task.

Perhaps the best way to understand the 
workings of this program of short-term mis­
sionary appdintment and the gratifications 
experienced by those involved as associates 
is to hear from them firsthand. Come along 
as we make a quick world tour and look 
through the eyes of these "spec ?aT mission­
aries at the tasks they perform in love and 
devotion.

Missionary Associates from Nigeria

Program Chairman: At Newton Memo­
rial School in Oshogbo, Nigeria, Missionary 
Associate Jamie Crenshaw Maiden teaches 
the children of missionaries who serve in 
West Africa. Will you read to us from Mrs. 
Maiden’s letter?

Letter: “Teaching MKs [missionary kids] 
on weekdays is wonderfully satisfying, but 
I soar to the mountaintop on Sunday morn­
ings at Union Baptist Church in Oshogbo 
where I teach the English-language class of 
Yoruba girls from Baptist Girls High
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School. They areri’t exactly MKs but they 
represent fruits of God’s great missionary 
enterprise through Southern Baptists.”

Program Chairman: From Nigeria also 
comes a report from Dr. Ruth Berrey. 
pediatrician of Birmingham. Alabama. Dr. 
Berrey, a widow and fond grandmother, 
left her practice to serve under the Foreign 
Mission Board for one term as a missionary 
associate in Nigeria. At present she is in 
her second term in.a position which can l>c 
Mlfetl only by a person with her training 
and special ability, In the western region 
of Nigeria there are three single women 
missionary associates, a teacher, a nurse, 
and Dr. Berrey. Also, there are a pharma­
cist and a teacher with their families. Let 
us listen to Dr. Berrey s letter.

Letter: “My wofrk is fascinating. This 
week I have seen more than 1,000 children 
in our child clinics held in churches in 
many different regions. We have had a se­
vere epidemic of pOlio this year and are so 
glad we were able to add oral polio vaccine 
to regular immunizations against smallpox 
and tuberculosis, etc. The patients pay 
enough to cover the salaries of the Nigerian 
nurse, health workers, transportation, drugs 
—everything except the missionary salary. 
Pastors and people are co-operative and 
very grateful.”

Missionary Associates from Guam

Program Chairman: Herbert and Maur- 
ine Maher, employed for work in Pakistan, 
have had a change in plans which sent them 
instead to Guam. Listen as Mrs. Maher 
describes the path which led them to serve 
as missionary associates.

Letter: “My husband left the business 
world with the idea that we would find 
greater satisfaction in serving God in a 
more specific way-i-in a Christian school 
perhaps. Herb thought of serving as an ad­
ministrator. Then ih the back of his mind 
he felt that maybe 0od really wanted him 
to do something drastic, like going to the 
seminary.

"We had three children who were two,
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five, and eight at the time. Our home was 
pleasant and roomy. We were active in a 
new Southern Baptist ch lire h in New York. 
Still there was a persistent unrest within us 
which seemed to indicate we needed to do 
something else. Eventually we reached the 
decision and trusted it to be Gcxl’s will—to 
enter seminary.

"No sooner had this momentous decision 
been made than we found there were other 
decisions to be made! At the seminary we 
found ourselves among men who all seemed 
to have had some pastoral experience. We 
began to wonder how (Jod could especially 
use us.

"We heard abopt the Missionary Associ­
ate Program and how people over forty 
could be used as business managers or 
dormitory parents. We hesitated at first 
because we could only be employed lor a 
term at a time, but we finally made our 
decision to go ahead and really trust God 
with our future. He knows us better than 
we know* ourselves. Each step we took from 
our first interview with Dr. Jesse Fletcher, 
personnel secretary at the Foreign Mission 
Board, seemed to be logical.

"We were oriented and commissioned as 
missionary associates in June, 1964, and 
since that time have been waiting for our 
visas for Pakistan. By August it became 
evident that new missionaries were not 
being admitted to Pakistan. Out entire 
possessions are in storage in Singapore, 
while we work here on the island of Juatn.

"In time we trust the Pakistan > «ation

md, if it still is God’s will, 
io proceed on •» •> journey. We are so thank- 
,J to be working in Guam while we wait.

This tenipoi.n y assignment in Guam is 
another pan <>i God's plan, too, for it seems 
he surely wants Herb to do some preac hing 
and pastor ing Our - children have been 

ffifl marvelous in adjusting to each new move 
we make. How we thank our Saviour lor
preparing their hearts.

"We do not think of ourselves as tem­
porary missionaries. God has accepted our 
willingness to serve. He has increased our 
understanding and love of people, rhe past 
lew months of unexpected events have 
proved he realized our need for maturing 
spiritually. He knew we needed some tests 
-living each day as it comes, living with 
lew material possessions, really trusting 
hint with the future, a better prayer life 
and more Bible study—to name a few.”

