So the increase in the amount of 
leisure time, said he, endangers even 
more our community and national 
life unless our churches and syna­
gogues. school*,  and home*  can re­
capture the contribution*  they have 
historically made to our thinking and 
moral life.

As we walked back to the hotel 
we pondered the challenge the speaker 
had laid before us. My wife was the 
first to speak. “Boy? I’d sure like to 
sec some of that leisure That would 
be a great problem to have'"

That afternoon as we drove in the 
mountains, we had tried to figure out 
how the mothers of generation*  pan 
had made it. It seemed to us that, in 
the main, despite the fact that out­
side help was unknown to many aver 
age, lower, and lowcr-middk das» 
mothers of those days, women had 
time as wives for child rearing and 
housekeeping with plenty of time for 
church services and helping other*  
outside the home' They had no 
automatic washer*  and dryer*,  no 
perma-press clothes The children en­
tertained themselves without tievision 
the house was clean and neat without 
synthetic carpets, scif-poltshmg was 
for the floors, and spray wax for the 
furniture In short, to us their Me 
seems less hectic than our*  in our 
automated households of today where 
everything but the children is con 
trolled by a switch*

If we probe a little further, we 
discover that modern pressures, ten 
sions, anxieties, and advantages' 
drain us physically and emotionally 
The modem pace was unknown to 
some of our mother*  and to most of 
our grandmothers

What about today*  nonworking 
wife with no children or with children 
in school or college'’ Doe*  she spend 
leisure hours before the television, at 
the bridge club, or doe*  she find ful­
filment through gardening, sewing 
and baking along with mtsuon action 
and community service'’