Missionary Associate from Taiwan

Program Chairman: Lucille Dawdy be­
came a Christian as a freshman in high 
* hoof and felt the call to mission work in 
China which she was not able to answer 
until some thirty-live years later.

After graduation from high school she 
i>egan to teach in Illinois. She was refused 
appointment by the Foreign Mission Board 
in 1932 because she had not completed col­
lege. She returned to teaching and to her 
church work which occupied her time but 
still her heart yearned for the mission field.

After the death of her parents and after 
almost thirty-three years of teaching, she 
wrote again to the Board asking if an ap­
pointment were possible. She had passed 
<he age for tegular appointment. But be­
cause of the initiation of the Missionary As­
sociate Program she could apply for em­
ployment for a short term, she was told. In 
May, 1964, completing preliminary require­
ments—numerous interviews, physical and 
psychological tests, writing of life history 
and doctrinal beliefs—Miss Dawdy was ac­
cepted for work in Taiwan at Morrison 
Academy.

Hear hei testimony.

Litter: “We have children from Aus­
tralia, the Scandinavian countries, and the 
United States. T here are military and mis­
sionary children of many denominations, 
children of Japanese, Chinese, Spanish, and 
Puerto Rican ancestry. One Negro family 
comes and one high schooler from Thai­
land is here. Everyone is in a Bible c lass.

"In Taiwan the missiohary associate also 
can have a very real part in bringing the 
gospel to nationals. I have a class of high 
school students every Sunday morning. 
Even though I use Laubach’s simplified 
stories of the New Testament, I feel that I 
can make a telling impac t for Christ on the 
lives of these young people. Teachers ol 
English are in demand here. One could 
spend twenty-four hours a clay doing noth­
ing but teach English! The problem is to 
know how far one’s energy can lx stretched. 
But when one sees the multitudes, one is 
tempted to be unwise in expending all the 
energy one has!

Program Chairman: Missionary associ­
ates may or may not have theological train­
ing or even training in Christian education. 
They are. however, well trained lor the 
career which they have followed. They arc 
dedicated Christians and must above all be 
convinced that Gcxl is leading them to the 
mission field. (Jod’s definite call is an ab­
solute essential and ol prime importance. 
Without that conviction we ate told, the 
missionary associate would falter and fail.

Furthermore, the associate must antici­
pate some of the adjustments he must make. 
Food will be different. Language is a great 
barrier. The missionary associate is thrown 
on his own resources spiritually because he 
hears very few, if any, sermons in his own 
tongue. His c ircle of friends and acquaint­
ances is limited. Sources of relaxation and 
entertainment are few. The psychology of 
the national is often a mystery which may 
bring him to near despair. Smells and 
sounds are different! He is a foreigner! 
Every clay his heart is filled to overflowing 
by the pull of the multitudes and the 
meagerness of his efforts. But he must 
learn to lose himself in dedication to the 
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task (iocl has given him, and to depend on 
God for results.;

Missionary Associates from Germany

Program Chairman: Let us consider two 
missionary associates in Germany. Don and 
Trudy Rose are lat present in Main/, West 
Germany, where Mr. Rose is pastor of an 
English-language church. It has been esti­
mated that no less than two million US 
citizens are now living outside our national 

xMundaries. In niany countries English-lan­
guage groups have organized Baptist 
churches. When the need for pastors for 
such congregations was presented to Don 
and Trudy Rose; then serving in a church 
in Austin, Texas, they applied to serve 
abroad as missionary assoc iates. Mi's. Rose's 
letter tells of their significant work.

Letter: "We have many wonderful ex­
periences in Mainz* and are convinced every 
day that this is I the place the Lord has 
chosen for us.

"Our work is wjith three groups of |jeople. 
The first group is US servicemen and fami­
lies, sing’s servicemen—all are stationed 
here with the Afm . Their needs are far 
greater than many people in our country 
realize. Over and lover .again we find people 
who were very actjive in church in the States 
but have participated in no religious serv­
ice over here. Bull with the shades of moral­
ity here in stark black and white tones, we 
have seen God work wonderfully in the 
lives of some. Fot instance, John, a young 
Negro in his mid-twenties who hadn't been 
to church in over fifteen years, came under 
conviction and was saved. How he grew in 
grace! He later became a teacher in our 
Primary department.

“A second group we enjoy are the Uni­
versity students vMho worship with us. Re­
peatedly we find ourselves ministering to 
young people who have never before been 
in a Christian service. Buddhists, Moslems, 
and others who are studying here, come 
perhaps because Of curiosity or out of a 
desire to see how Americans do things. 
They hear the gospel for the first time! It 
is not unusual to have people from twenty 

states and six or seven <u.,„!iie» reptt 
sen ted in a service.

"The third group is made up of German 
young people who wish io Iv.nn English 
and come to hear preaching in English I 
wish you could hear the closing o( om 
youth fellowships held each Sunday night 
Often thirty to forty young people will 
join hands around the circle and sing 
"Blest Be the Tie." Half will be singing in 
German, half in English. We play ganio 
with instructions in English and German. 
You should hear them play a game like 
Fruit Basket Turn Over, when each re­
sponds with the name of a fruit, some 
speaking German, some English. We hast 
English classes during the week for this 
group.

“There are also boys attending our 
church from a German Boys' Home. The* 
speak no English but they love the fellow­
ship. They often come to prayer meeting 
on Wednesday night.”

Missionary Associates from Japan

Program Chairman: The Missionary As­
sociate Program seemed to have been “made 
to order" for the talents and dedication of 
Arline and Brad Bradford. Major Brad 
ford, pilot with the US Air Force, wasgnen 
orders for Japan in July, 1956. Here, in the 
words of Mrs. Bradford, is the story behind 
their present employment as dormitory di­
rectors for Baptist students in Mitaka. 
Japan.

Letter: "When my husband received his 
orders, I said to him, *1 have a feeling that 
there is something special lor us to do in 
Japan.' In June, 1957, he became the chair 
man of the Tokyo Southern Baptist Mili­
tary Fellowship which met in the Chapel 
Center in downtown Tokyo, near the Diet 
Building or Japanese Government Build­
ing.

lure held we heard about a proposed stu­
dent dormitory here in Mitaki for mission­
ary children.

"The Lord called us to volunteer to work 
in the student dormitory. We asked for 
early retirement from the Air Force and 
"ent home to Southwestern Baptist Theo­
logical Seminary, in Fort Worth, Texas, 
lor religious education courses where we 
studied for eighteen months.

“My husband turned forty in August, 
less than a month before our call, so we 
"ere not eligible for career missionaries, 
but we retired on faith.

“The Foreign Mission Board's Mission­
ary Associate Program for older people is 
"onderful lor us!

"At the dormitory we work with high 
sc hool sons and daughters of Southern Bap­
tist missionaries in Japan. These parents 
do not live near an English-language high 
school. Therefore, dormitory facilities are 
needed.

“We arc organized as a big family and 
home, and treat the young people as our 
children. Much of our time is spent in 
counseling. It is a good feeling to know 
you are helping missionaries whom you 
have grown to appreciate, taking care of 
their young people in a home away from 
home. We feel the Lord has opened up 
this avenue of service especially to let some 
of us lay people "help out." Our cups are 
running over! We have never really been
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more contented in our lives. This is not to 
say it has all been an easy transition into 
this work, but certainly it has been reward­
ing all along the way.”

Special Project Nurses from Tanzania 
[tan za NEE a], formerly Tanganyika 
and Zanzibar

Program Chairman: Akin to the Mis­
sionary Associate Program but slightly dif­
ferent is the Special Project Nurses program 

instituted by the Foreign Mission 
Board. Because of urgent needs in medical 
work, on at least two fields, two nurses now 
serve under a short-term appointment. Ava 
Nell McWhorter assists at Baptist Hospi­
tal, Gaza, and Dorothy Ruth Scott at Bap­
tist Tuberculosis Hospital, Mbeya, Tan­
zania. Miss Scott cotdd not offer herself as 
a career missionary for family reasons, but 
was able to apply for this limited term. 
She writes:

Letter: “By coming here under this pro­
gram I am meeting emergency need. The 
hospital was without a nurse for a couple 
of months before my coming. The average 
number of patients at the hospital is 120. 
It is all but impossible for one nurse to ad­
minister nursing service in a hospital this 
size. But much of the work here is done 
by competent, well-trained nationals.

"Because God called me in showing me 
need and how I could help, 1 feel he will 
call others. Therefore, I believe this pro­
gram not only is good to help meet critical 
needs, but also I think it gives trained 
young people a chance to see needs and 
actual conditions—to see that opportuni­
ties are many and fields white, ready for 
harvest.

“People all over t^e world and especially 
Africans are demanding our best. We are 
no longer listened to just because we are 
missionaries. We cannot expect to be able 
to witness as effectively to them when we 
are poorly staffed. We need well prepared 
people who can give their best talents, 
winning their confidence and being able 
to share the gospel of Christ with them. . . . 
If a young person wants to be of service to

God and mankind, work in mission pro 
gram is quite ideal. 1 do believe it gives 
satisfaction as ho other type work."

Missionary Journeymen

This special program of the Foreign 
Mission Board gives oppoitunity to y0 
another group. It has been developed [or 
young college graduates. It seeks to find 
young college graduates who do not wish 
a career as a missionary but who wish to 
serve God and man in a joint undertaking 
on a short term.
